In his sermon recently, Msgr. John H.,

Yox, Viear General of the diocese of

Trenton, N, J., warned his parishioners

against the dangerous doctrines of

“ The Catholic Churgh 18 net in poli-

tics and does not try to influence her
members in things purely political,” he
said. “But when a party invades the
domains of morals it is her duty as the
teacher of truth and morality to expose
its dangerous and false teachings, If
Socialism confined its doctrines to social
and political economy and did not inter-
fere with religion and morality the
Church would treat it with indifference,

“The preachers of Socialism tell their
audienecs that the sole objeet of Social-
ism is to improve the conditions of the
Jaboring classes and do away with the
existing social and economic troubles.
They work upon the passions of the
laboring classes by exaggerating their
burdens and hardships and the ease and
Inxury of the rich. They attribute this
disparity of conditions to a defect in our
government and use it as an argument in
favor of their revolutionary doctrines,

“ Political dishonesty, the conflict be-
tween labor and capital and the hard-
ships of Lhe poor are nol the result of
any defect in our government. We have
an ideal form of government, a govern-
ment where the people govern them-
selves, where every citizen has a voice
and a vote in the administration of pub-
lie affairs., If the government is not
honestly condueted the fault lies with
the people themselves, By a proper use
of the ballot they can remove the dis-
honest officials and replace them with
upright and honorable men.

“The real cause of all the social and
political evils in our country is an over-
powering greed for money. Men have
forgotten God and spiritual things and
are worshipping at the shrine of mam-
mon.  Society eannot be regenerated by
the destructive theories of Socialism,
which would abolish religion, do away
with the present form of marriage and
substitute free love, take from the indi-
vidual all ownership of land and the
means of production and change our
very form of government. Society can
be purified only by ereating in it through

the individual a Christian conseience,

Cardinal Gibbons pointed out the
root defeet in American society when,
in a recent interview, he traced our
national evil of divoree and other moral
ills to the lack of proper training in
vouth.

There should be no divorce at all: it
pleases me immensely to hear that
Bishop Greer and other prominent mem-
bers of other churches feel as we do in
the Catholie Chureh.

“ Divoree to-day, and [ say it without
reserve, is the one great black spot in
American civilization. It is terrible,
utspeakable, outrageous. The number
of divorees in the United States in pro-

portion to the population is the greatest
in the world. Think of that stain on our

was not condemned as a dogmatie teach-
er, either by the Church or by auy
council. He never taught officially or
pontifically anything at all in regard to
the doctrines under dispute. The
question regarded the two wills in
Christ. Sergius, a heretic, taught that
in Christ there was only one power of
will, springing from the Logos. In the
controversy Pope Honorius recommend-
ed silence, and this not in a doetrinal
document, but in a private letter. This
letter contained no heresy. The Sixth
General Couneil did not condemn Pope
Honorius for having taught what was
contrary to the faith, but for having
ngglected to teach what was the faith,
The negligenee of his stewardship was
blamed, and by this the infallibility of
his office is implied rather than denied.
