Does it never striks those who retail
this fiction if they think at all, as very
strange that the Bible was preserved
duriag all the centuries of the universal
sway of the Oatholic Church if the
Church was really afrald to have her
children become familiar with it, We
used to think that this old lie had gone
the way ol many similar calumnies, To
see how ridicalous it is one needs only
consult any little handbook of the his-
tory of the Bible, Buat it is hacd to
down » lie. Refate it ss you may it is
bound to reappear, and if you repeat s
lie often enough it becomes an histori-
osl fact for many.

That was ever the old stock-ia-trade
srgument sgeinst Oatholic doctrine,
that the people were blinded because
they were not allowed to read the
Seriptures. It is the kind of argument
you can expect to find to-day in the
rabid type of anti-Oatholic paper. But
here in this year of grace 1912 we find

svenges abuses of her laws in mind or
body.

{ lufinite Mercy strains to the utmost
limit thet fluite nature sets, Inflnite
Just ce is relent) and sbsolute in
severing right from wrong. Right
most finsliy tr.uopb, aod should
man stubbornly and finslly cling to
wrong, Kternsl Justice must vindicate
itselt by apportioning sdequate penslty
to the wronger. Wno flosily repudiates
God and His law, him God will finally
repudiate. Who spurns Mercy will get
Justice. Mercy opens to the repentsnt
sn ocean of reward ; Justice consigns
the i it

tur of Oardinal Farley and Archbishop
Prendergast. The merits or demerits
of the Douay translation are sufficiently
well known to need no comment here,
The sigaificant fact is that here is a
convenient and low-priced Bible, which
the people of the Roman Catholic Com-
munion are not only permitted bat
urged to read. To the New Testanent
is prefaced this quotation: ‘ An icdul-
gence of 300 days is granted to all the
faithfal who read the holy gospels at
least & quarter of an hour. A plenary
indulgeace under the usual conditions
is granted once a month for the daily
reading —Leo XIIL, I3 Dacember, 1898’
Of course the notes have spacial refer-
ence to the dootrines of the Roman
Catholic Communion, and in his preface
the Right Rev. Henry A. Brann emphas-
izes the Roman authority in interpreta-
tion. Bat this doas not slster the fact
that the Bible is there, ia the language
of the people, ‘translated from the Lutin
Valgate, diligently compared with the
Hebrew, Greek and other editions in
divers languages,’ raadily accessinle to
all the English-speaking laymen of the
Roman Commauaion. The importance
of this tact not only to Rome, but to all
Christondom, is s matter worthy o.
profouad thought. For it may unques
tionably be ststed that unity can exist
only between those communions
which share a knowledge of the Bible.”

It brings » smile to our face as we
read these cougratulatory words. At
last, we Catholics have a Bible. And
note that we are * not only permitted "
to read it but urged to do so. Hers we
have it, “in the lanzuage of the
people.” |

We hope the writer in the Churchman
was not indulging in sarcasm, we hope
he does not reslly believe what he
seems to assert that it is only just mow
we Oatholics are urged to become
familiar with the Word of God. Aad
yet it is hard to read snything eise into
his words. There is a lot of talk these
days about Christian unity, but it will
never amount to anything more than
talk until certain charchmen treat
Catholic matters honestly.—Pilot.

DR. ELIOT AND HELL
— e

Dr. Eliot, who, we are perpetually in-
formed, is “the noted Harvard educator”
and is titled its “President Emeritus,”
has been recently educating the Uni-
terians of Boston and, therewith or
thereby, the Confucians of China and
the Shintoists of Japan. He told them
they maust not believe in the doctrines
of Original Sin,or of Hell or Justifica-
tion by Faith, or Atonemeat or the
Trinity—dootrines which Unitarians
had repudiated long before Dr. Eliot
had repudisted the stardy Christisaity
of John Harvard, and made agnosticism
a favorite “‘elective” in the halls he had
founded. However, he gave them a
reason for the unfaith that is in them,
which is new or freakish enough to en-
sure newspaper notoriety. They must
not hold such doctrines, because the
Ohinese and Japanese wouldn't like
them : “These are not acceptable to the
Ohinese or Japanese mind,”—imagine
8t. Peter or St. Paul, or even Socrates,
trimming their teachings to the whim of
Jew, Roman or Athenian—*but tell t:e
Chinaman that you believe in good
‘works and do not accept the inferiority
of women, and he listens to you.” Carry
him woman suffrage and Boston “be-
havior, and forthwith Jap or Chinaman
will be in the way of becoming a full-
fledged Uritarian. These be the final
teachings, the grand educational culmi-
nation, of Harvard’s most honored Presi-
dent and most famous pedagogue.

