BDublin.

Wexford.

The tenants are winning all along the

Thus matters stood until a few
days ago, when the landlord was brought
1o his senses, He gave up the law pro
esedings and granted a reduction of
forty three per cent, to his tenantry, he
bamselt bearing ail the iaw coste,  Thie
is the fourth landlord within the past
year who has lowered his flag to Canon
Doyle, the last being the Marquis of Ely,
who has just granted his tenants a
reduotion of fifty per cent.

Westmeath.

in good health and spirits, though look
ing thin and pale, Roger O'Brien, one

They were there met by a crowd of
about 3 000 people \from all directions,

Street, When the horsemen appeared
on the socene they were greeted with
loud groans, and cheers for William
O'Biien. The road was lined on each
side by men who were armed with sticke,
