In a country nearly as lirge as
all Europe, and far more densely peopled—
containing in fact, more than a third of the
whole human race—more comfortable than
any similar number of men on the face of
the globe, no emigration has till now issued
from its shores, aiid each new myriad of the
rapidly-augmented population has gone to
increane the strength arnd resources of the
state, while the invidious exiremes of pover-
ty and riches—that prime baneof old states
—are there unknown, wealth being more
equally divided than in any civilized coun-
trv. Undisturved in their little farms, the
péople are contented and cheerful ; and with
comparative little commerce, and no manu-
factures—viewed as a distinct employment
—the empire has continued for centuries
thriving snd unshaken by intestine commo-
tions. The home consumers have main-
tained in comfori the home producers—ithe
only emmigration has been to the hill-side
and the marsh. The French historian and
philosopher Sismondi, maiotains that the
real bone and muscle of a nation is its
agricultural population, and predicts the
coming ruin of the older states of Europe
from the evident decline of this class of
their people ; but whatever truth there may
be in his opinion, no such state of mattersis
likely 10 sap the foundations of the Chinese
empire. There is no milhonaire manufac-
tures, with machinery costing thirty or fory

This calendar also divides each of its montis
into three decades.
calendar assigned only 304 days to a year,
distributed these into ten months of vuequal
length, and reckoning March as the first
month of the ten. The nomenclature of
the last four months of this calendar is still
retained in our own calendar—tbe names
September, October, November, and De-
cember signify simply the seventh,the eightb,
the ninth and the tenth months (septem, se-
ven : octo, eight ; novem, nine ; decem, ten.)
Numa reformed this sncient calendar by
adding 51 days to ‘the 'year, and du}f_ubm-
ing 1t into twelve months, interculating be-
tween the 23d and 24th of February in
every second yesr, a month of variable
length. This second calendar was still fur-
iher improved by Jutivs Cxsar, snd con-
tinues in use in Europe and this country,
with slight changes, at the present time.—
It adds one day to February every fourth
year, which is called ‘‘leap year.” In
1582, Pope Grecory XII. adjusied the Ju-
lian calendar of 365 days 1o more accurate
astronomical observation of the true year,
by altering “ the style,” or throwing out ten
days of the year in which it was adopted, be-
tween the 4th and 5:h of October; and by
ordaining that in all time to come the inter-
calary, or leap year day, of the first hun-
dredth, the second hundredth and the third
hundredih of every four hundred years,
should not be reckoued. By this arrange-
ment, three intercalary days are not reckon-
ed in four hundred years. This * New
Siyle” was not adopted in Eogland till 1752,
or 170 years afier its establishmeat at Roine,
when it was necessary to throw oult eleven
days in place of ten.

The Pashalic of Jerusalem.

By the last Turkish census, of 1853, that
Pashalic counted a population of 147,759
males ; bul it canoot in reality be less than
200,000, as a great number manage to avoid
the census from fear of the conscription.—
With the exception of the chiel towns, the
Turkish Government has no direct control
over the population, who stand rather under
that of herednary sheiks, who again have
subaltern sheiks in the villages.
