Give us more Mutton.

Mution, we said, not that maes of thin,
wiry mauscle, tough enough for raw hides,
that is sometimes offered us in the shambles
as the product of a sheep’s carcass. This
article, if designed for tiiler ropes, is admir-
ably adapted 1o its office ; but if destined to
the table, it is a notable perversion of the
gifis of Providence. We have quite enough
of this article.

But of mutton, well grown and stall-fed,
the fat nicely disiribuied through the lean
fleah, as well as upon the outside, we have
far oo little. Of all meats, as a standard
dish, commend -us to this, The saddle.
well siuffed, makes a splendid roast; the
fore-quaiters are available for soups snd
stews ; and the leg, boiled with a piece of
pork, and comely surroundings of cabbages,
beets aud potstoes, is the prince of farmer’s
dinners. Steaks are no mistake, particular-
ly if a good cook holds them—just long
enough—over » wood coal fire. lIn all the
forms of approved cockery it is a popular
and wholesome dish-—probably the most
healthful of all meats for habitual use

It ought to be cheaper, and can be The
theep isa wool-bearing anims’, and it is
manly for the fleece that our flocks have
beea culuvated unul withio twenty years
The Soath Downs and the coarse woolled
varicties —so large aud so highly esteemed
for their flesh—have wot been in favour.
The ariicle now is increasing 10 esiimation,
and there are inducements enough in all the
older ststes to grow sheep, mainly for their
flesh. Mutton, we believe, can be froduc-
ed at wuch less expense than either pork or
beefl. Daring summer they will thrive in
pastures where cows would grow thio, and
in the fall and in wioter they wiil give bet-
ter returns in fiesh, for the roows and grair,
than any other animal. Most of the sheep
killed are simp'y grass-fed. Siall-feeding
improves the flesb as uch as tha: of
beeves. [t pays well to buy up a lot of
Soath Dowa grades, or oiher large bodied
sheep, 1n the fall, aud fatien them for mar-
ket. They want a dry place, with good
shelier against siorms.  The stapie feed
may be good clover hay, and turnips. Give
in addition—if you can get it—half a pound
of o1l ¢ake and a pint of bar'ey per day, to
each amimal. They should have constant
access to good, clean, runniog water.—Am
Agriculturist

Rendering Barren Fruit Trees

From Rome.

An Itsliso holiday i= very different from
the same occssion in Germany or France.
The Germaos sing the French dance, and
the Italiane quarrel. My last day at Milan
was, unfortunately, an occasion of this
kind. The densely-peopled villages had
poured their rosiic masses into the city.
The stures were closed, and ihe streets
seemed the more thronged by the stillness
of regular business. Cakes, pigtures, and
‘gaudy 10ys were spread out in the markets,
and one might judge by the noise that
business io this lioe was uoususlly brisk.
Observing more closely, it would be seen
hat comparatively few exchanges were
effected. The question whether five or
six cents shou!d be psid was not set at rest
except by the occurrence of the dispute
about measure or weight, and then followed
the worst of all, as to the kind of currency
1n which it should be paid. There is o
place in Italy where coins are so coofused
es at Milan, The cusiomer has used the
word lira or centesimo ; but there are three
coins in Milan called lira—oné worth
twenty cents, another seventeen, and an
other fificen. The centesimi are hundredih
parts of each, and there is a complicated
series of coins for two, three, five, and ten
centesimi of the various lira. Each party
in the bargain immediately seizes upon the
interpretation most favorable to himself,
and fighting every fuot of ground, yields
only to a compromise in the very last ex-
tremity.

Another feature of an Italian boliday in
the city is the crowd which throogs every
chureh. It is no rest-day for the priests.
Their customers, are more numerous, more
quiet, but much more eure to complete the
bargain entered upon  Over all the church
doors were inscriptions such a3 the one |
here copy: ¢ Indulgenza plenaria gquoti-
diana perpetua per vivis et defunctis,”
which translated liberally into American
might read, *“ Constantly on 'haod a good
supply of pardons for the living and the
dead.” The haste with which these erowds
are coofessed and absolved on such oc-
casions must prevent all the good conse-
quences which might result from the in-
tercourse with and consel of the priests, snd
be little more than a merchantable trans-
action, in which so much money is really
weighed against so much sin. What is
more repulsive both to reason and the
sensibilities is the public declaration that
the sins of the dead are also to be absolved
for the mouey paid by the living. There
1s a church in Milsn in whose vaulis are
shown the bones of some hundreds of per-
sous, regularly piled along the walls. It is
not known to whom they originally be-
longed ; yet the Church presumes ihey were
sinners, and receives more than ten thou-
saud lira annually for the avowed purpose
of having those sins forg.ven. I present
these things ae they appear 1o a traveler in
lialy. Siucere Catholics have, or think
they have, areason for :his course, and
they may in this instance use their ever-
present argument, * T'he end jusifies the
means.”” No one can deny that the Catho-
lic Cnurch exhibiis in 3 larger proportion
of ita membership than in any other a self-
sacrificiog benevolence. Of this every Iand
furnishes exsmples, end they are no where
more mamfest than in laaly, As Protes-
tants we can not on'y prolest, but are
willing 10 see our own faults, and, I hope,
disposed 1o cotrect them.

A psioful featvre in both
countries 18 the excessive crueliy (0 the
amimals employed. Neither country pro-
tects these dumb brutes by law, and there
1= no bovud to the ill-treaiment 1o which
they are subjected by (he hard-hearted
diivers  Passengers of their own country
are shocked, and umversally-expressed
public opinion does inflnence a few. To
Eoglish and Americans tbis unaccustomed
ba-barity, carried to the excess which it is
10 Lialy, recders dibgence riding an inces-
sant torture of he finer feelings cf the heart.
There 1s much 10 babit which reconciles
us to the sunation we are compelled to oc-
cupy; but | think aslave-driver would need
extra discipline to enable him 10 look
calmly upon such brotality. No one who
has iravel=d by this conveyance in Italy
will ever forget the constant *‘ Hee-ip!

7T'be satis-
faction of being 1 motion was some relief,
and the lopg iotervals of open cououry
sfforded occasionally, amid the mist, glances
of nawure’s soo hing charms.

Userur 10 Housexkeepers.—Recent
experiments in more than one family have
established the fact that the plant known to
botanists ss the pologonum punctatum, veu-
ally known as * water pepper” or * smart
weed,” which may now be fuund in abun-
dance along ditches, roads, lanes and barn-
yards, is an effectual and certain destroyer
of the bed-bug. A sirong decoction is
made of the herb, and the places infested
with the insect well waghed with it.  The
plant may also with much advaniage be
stuffed in the cracks and corners of the
room. Eiderberry leaves, laid upun the
shelves of a safe or cupboard. will slso drive
away ants and roaches.

The origin of the word *‘ wife'” has re-
cently been the subject of some discussion.
