Ard be it turther enodled, That the Duty of ten pence per gallon, impofed on all
Rum, and other Spirituous Liquors, diftilled within this Province, under the a&, pafled in
the bity-fifth year of His Majefty’s Reign, entitled, An A& for grantiog to His Majefly
certain Cuties on Wine, Brandy, Gin, Rum, and other diftilled Spirituous Liquors, Mo-
lafles, Ccflce, and Brown Sugar, for the fupport of His Majcfty’s Government, and for
promoting the Agriculture, Commerce and Fifheries, of this Province, be reduced, and the
fame is he1eby reduced, to fix-pence per gallon, any thing in the faid AG to the contrary
notwithftanding.

HL. Adnd be it further enacled, That the Mafter of every regiftered Veffel, {hall, within
twenty-fosr hours after the arrival of fuch Veflel into any Port, Harbour or Creek, within
this Province, render an Accountcr Report in writing to the Colle&or of Impoft and
Excife for the Diftri&t in which fuch Veflel fhall arrive, of the Asticles of Cargo laden on
board of fuch Veflelat her laft Port, and then on board ths fame, and fhall verity the faid
Account or Reportby the following Oath : :

IV. dnd be it further enafled, That if any mafler of any regiftered Veffel fhall neglect
to render the Account or Report aforefaid, or fhall break bulk of or on board fuch Veflel,
or fhall unlade or Jand any article whatever, betore he fhall have rendered the faid Account
or Keport, fuch mafter, or the owner of fuch regiftered Veflel, fhall forfeit and pay the
fum of Twenty Pounds ; to be recovered by bill, plaint or information, in any Court
of Record in this Province ; one haif to his Majefty, his heirsand fucceffors, for the fup-
port of the Government of this Province, the other half to the perfon who fhall fue for
the fame, with cofts of fuit,
