+ VEXATIOUS LITIGATION.

The Hamilon Herald made an error
in the use of aname in its news col-
umns lately and the parson “libelled”
sued and got a verdict of $200.

Tt was a costly slip, but a con-
tingency to which every newspaper is
liable, made up as it is in a few hours
under high pressure and unable to
verify every item of news it prinis.

The publ’c who read the news have
no conception of the stress and diffi-
culty under which the daily grist is
procured, and are, therefore, prone
to complain when in the hurly-burly
of the short néwspaper day even a
m'nor m'stake ggeeps in. “Why don't
you vcnfy you.r news ' is the stock
question of the chromic kickér, who
knows all about running’a newspa-
per and is quite sure that he cuulg
avoid mishaps of g}ﬂs kind.

‘A most conscientious attempt is
madé in the great majority of néws-
paper Oifices %o sift the true from
the false, but when conscience and
experience have done their best in
this separation an error will find its
way Into type. Nothing short of
omniscience could avoid the difficul-
ties that beset the complaining and
publishing of a daily paper, and._ the
public would be more tolerant if they
had a practical knowledge of the
fact. (

The Herald publ'shed an apology
that amply satisfied the plaintiff’s
attorneys, but the case was taken up
and pushed by another firm, less con-
cerned perhaps in promoting the
peace than in earning a fee, and
staking their chances of winning on
the well-known vaganes of the aver-
e jury. !

There will always b2 (ound lawyers
prepared &> ‘tundertake vexatious
litigation, more especially against a
newspaper, and the libel law, while

_.improved, is et ausceptible of such

amendment as will afford newspapers
some protection against litigation by
irresponsible parscne, mefe tools of
jawgers who will sometimes under-
takes cas>s on pure speculation.
Referring to the ¢1s, the Ham'ltcn
Times is constrained to say: “We
think every newspaper in Canada, and
every citizen who looks to the press
to give its aid to the preservatiox\ of
the peace and good order of so-
ciety, would rejoice if the Hamilton

A SAD DEATH

William Shaw, ot l\ent Bridge, one
of the oldest pioneers of the County
of Kent, passea p2acefully away at
his late residence, lot 2, River Rcad,
Township of (.;amdxm. on Tuesday,
January 9, 1906. Mr. Shaw was high-
ly esteemed and respected by all who
knew him. He was earnest and en-
thusiastic and his cordial and im-
pulsive personality won him many
loyal friends, His indomitable pluck
was evidenced during his long and
severe illness which he bore with
courage and fortitude, having suf-
fered nearly five weeks from a severe
paralytic #iroke. He was married
May 1, 1833, to Ann Maria, eldest
daughter of the late Charles Bas-
sett, Camden Township, she having
pxedcceamd him but 15 days.

Four sons are left to mourn their
loss, Charies, Fernando and Andrew
of Kent Bridge, and John of Chat-
ham. . 4

William Shaw was the eldest son
of the Tate John Shaw, captain of
the Canadian Malitia of 1812, 1814,

he captain was married to Dolly
Fléming, of Wardsville, in June, 1823,
A large family survived them, but
all have since died excepting Mrs.
Thomas Shaw, of St. Clair, Mich.
Ther older residents along the River
Thames well rememher the stalwart
form of the ciptain in his military
suit marching to Louigville to drill
his company, No. 2, Kent Militia. He
was of a cheerful disposition, mak-
ing him a general favorite, and he
would spend hours relating instances
which occurred during the late war,
one in particular which affected him,
wag after the battle of Lundy’s Lane,
where 1735 men fell, and not having
the physicians, nurses, ete, that we
have in these days of war, they piled
bodies and rails until the whole ap-

prared Yke a small mountain and
hwn ot fire to them. The groans
of the dying rang in his ears for
days.

He was also in the engagement at
Moraviantown, where his favorite
brother, William Shaw, fell just be-
si?‘e the noted Indian Chief Tecum-
seh.

The captain received a bullet
wound in the top of his head, but
in the excitement of battle he paid
no head until the blood oozed down
his face and in removing his cap a
wad of hair and blood fell out as’
large as a walnuti. At another en-
gagement his cape blew over his head
and on examination nine buckshot
and a ,mlle't had plerced the cape.

As a recompense for his services
he wag granted a ‘number of acres
of the primest land in the County
of Kent, which his grandsons still
own Wlth loyal pride.

John Shaw, a resident of Head
street east, Chatham, is one of the
grandsons, having retired, but still
owns a part of the homestead where

the captain lived and died.

John Shaw has also several mter-
esting relies, among which is the
medal that was won by the captain
at the taking of Fort Detroit, his
military suit, sword, ete., which are
all highly prize on account of their
higtorical ¢onnections.
