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•toration of public confidence in the 
church of Christ as the greatest organ of 
that agency which haa ever been known 
on earth. That, however, is a promise of 
spiritual and intellectual labor to which 
the controversies of the last half century 
have only just began to point, and of that 
half century we may certainly say that, 
while it has brought us a more effective 
and prcatical Christianity than England 
has ever before known,it has,nevertheless, 
shaken much more than it has restored 
intellectual confidence in the authority 
of revelation. There are multitudes of 
aigns that this shaking of confidence Is 
not final, that Christian theology will yet 
regain its ascendency, without, we hope, 
ever again loosing its modern peremp­
toriness in insisting that the tree can 
only be known by its fruit. But no wise 
man will ignore the great uncertainty as 
to the intellectual background of Chris­
tian belief which has passed over the 
church—that desire to act on belief 
without believing, which, though it is far 
nobler and more hopeful than the desire 
to believe without acting on belief, is yet 
no less surely doomed to find,itself in the 
end utterly impossible, than is the latter 
to find itself in the end condemned to 
the outer darkness and the gnawing of 
the worm that never dies.
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(COMMERCIAL UNION.
There has been no question brought to 

the attention of the people of Canada 
which ha» been received with such favor 
as the question of commercial union now 
being agitated from one end of this 
country to the other. ' Proof of this is 
found in the fact that of the twenty-five 
or twenty-six associations or institutes 
that have assembled to discuss the ques­
tion, twenty-three have passed resolu­
tions, in most cases unanimously, in 
favor of the proposed union. It is also 
found in the speeches of public men, 
farmers, manufacturers, and merchants 
at different gatherings in Ontario, Que­
bec, Manitoba, and the Northwest, and 
in the newspapers. In these lower pro­
vinces, while it cannot be denied that 
the question is viewed with equally as 
much favor as in the upper and north­
west provinces, there has not been, with 
a single exception—an association 
Westmorland—any organized expression 
of opinion, but this is due entirely to 
the fact that we lack the organizing 
machinery to put in motion in such 
cases as this. However, through the 
press^md in other ways,we have had many 
expressions of opinion strongly favoring 
the scheme. And the agitation has been 
non-political. It has not had its interests 
furthered by the influence of either of the 
two great parties. Among the 
liberals will be found some strong oppon­
ents of the scheme, and'in the conserva­
tive ranks are some of its most ardent 
advocates. Through the fact, however, 
that our present commercial policy haa 
brought about to a large extent the un­
paralleled depression in trade in these 
lower provinces, and that a change is 
advocated to better our condition some 
of the smaller tory journals who feign to 
speak for more than themselves, have 
undertaken to characterize the agitation 
as that of a “grit faction of discontents.” 
But this need not alarm anybody. It 
has also been assumed that because 
Ministers Bowell and Foster have been 
outspoken in their opposition to unre­
stricted reciprocity with the United 
States that there is politics in it, but it 
should be remembered that either of 
these ministers views can in this, as in 
every other question, be set aside at the 
will of the prominent members of govern­
ment 1 There are no party politics 
in the agitation. As a party the liberals 
are not responsible for it; as a party the 
conservatives have not opposed it

The agitation is the outcome of the 
belief, formed by close observation 
and careful practical study, that the pro­
posed union will materially benefit our 
trade interests. It has not been denied, 
and it is incapable of successful contra­
diction, that the farmers of this country, 
the producers, the back bone of the 
country, would be wonderfully benefited 
by the change. Neither has it been de­
nied that our great industries would 
suffer from American competition. We 
have industries, of course, which without 
doubt would suffer from American com­
petition, but these are industries now 
sustained by unnatural means, and are 
an injury rather than a benefit to the 
country. The sooner they collapse the 
better. Any industry that cannot suc­
cessfully meet American competition 
after eight or nine years of strong pro­
tection we are, even from the standpoint 
of the protectionist, better without it. 
Bettering, therefore, aa a free and natur­
al market will, the condition of our two 
great producing classes and the masses, 
the movement has been stimulated to an 
agitation, the greatest known in this 
country. It is to the farmer, however, 
that the greatest direct benefit will ac­

crue from such a union, and on this fact 
ia based the principal argument in favor 
of it. With our agricultural classes en­
joying prosperity, comfortable and well- 
to-do, our trade in all branches will be 
well sustained. This is in the nature of 
things. Business depends almost en­
tirely on the ability of the farmer to pur­
chase. Therefore, if the farmer can, 
under a commercial union with the 
United States, get from $20 to $40 more 
for every horse he sells, aa most assuredly 
he could now do if it were not for the 
duty; Irorn $5 to $15 more for every head 
of horned cattle; from $1 to $2 more for 
every sheep; 50 cts more for every Iamb; 
from 20 to 40 cents more for every tur­
key; 10 cts a pound more for his wool;

ts a bushel more for his potatoes, he 
is placed in a position to enrich himself 
and to better his country. The correct­
ness of these figures cannot be disputed. 
The argument that unrestricted recipro­
city with the United States will materi­
ally benefit the country must therefore 
be admitted.

