quired if it were possible to have good 
health in Florida, replied, “Not if one 
breathes.” The rapid decay of matter pre­
cludes the possibility of good health. To 
give you an idea of this I will take just 
one fact.

Cut down a yellow pine tree, let the 
one chosen be the kind known us “ fat,” 
i. filled with pitch, and in three years 
there will not be a vestige of it left. The 
same tree would not decay in Canada in 
five hundred years. The dew falls every 
night to equal quite a shower of rain ; 
everything becomes saturated with it, and 
the sun next day boils it up with decay in 
matter, and one breathes pure distilled 
malaria which will make one’s flesh tingle 
with poison. The numerous stagnant 
pools are but caldrons from which the 
sun distils clouds of malarious vapor, 
which the never-failing winds distribute 
through the whole sandy waste, and from 
which none may hope to escape. None 
live to an old age. The oldest native I 
saw was fifty-three years old, and he had 
always lived in what should be by far the 
most healthy portion ot the State, Cedar 
Keys, situated on an island in the Gulf of 
Mexico, four miles from the mainland. 
There are a number of small islands lying 
between it and the mainland, and one two 
miles further out on whicli aie situated 
the celebrated Faber pencil works. The 
place has the pure Gulf wind at least half 
the time, anil the eastern malarial winds 
the other half? The winds are east or 
west with very rare exceptions. Not­
withstanding this advantage I have often 
seen as many sick as well persons there. 
The central and eastern portions are well 
known by those who have given the mat­
ter any attention, to be far more un 
healthy. Mr. Suthei land says he spends 
his summers at the north. Why does he 
not spend them where his twenty-five 
thousand dollars arel If he would an­
swer truthfully, he would say, because he 
dare not do so if he values his life. Why 
is it nearly all, if not all, the life insur­
ance companies will not insure a jiersou 
who spends his summers in Florida?— 
Because, if the climate does not kill them 
outright, it plants the seed of sure death.
I know a number of gentlemen who have 
their lives insured, and for seven months 
in the year they must give Florida a wide 
berth or forfeit their policies. I do not 
think this is a very Edenic feature. Mr. 
Sutherland has the grace to admit that 
people do die sometimes. Well, I "am 
glad he made that voluntary admission, 
one would not think so from his state­
ments. He says “ The weak people come 
here and live useful lives.” That may lie 
so, hut how long do they live? I never 
knew a sickly person who went to Florida 
in search of health that found" it, but 
many have found unconditional death.— 
He makes a comparison between Canadian 
and Floridian cows; I will merely tell 
what I know and the reader can form his 
own opinion in the case. I know a man 
who attended thirty cows, and the entire 
supply of milk obtained from them was 
ten quarts per day. He says it costs noth­
ing to keep cattle ; but how are they 
kept! They do live and that is all one 
can say. I asked at Gainesville for some 
suet and the butcher said he had no slid] 
meat, and when I explained that it was 
fat he seemed astonished and said, “ Why, 
who ever heard of fat in beef.” But sup­
pose you wished to feed your cows so they 
would have the vitality to give milk, 
what would the profit be when you sent 
to New York for liay, and paid forty 
dollars (640) per ton, and com at a dollar 
and twenty-five cents per bushel? There 
is nothing grown in the Suite with which 
to feed cattle or horses. No grass, corn 
or oats. What vegetables are raised are 
almost worse than nothing, with the ex­
ception of yams (a poor kind of sweet po­
tato). I can find but two facts in all nis 
article; A mqn may do well in orange 
culture, and sunstroke, as he says, is en­
tirely unknown. But while there are a 
few who succeed in the orange business 
there are hundreds of failures. I can to­
day buy orange property for five thousand 
dollajs that has cost "fifty thousand,—

Prisoner was arraigned before Judge 
tiers and pleaded not guilty. The day 

The 
evidence against the prisoner is purely 
circumstantial, but if unexplained is 
sufficient to justify the jury in convict­
ing him.

