The union proved a happy one, and 
as noted, the present governor of 
Bukowina is a grandson of the roman­
tic Archduke and his pretty peasant 
bride.

In this book 
the author, Maud Churton Braby, 
walks firmly into the matrimonial sick 
room and effectively treats the ills 
that marriage Is heir to. “Doctor” 
Braby wisely lays more stress on pre 
vention than on cure. But If symp­
toms are already manifest you can 
trust her diagnosis and take her reme­
dies. They are certain either to abate 
your aiimènt entirely or make It bear 
able.

Can Exist on Respect 
Would it not be a stubbornly mis- 

mated pair, indeed who could not 
find hope in this;

“One can be fairly happy In mar­
riage without love once the ardors 
and madness of ‘ extreme youth have 
passed, provided respect remains.

“The most essential thing In mar­
riage,” goes on this teacher of whole­
some truths, "is respect. It is above 
love, above compatibility, above even 
the priceless sense of humor. Re 
spect will hold the tottering edifice of 
matrimony together when passion is 
dead and even love has faded.”

To another group of those for whom 
the brilliant colors of love's morning 
have faded, Mrs. Braby speaks thus:

The Blessing of Children 
"When children come then, lndeeti­

ls marriage placed on a wholly differ­
ent basis. Apart from parenthood, 
marriage Is simply,a partnership—re­
sulting, If you like, in an enormous 
increase of happiness and good to the 
contracting parties—but a mere mun­
dane contract for all that.

“But for children, marriage would 
Indeed be a universal failure. They 
make a happy union perfect and an 
indifferent one happy.

“If parenthood were to become a 
great ideal, public opinion would in 
time grow so strong that unworthy 
parenthood would he regarded with 
disfavor by all decent people.

Where no children come, however, 
Mrs. Braby still proffers happiness to 
the pair who cultivates its other bless­
ing®.

The Exceptional Case 
“One knows of rare instances,’’ says 

she, “where husband and wife grow 
dearer and more closely knit when no 
other object divides their affection. 
The wife, with lesser cares, not need­
ing to merge the sweetheart in the 
mother, remains nore youthful In her 
husband's eyes than would otherwise 
be possible. On the man is lavished 
her maternal as well as wifely devo­
tion and he is once husband and child 
to her.

“In such a union one can see the sao 
cred element. The same Is sometimes 
the case with artists whose interests 
and creative energies are absorbed in 
work:”

By way of ascertaining the chief 
causes of failure, Mrs. Braby divides 
modem marriage Into five types or 
classes: (I) The marriage of passion; 
(2) the marriage of convenience ; (3) 
marriage for a purpose ; (4) haphaz­
ard marriage ; (6) marriage of affec­
tion.

To each one Mrs. Braby devotes a 
fascinating chapter.

Of the first-mentioned type of mar­
riage, Mrs. Braby has little good to 
say. “Most of the miserable married 
couples I know were ‘madly in love' at 
the start

"Let there be passion in marriage, 
by all means, but let It be merely the 
outer covering of love.”

Marriage of convenience is far more 
readily dismissed,

“These unions are almost invari­
able failures,” says the writer, “and 
one wonders what else the victims 
oould have expected.”

The marriage of affection is safest.
Affection Better Than Love 

“I have purposely used the word 
‘affection’ and I unhesitatingly state,” 
says our marriage doctor, “that, gen­
erally speaking, the most successful 
marriages are those which, when the 
first sweet sting of love be past, de­
velop Into the temperate, unexacting, 
peaceful and harmonious unions which 
come under this heading. Another rea­
son why the marriage of affection is

mutual respect enters so largely Into 
its composition.”

Follows a fascinating chapter on 
Why We Fall Out,” the answer to 

which question briefly is, "because of 
trifle®, insignificant, half-perceived 
rocks—little jealousies- little denials. 
Irritations, tempers, biting words. The 
big obstacles make a worse crash 
when they do get in the way. But 
they can be seen from afar and steer 
ed clear of.”

Don't Take Your First Offer 
Under the heading, "Wild Oats for 

Wives." Mrs. Braby warns against 
the "aceptanoe of the first offer” or 
the too early marriage, which give a 
girl scant time to realize what youth 
means, and to enjoy it, before she is 
etlffled under the responsibilities of 
wifehood and maternity.

Faithfulness” is termed by Mrs. 
Braby “the crux of matrimony.” Yet 
she does bid the wife whose mate has 
a vestige of “man’s polygamous in­
stinct” to fling herself madly against 
the bars of the martial cage.

Modern Marriage Made Bearable 
Summing up over 200 pages of 

analysis, causes, effects, objections 
and alternatives of modern marriage 
into a telegraphically short sentence, 
this is Mrs. Braby’s advice to wives.
Make much of your husband. Flatter 

him discreetly. Laugh at his jokes. 
Don’t discourage him from belonging 
to a club. Never tell him home-thrust 
truths. Never, never cry.

To husbands: Praise and admire 
your wife. Let other men admire her, 
too. Don’t interfere in her depart­
ment of the home. Be cheerfully busi­
nesslike in apportioning finances. Do 
not be overfond of your own voice.

“To both: Be tolerant, expect little, 
give gladly, put respect before every­
thing, cultivate courtesy, and love 
each other all you can.”

MINE-SWEEPERS
The vessels engaged In mine­

sweeping work in pairs. A strong 
cable is stretched across from one 
boat to another and a huge triangular 
weight, known as a “kite,” keeps the 
line well down in the water as it is 
dragged across the mine field. The 
purpose of the cable Is to snap the 
mooring rope which holds the mines 
16ft. to 18ft. below the surface, where, 
If exploded, they can do great dam­
age to the vital parts of a ship, such 
as the engineroom, coal hunkers or 
magazines.

As the two mine-sweeping vessels 
slowly steam apart sailors at each 
end of the cable watch for the con­
necting line to tighten. When a 
mine is located the cable vibrates 
and no longer sags. Then slowly 
above the water apears the glistening' 
sphere whose 6001b. charge of ex­
plosive material could sink a dread­
nought in ten minutes.

A blast of a siren warns a waiting 
torpedo boat that a mine has been 
discovered. Then the vessel speeds 
within a short distance of the float­
ing metal case, the trawlers fall away 
and a well-placed shell explodes the 
mine whose purpose has been frus­
trated.

Sometimes a mine explodes when it 
Is caught by the dragging cable, and 
the vessels on either side run grave 
risk erf being swamped.

BAD TEETH AND HEALTH
The care of the teeth is often refer­

red to as essential to good health, and 
it has been quite clearly established 
that there is a direct connection be­
tween the condition of the teeth or 
gums and the health of the possessor. 
Decayed teeth or diseased gums may 
be the cause of poison circulating 
throughout the system. It may hap 
pen in this way:

A series of canals, known as lym­
phatic tissue, connects the several 
parts of the body, including the gums. 
If the teeth are not cleaned and the 
mouth kept In good condition- mi­
crobes or germs collect on the gums 
and teeth. When .they become so 
numerous as to overpopulate the 
the mouth- they are pushed Into the 
lymphatic canals, where they get busy 
developing disease in the body.