The fact is, of course, that it is main-
ly from the good works required by
Ohristianity and not its dogmas that
both Oriental and Occidental pagans
and nominal Ohristians have been always
shrinking and are shrinking now. They
would cull*‘good works’'according totheir
liking, and -if man |is free so to choose,
the Chinaman has as much right to suit
himself as the Bostoaian, and should he
need a guide will probably prefer Con-
focius or Buddha to Dr. Eliot. Could
he attach any weight to the vaporings
of the Harvard pundit, he should be
rather disposed to follow more faithfully
the “Light of the East” by the example
of one who, having seen, deliberately
turns away from the Light of the World.

But wiRat most repels the Chinaman
and Dr. Eliot is “the horrible dootrine
of hell.” The doctrine, though horrific
is not horrible, but the place or state
is, and is so intended. The law of com-
pensation and atonement is as constant
a8 the law of life and death. Nature

p t o an abyss of reproba-
tion. In other words, they who wilfully
and konowingly shut their eyes against
God will never see Him; they will suf-
fer the pain of loss. This is hell. It
has other pains, but this is its essence.
Cut off from the distractions of earth,
the soul has nought but God, its Maker,
to fill ite longings ; and shut out by
its own acts from Him, it has nothing
left but the eternal gnawing of its own
nuceasing aud unsated yearnings con-
tinuously warring with its enorasted
habits of sin. “If a soul has wilfully
fixed itself forever in guilt,” writes Rev.
Robert Kane; 8, J., in * God or Chaos ”’
(New York: Kenedy & Sons,) *and
wiifally forever holds relentlessly to
guilt, such a soul caanot be loved by
God, Who can only love good, and the
lovers of g)od. Such a soul is then, lost
to God. If such a soul knows its loss,
it has the pain of loss. This is hell,

This has awakened salutary fear in
men from China to Peru, and even Bos-
too, whose reason perceives that vio-
lated law mast have its penalty and
whose judgment points out the prudence
of avoiding it ; but why should it excite
or incense Dr. Eliot and his Unitarian
friends? Neither he, judged by his last
yeara's sketch of * the Religion of the
Fature " (aow for the past), nor they, by
the pronouncements of their authorized
spokesmen, believe in s personal God,
wny more than in Christ’s Divinity, and
therefore they should not be troubled by
the loss of Him. Bat their very anxiety
to shirk the consequence of rebelling
sgainst the law of their minds shows
that with all their efforts they canaot
uproot the belief in God, which is radi-
cated in the rational soul,and that man-
kind, when using its reasom, will con-
tinue to believe in an Omaipotent God,
Who is its Maker and Lawgiver sud
Judge, and will test divine truths not
by their agreesbleness, but by their
authority. Tne ultimate test that
reasoning men will set in the future, as
they are wont to do now and have done
in the past, to the doctrines of Hell and
Heaven and Atonement and Faith and
Works, as to all religious dogmas, will
be : Did God reveal them ? Has the
OChurch who teaches and has always
taught them in His Name, been by Him
constituted and authorized so to teach ?
The answer to these questions will con-
tinue to guide men of all races and
places in their quest and acceptance of
Truth, not temperamental fancies, nor
climatic or racial conditions, nor pride
of oaste whether in OChina or
New England.—M. Kgnngy, S. J., in

“EVERYBODY'S DOING IT"
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Attacking the Catholic Church has
become a very popular pastime on the
part of a good many people. Some of the
attacks ave vicious, some display
ignorance, some seem to be a bid for
popularity.