What opposition to commercial union 
has been stirred up is as yet not formid­
able. A few journals, feeling that Sir 
John and his party will rather oppose 
than fayor the union have, of course, of­
fered their opposition; and the manufac­
turers whom we said would suffer from 
competition have, as must be expected, 
come out in force against the proposed 
move. In both cases the opposition 
lacks influence and good backing. They 
object to the union; first, because, as 
they allege unrestricted reciprocity 
would lead to annexation, second, be­
cause of their alleged belief that if we 
agreed to unrestricted reciprocity the 
Americans alone would determine what 
our tariff should be; and third, that 
under commercial union we could not 
have a revenue sufficient to meet our re­
quirements and to carry on the public 
service efficiently. To the first objection, 
it may be said in answer, that one of the 
arguments of the advocates of the union, 
and an argument that has been diligently 
kept before the people since the begin­
ning of the agitation is that commercial 
union will, as long as it lasts, keep down 
any movement in favor of annexation. It 
will have precisely the opposite effect of 
what its opponents allege it will have. 
What stimulated the feeling in favor of 
annexation so widespread in these lower 
provinces is the belief that with the trade 
barriers between the two countries re­
moved our business would prosper as it 
had never prospered before. Few of our 
people who up to the beginning of the 
agitation for commercial union advocated 
annexation, did so because of any prefer­
ence for the American form of govern­
ment, or American institutions. They do 
not hesitate openly to say that they pre­
fer our own institutions. They favored 
annexation merely for the benefits of 
the American market. Commercial 
union will therefore dispel the annex­
ation idea. Again, several years ago 
Canada enjoyed reciprocity with the 
United States to a large extent. Times 
were good and our people made money. 
Did we hear then of any agitation for an­
nexation ? None whatever. Our people 
were content. It was not till the treaty 

abrogated, and the business of the

country became depressed, that we heard 
of any openly expressed wish, or of any 
movement in favor of annexation. The 
claim therefore that commercial union 
will lead to annexation cannot be sup­
ported. Their second objection, that the 
Americans alone would determine our 
tariff" is likewise not well founded. In 
making the tariff the interests of both 
countries must be taken into consider­
ation. There could be no reciprocity if 
they were not. Third, under commer­
cial union we could not have a revenue 
sufficient to meet our requirements. In 
answer to this, it may be said that if the, 
revenues of the two countries were 
divided according to population, as it 
would under a reciprocity treaty,Canada’s 
revenue would be larger than at present. 
According to the returns of 1886 the 
revenues of the two countries were 
$322,679,632. This, divided, according 
to population would give Canada $25, 
407,840, or $106,812, more than our re­
venue that year actually was. So far, 
therefore, as the revenue is con­
cerned there is no ground for objection.

Under such circumstances the move­
ment must ultimately succeed.

A LESSON FOR YOUTHFUL BRI­
BERS

The conviction in New York of the 
briber, Sharp, should be a warning to 
those who make it their business when 
elections are held to offer bribes to elec­
tors. Sharp has very properly been con­
victed. It is sad, however, to see a man 
at his advanced age, in a prison dock, to 
answer to a charge of bribery. Sharp 
will probably end his days in the State 
prison where he really deserves to end 
them. Shrewd as he was his act was 
detected.

We hope that those engaged in the 
recent bribery transactions will take to 
heart the lesson which Sharp should long 
ago have learned. They should remem­
ber that they have not the age nor ex­
perience of Sharp to guide them, and 
that if prison for life should be their fate, 
they have, unlike the New York briber, 
many long years to serve.

General Boulanger’s departure 
Friday, for Clermont Ferrand, was made 
the occasion of a great popular demon­
stration at Paris. Thousands of people 
paraded shouting “Vive Boulanger," and 
many were arrested. The crowd carried 
Boulanger to the railway station. He 
was unable to escape them, and wa» 
obliged to hide on the locomotive. The 
General was much bruised by the enthu- 
astic attention of his admirers.

She made 
frantic efforts to jump through the win­
dow, then with a pitying shriek, fell into 
the furnace below. Mabel Powers had 
reached a third story window and jump­
ed, but was so badly injured that her re­
covery is doubtful.

Thfi Change of Feeling Kvpii In Corrupt 

New York—Fuel* I bn I Nhonld lie Soled 
by enr Tory Bribers—Ilowtb** Dlslrlei 
Attorney and tbe Judge, by Doing 
Their Duly, Hud JneileeMetea Out.