A 
gold piece of money, the same as the one 
owned by Callaghan, as well as a watch, 
identified beyond doubt as belonging to 
Callaghan, has been traced to prisoner’s 
possession- Attorney-General Sullivan 
lias associated with him Edward J. Hodg­
son, Q. C., as council for the crown, while 
the prisoner will be defended bv Louis H. 
Davies. Q. C. These counsel fieing con­
sidered the ablest in the province, promise 
to make the trial line of the most stirring 
in the history of the Island. The attor­
ney-general has a large criminal experi­
ence, and Hodgson and Davies are good 
criminal lawyers. They are often pitted 
against each other. Davies is well up in 
criminal law. He was attorney-general 
when Hodgson successfully defended 
Johnston and Millner, charged with the 
murder of the mulatto Kelly, in 1879. 
The court was crowded this evening, 
when the prisoner was arraigned. [The 
Charlottetown Herald says: “Several 
suspicious circumstances are against him. 
A watch found in his possession Mr. Jury 
deposed to having repaired for Callaghan 
some years ago. A watch chain attached 
to the watch is similar to that worn by 
Callaghan and missing after the murder. 
A man from Mount Stewart identified 
Gillis as having sold him a gold coin, the 
same as Callaghan wore on his watch 
chain. After his arrest two constables 
accompanied him to a grove near the 
cemetery, from which lie produced a valise 
which lie claimed as his. He has also 
been identified as having been seen in the 
neighborhood about the time of the mur­
der, and having for some time worked with 
a farmer on the Royalty, knew all about 
Callaghan. He is known to have been 
missing from Souris at tlie time of the 
murder, and to have returned a few days 
after with money, when previously he had 
none. He bears a bad character, and is 
accused of having murdered au elderly 
woman last winter, who lived alone on 
the Souris Line road, and of then burn­
ing the house to cover up his tracks.”]

The Canadian gov­
ernment, in his opinion, appealed to feel 
more the inconvenience to American fish­
ermen than the loss occasioned to Cana­
dian fishermen.

SIR JOHN
said the government ought to have re­
ceived a compliment from the opposition, 
seeing that it had succeeded in obtaining 
an agreement to appoint a commission to 
consider the whole question of a recipro­
city treaty with Canada. He was sorry 
that the U. S. gave notice of an intended 
termination of the treaty, bnt could not 
help it We could go at once after that 
notice and say “don’t put that in opera­
tion.” We would be courting a snub.— 
President Arthur put in a paragraph in 
his opening address to congress in 1888, 
hoping that there would be reciprocal 
trade relations with Canada. But there 
was not a single speech upon the'question 
in congress. There was no day since the 
notice of tile termination in which the 
government could go to the executive of 
the United States and ask for reciprocity’. 
It would have been childish to do so.— 
He thought it a great pity the subject had 

I do been brought up. There was danger that 
something would be said that might be 
brought up to our detriment when the 
commission sat. What was our position ? 
The American government had given 
notice of the termination of the fisheries 
treaties. Nothing could be done by Ca­
nada except to shape events so as to get 
reciprocity in other things as well as fish. 
He considered that while Mr. Blaine was 
secretary, and afterwards while he was 
running for president, there was no use 
in doing anything. The next secretary 
of state had assured the Gloucester fisher­
men that nothing would be done. It oc­
curred to the government of Canada last 
autumn to try and insert a wedge and gel, 
the whole question before a commission. 
They did so. Unofficial communications 
took place. Mr. West asked Mr. Freling- 
huysen if it would be any use approach­
ing the Arthur administration, and be re­
ported that it would be impossible to ob­
tain any show. Subsequently, when the 
iresent administration came into power, 
fr. West called Mr. Bayard’s attention 

to the unofficial communications which 
had at the time resulted in nothing and 
found Mr. Bayard willing to consider the 
question. The result was that further 
communications were had, and the happy 
result of the communications was seen in 
the correspondence, abstracts of which 
have appeared.