One of the most recent assaults was
made by Rev. Mark Kelley, pastor of the
First Methodist Episcopal Charch of
Olean, N. Y. He took for his text the
words. * And I will give unto thee the
keys of the kingdom of heaven,” and at
once procesded to demolish Catholie
doctrine on the point. This is the way
Mr. Kelley goes at it :

They [che Catholics] teach that Peter
individually was the rock on which the
Church was built, that Christ consti-
tated him supreme apostle and that the
authority was passed on by him to his
successors and belongs to no one else but
those successors, who are the Popes.
They, therefore, claim that the Catholic
Charoch is the only true Church and that
the Pope is infallible because, he being
God's earthly representative, is never
allowed to err when he speaks as the
head of the Church,

That is correct, and we give Mr. Kel-
ley due credit for being so well in-
formed.

Then the preacher proceeds—

* What then does the Protestant do
with this passage ? Does he ignore it ?
Does he-dodge it altogether and try to
forget that it is in his Bible ? Does he
try to explain it away ? Not at all.
The trae Protestant does none of these
things. The true Protestant is mever
afraid of the truth. He will stake every-
thing on the trath. He will say, * Show
me the trath ; convince me that it is the
truth, and I will abide by it ; [ ask no
more.” The thing for which the Protest-
ant contends is such as an interpreta-
tion of this scripture as is consistent
with the rest of the scriptures and with

the Providence of God as manifested in
the world.”

But the Protes‘ant is not consistent.
He throws aside all logic when interpret-
ing the Bible. He attempts to give
many passages a meaning directly con-
trary to their plain statement. When
our Lord said, “ This is My Body, this is
My Blood,” that is precisely what He
meant, and still your individual inter-
preter of the Protestant stride says our
Lord did not mean that at all—He was
merely speaking a parable.

The same with Mr. Kelley’s text Jesus
said to Peter, ** Bl d art thou Si
Bar-Jons ; because flesh and blood hath
not revealed it to thee, but My Father
who is in heaven. And I say to thee
that thou art Peter and upon this rock
I will build My Church, and the gates
of hell shall not prevail against it. And
I will give to thee the keys of heaven.
And whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth
shall be bound iu heaven, and whatso-
ever thou shalt loose on earth shall be
loosed in heaven.”

That surely is very plain. The mean-
ing is unmistakable, and still our Protest-
ant friends uudertake to say that our
Lord did not mean what He said at all.

In religion, as in everything else, we
must have suthority ; we must have some
form of government. The Founder of
the Church so intended it when He gave
the keys to Peter, and He intended that
Peter should be succeeded by other
heads and should continue for all time,
and the Church will 80 continue in spite
of all human assaults.

Later on in his discourse Mr. Kelley
eulogized Protestantism. Among other
things he said :

“ The Protestants are p tly will-
ing to be judged by their fruits. Such

CARDINAL WOLSELY'S DEATH

This extraordinary character in Eng-
lish history has left & record 10 withoud
its lesson to men of ambition—for smbi-
tion was bis ruling passion. It was the
secret of b1s wondertul energy and activ-
ity. It directed his brilliant and subtle
puliey, I. accounted for his inconsist-
euoy. It intensified his flusl snd up-
availing regrets. Thowas Wolsely was

born at Ipswich in 1471, and, sfter beivg

gradusted from Osford, studled for the

pr};.ﬁhotd.
is

lich to abd tad

p much
stteution, and he was chosen chaplain to
King Henry VII. Having been intrust-
ed by the king with an importent missic n
to the Ewperor Maximilian, he was so
sucoessful as to receive the highest
commendations, and was appointed Desn
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of Lincoln on his return. On the scces-
slon of Henry VIIL to the throne Wol-
sely was sppointed Almoner, and rose
from one distinetion to another through
his great influence at court.

In 1514 he was app inted Archbishop
of York, and the following year was
created Cardinal by Pope Leo X., which
was quiokly followed by Henry making
him Lord Chancellor of Eogland, and
three years later he was appointed the
Pope's Legate, and practically wielded
the power and authority of the Supreme
Pontiff in matters reiating to the affairs
of Eogland.