The trial of Jacob Sharp was much 

shorter than most people anticipated, 
in view of the length of time which it 
had taken to secure a jury; and the re­
sult was probably a still greater surprise. 
Those who did not know the strength of 
the evidence, but who did know the 
difficulty ot securing conviction in bri­
bery cases, did not anticipate so decisive 
a verdict. The jury were out only thir­
teen minutes, and there must have been 
no doubt in their minds as to Sharp's 
guilt. The evidence against him was 
circumstantial, but it was extremely 
strong. The history ot the Broadway 
Railroad was set out in clear light, and 
that history led naturally to the crime 
of which Mr. Sharp now stands convict­
ed. It was shown that the organization 
was a mere form, that Mr. Sharp was the 
real person in the transaction, that the 
Broadway franchise was purchased of the 
Board of Aldermen, that Mr. Sharp had 
in his possession At that time a large 
sum of money for the speedy disappear­
ance of which he could not account, that 
a considerable part of his money was ii 
bills of large denominations, that at the 
time ot the granting of the franchise by 
the Board of Aldermen Mr. Sharp de­
clared to a friend that he bad “fixed the 
Aldermen.” All these facts, taken to­
gether with many others which confirm 
and strengthen the chain of evidence, 
brought home to the astute briber the 
crime which wilt probably send him in 
his old age to tbe State prison.

The morals in the Sharp case are num­
erous, but they are writ so plain that he 
who runs may read. It is the first case 
in New York of condemnation of any 
person for offering a bribe; and it had 
come to be taken for granted that con­
viction for such a crime was impossible. 
The possibility of conviction is now de­
monstrated. Not a few of us had begun 
to despair of ever getting results out of 
our present jury system; it is demon­
strated that a result is not impossible, 
though it still remains a question 
whether it might not be obtained more 
easily and cheaply by some other method. 
Too much credit cannot easily be given 
to the admirable manner in which Ju 
Barrett has presided throughout the 
trial, and the vigor and efficiency with 
which the prosecution has been con­
ducted by the District Attorney and his 
assistants. Pessimists had come almost 
to believe that corruption is so universal 
ae to be regarded as a venial offense, and 
bribery a necessary evil to be tolerated. 
It is demonstrated that even in New 
York City, where public opinion on this 
subject has been most debauched, there 
is a conscience which needs only to be 
aroused to be invincible. Conservatives 
long dreaded and successfully resisted 
the change in the law allowing an âc- 
oused to testify in his own behalf, But 
thie permission had a large influence in 
securing the conviction of Jacob Sharp. 
He might have gone on the stand and 
sworn to his own innocence, and told the 
jury what he did with the sums of 
money which passed through his hands. 
He did not; and his silence told hejvily 
against him; it ie, indeed, probable that 
his silent evidence against himself car­
ried more weight than that of any one 
witness. But there is a moral more 
worthy to be pondered by young men 
than any or all of these combihed. 
America, especially Young America, is 
taught by many teachers to admire 
shrewdness and success, and to enter at 
the conscience which puts manacles on 
shrewdness and interposes obstacles to 
success. Jacob Sharp is a typically 
shrewd American. He is weU named. 
He lacks no resource of shrewdness; and 
ha» been impeded in his career by no 
scruples of conscience. His native cun­
ning has been aided by years of experi­
ence in all the arte of corruption and in 
all foxlike doublings to hide his tracks. 
And now, at seventy years of agè, the 
keen pursuit of wealth and power by this 
man, eminent in the devices of unscru­
pulous shrewdness, comes to its close, 
leaving him broken in mind and body, a 
prisoner, an object of contempt by the 
many, of pity by the few, of respect by 
none; deserted by all the friends of his 
corrupting prosperity in this hour of his 
adversity, in which everything worth liv­
ing for has been gambled away tor this 
wretched ending, clung to only by the 
faithful wife, whose ministration to him 
in his sickness and shame and imprison­
ment 1» the one ray of sunlight in a pic­
ture otherwise altogether dark, and com-

A London Incident.
Daily News. Juno 24.