The splendor of his household and ret-
inue rivalled that of the king, and it
was generally understood that he was
the guiding and controlling mind in the
poliey of the goverament. It was he
who arranged the famous laterview be-
tween the kings of France’'and England
on * the field of the cl.th of gold,” and
negotisted the treaty between the two
nations waich followed. 8

On the death of Pope Leo X, and
agaia on the aeash of Adrisn Vi., Wol-
sely sought with all his vast influence to
be chosen Sapreme Pontiff, but all the
inflaence which he possessed in the polit-
ical affairs of Earope was not euough to
control the College of Cardinals in ehoos-
ing a fiscing successor of St. Peter as
head ot the Caurch, and the ambitious
Oardinal was doomed to disappointment.

The part taken by him in the king's
endeavors to ootsiued divorce trom
Catharioe of Aragon, while it plea:ed
o one, brought upoa hi o the sey sought
witn all his vast inflaence and ex-
torted a promise from her reys! lover
never more to speak with the Cardinal,
and on Oot. 9, 1529, the Actorney-Gen-
eral filed two bills in the King's Beuch
charging Wolsely with having as Legate
transgreesed the statue praemunire.

Wolsely ordered his attorney to plesd
guilvy, resigned the great seal (Oct 17),
trausferrea to vhe kiug the whole of his
personal estate, valued at 500,000 orowns,
and che yeariy profits of his ecclesiastic-
al beuefices, and then retired to Esner,
a scat belonging to his bishopric of Win-
chester. Tarough the lLingering friend-
ship of the king Wolsely was ultimately
ailowed to retain the administration of
the diocese of York, and received a gen-
eral pardun and sn annuity of 1,000
marks.

Aficr a short at Rich d,
he was commanded in April, 1530, to
retire to the limits of his archbishopric,
Here his thoughts seemed devoted to
tae duties of nis station, but his ene-
mies at court were not idle. Oa Nov.
4 he w.s arrested at Cawood on a caarge
of hign tceason, aud conducted toward
London. He was suffering from dropsy
and the journey was necessarily slow.

It was said that no
young man under twenty-one was a
member of any of the three churches.
The case was selected as being typical
of church conditions in many of the
small towns in the country.

Nine donominations struggling for life
in a village of two-hundred and sixty-
two inhabitants | That is Protestant-
fsm exemplied. Without s supreme
head, without some kind of suthority,
without Peter, the rock, chaos exists—
every man is permitted to interpret for
himself, with the result that the sects
multiply and their so-called religion is a
farce.

David Goldstein lectured in Balti-
more, at Loyola College Hall, recently,
to an audience of 1,000 men. The
lecturer confined himself to Socialism in
{ts relation to religion and the Christian
family. There were many Socialists
present, who did not hesitate to inter-
rupt the speaker with questions, and
the result was that a challenge sent to
Paul M. Prodoehl, president of the
German Catholic Union, some months
8go by a Socialist resulted in an agree-
ment of Mr. Goldstein to meet any
Socialist speaker at one of the theatres
on the question, “Resolved, That no
man can bea Oatholic and a Soglalist at
the same time.” \

As a standard of judgment, Mr. Gold-
stein said the literature advocated by
the Church and by Socialism would be
used. In part, Mr. Goldstein said:

“In the late election 700,000 ofsizens
of the United States registered their
approval of Socialist prineiples. There
are chapters at present in 43 colleges,
ostensibly for the purpose of studying
the Socialist movement, but, in reality,
to propagate the principles, \

& vransgression of the moral law brings
punishment. These Sccialist writers
advocate their immoral opinions as a
philosophy of life.”

“But these are only individual
opinions,” urged the voice of another
Socislist from the rear of the hall.

“Yes,” began Mr. Goldstein, “but the
members of the party are urged to
read——.,"

“True,” continued the Socialist, “free

He got no further, for there was a
roar of laughter, the man having
admitted the very point the lecturer
sought to establish,