An inquest held yesterday in West­
minster merits extended notice even at 
this jubilee season. It was held on the 
body of a woman who died alter a light 
with another woman in a Westminster 
slum. The light lasted, on and off, for a 
whole summer afternoon, and soon after 
it was over, the woman who had the 
worst of it, took to her bed, never to vise 
again. The doctor was not able to say 
that any of the bruises with which her 
body was covered had caused death, and 
so the jury, perhaps taking into consider­
ation the tact that she struck the first 
blow, found a verdict of “Death from 
natural causes." The evidence ought to 
bo read in detail as a faithful picture of 
the life that some among us lead. It 
was given with a straightforward sim 
plicity on the part of the witnesses that 
showed no sense of the horror of the oc­
currence. They told their story as they 
might have told of a fight between two 
dogs. The woman who died was named 
Noonan, and the woman who fought 
with her, Christmas. Mrs. Noonan had 
called the youthful daughter of Mrs, 
Christmas by an opprobious name, and 
Mrs. Christmas, with a baby in her arms, 
sallied out to vindicate the honor of the 
family- She handed the baby to a friend, 
asked for explanations, received another 
Insult and a blow, and so the fight be­
gan. Mrs. Anne Johnson, who gives 
these particulars, adds:—“They went at 
it on and off several times, tearing each 
other's hair, and rolling on the ground, 
struggling like demons. The fight lasted 
from twelve o’clock till about two. De­
ceased fell heavily several times. De­
ceased’s cousin was present in the 
midst of the crowd.” After this witness 
comes Mr. Daniel Noonan, the husband, 
a shoemaker, living at a place in the 
Westminster Broadway with the plea­
sant name of St. Ermin's hill, which was 
the scene of the encounter. He was at 
his work when the quarrel began, but 
appears to have left it to witness the 
fight, in a disinterested way. He differs 
from the last witness as to its duration. 
It really lasted from about half-past 
twelve till six o’clock. He was positive 
on this point, and “he believed there 
was a fight afterwards.” This witness 
further differs from the last as to the 
sobriety of the parties. Mrs. Johnson 
declared they were both drunk. The 
widower maintained that they were both 
sober, only “they had a drop of drink at 
the ‘Feather public-house.’ ” They seem 
to have refreshed themselves at the bar 
in the intervals of the encounter. An­
other witness, a man, saw only the first 
stage of the battle. “Some one held 
Mrs. Christmas’ baby, and the two 
women fought in the street. They 
fought about half an hour, and then 
went indoors.” A third man, a neighbor, 
observed that:—“They caught hold of 
one another's hair and struggled frantic­
ally. Both were drunk. The scene was 
a horrible one." For all that, the wit­
ness looked on for a quarter of an hour. 
The coroner:—“Why did you not part 
them?" Witness—“I went to part them, 
but the husband, Mr. Noonan, inter­
posed, and skid ‘No, let them fight it 
out.’ ” The next witness, a woman, saw 
them fight, and tear one another's hair 
out.

Hawaiian FoelolHcm. 1

A biennial report of the post office de­
partment of Hawaii for the term closing 
with last March has been received at the 
postoffice department, says the New York 
Evening Sun. It is as interesting in pos­
tal statistics aa Tom Thumb was to an­
atomists. There are only 54 post offices 
in King Kalakaua’s entire realm. The 
salaries are not exorbitant, as the Legis­
lature had to provide only $10,000—ex­
actly our postuiaater-generaVs yearly sti­
pend—to pay all the post masters in the 
Islands. The carrying of the mails cost 
$11,396. The use of the mails is steadily 
increasing, but the number of native 
letters grows smaller and smaller every 
year, the increase coming from the Por­
tuguese, Chinese and Japanese that have 
been imported to the Islands to work on 
the sugar plantations. Hawaiian news­
papers go free in the mails, and the 
weekly mail amounts to 10,000 papers. 
There ave 40,000 natives in the kingdom, 
so that they seem to be fairly good pa­
trons of the newspapers. A little over 
half a million letters are sent in the 
mails of the kingdom annually. There 
are 25 money order offices, whose do­
mestic remittances in two years were 
$234,000, for which the government re­
ceived $1818 in fees.

LABOR STRUGGLE ENDED.

Chicago, III., July 11,1887.—The arbit­
ration committees of the master masons 
and bricklayers reached a conclusion on 
Thursday, and the long struggle between 
the contractors and the building trades 
workmen may be considered at an end. 
The result is in tbe nature of a compro­
mise. Grievances and disputes are here­
after to be submitted to a joiut standing 
committee, composed of five members 
from each organization, and an umpire, 
who is neither a working mechanic nor 
an employer of mechanics. The walk­
ing delegate becomes a collector, his 
objectionable duties being abolished. The 
eight-hour day is conceded, Saturday pay 
day is dropped, and the famous code of 
principles to which it was proposed to 
make the workmen assent cuts no figure 
in the settlement.

To brighten stove-zincs, rub with kero-

Iron rust ie removed by salt mixed 
with lemon juice.

Use a warm knife in cutting warm 
bread and the like.

Egg shells crushed and shaken in glass 
bottles half filled with water will clean 
them quickly.

The juice of half a lemon, in a glass 
of water, without sugar, will frequently 
cure a sick headache.

Paper will stick to walls that are wash­
ed in a solution of one-fourth pound of 
glue to a gallon of water.

A pretty hammock pillow is made of 
bright awning cloth, with some simple 
design set between the stripes.
