The Lunatic Asylum.
We have received a copy of the Report 

of the Medical Superintendent of the 
Lunatic Asylum for the fourteen months' 
ending 31st December, 1883. At the 
date of the last report there were in the 
Asylum 357 patienta—197 males and 160 
females ; and there were admitted daring 
the 14 months 137—75 males and 62 fe­
males, making a total of 494. Of these 
63—42 males and 21 females—were dis­
charged recovered ; 25—13 males and 12 
females —improved ; 39—22 males and 17 
females—died ; and there remained under 
treatment at the end of the year 367— 
195 males and 172 females—an increase 
of 10 in the 14 months. Of this number 
the report says 337—182 males and 155 
females—are incurable. The remaining 
30 are curable.

The Report contains the usual tables 
showing the age and nativity of the pa­
tients; their residence, occupation and 
civil condition ; the supposed or assumed 
causes of insanity ; the forms of the dis- 
ease ; the religion and education of the 
patients, etc., etc.

Of the large number remaining in the 
Asylum at the date of this report, about 
10 pay wholly or partially for their main- 
enance. The others, all but 30 of whom 
re incurable, are supported by the Pro- 
vince.

Attention is again called to the want of 
roper accommodation for all these pa- 

dents. The Asylum is more than full, 
and the subject of providing increased 
accommodation will soon require conside­
ration. Tire Superintendent shows how 
this could be obtained at moderate cost 
by adding a story to the two-storied por- 
rions of the Asylum ; but he is not in 
favor of the enlargement of the present 
structure because 14 practice and expe­
rience elsewhere teach us unmistakeab y 
•hat another course would be a much 
wiser one to pursue.” The plan he pro­
poses is as follows :—

Let a large, well-wooded farm, with an 
abundance of good tillable soil of not less 
than two thousand acres of land be pur­
chased, between this Asylum and the Fred­
ericton Junction on the line of railway. 
Let this constitute the "Stock" or Province 
Model Farm, and to this farm when pur­
chased remove the stock and farming 
utensils now upon the Stock Farm which 
for reasons, not hard to discover, did not 
prove a success. Let long inexpensive 
cottages be erected upon this farm, after 
approved models of those which have for 
some time been in use in several states in 
the American Union for the accommodation 
of the chronic insane. And as soon as cot­
tages are erected with sufficient accommoda, 
tion for 25, 50 or 100 patients, let that 
number of a suitable class to assist in farm 
labor be drafted from the Asylum to the 
Stock Farm established for the chronic 
insane. Let all the insane in the first in­
stance be sent to the present Asylum and 
have afforded them the best means the 
healing art can supply, and then those who 
recover will of course return to their homes, 
those who fail may be kept here by their 
friends under conditions, others as this house 
fills up should be removed to the depart­
ment for chronic insane at the Stock Farm. 
The reasons for having the establishment 
on the line of railway between here and 
Fredericton are: First, that there would not 
be required a separate medical officer in the 
management, as the history and condition 
of all the patients would be well known to 
the officers of this Asylum, who could at 
suitable periods visit and instruct as to 
their management, care, &c., &c.

Second, the farm, being in near proximity 
to the Asylum, could fine there a convenient 
market for its products of Wood, Hay, 
Grain, Vegetables, Beef, &c., and further, 
the situation all along the line is a healthy 
one, it is easy of access it is a sufficient con- 
venient centre and far enough from the 
shore to be beyond the fog of the Bay of 
Fundy. Land and sites for a mammoth 
farm suited to these requirements are abun­
dant and obtainable at moderate cost along 
the line indicated

We have now 50 patients more than the 
present buildings are designed to rightly 
accommodate. Experience has taught us 
that an extension to this house to accom­
modate them will cost $25,000 to $30,000. 
Then we have no land on which to produce 
food or supplies, and none can be obtained 
in this vicinity which would yield profit to 
the Asylum on account of its cost. Let us 
see what the price of a “New Wing” will 
do in the way of providing accommodation 
for us a little way in the country. It is not 
too bold a proposition, we think, to make, 
that it will purchase the farm of 2,000 acres, 
and erect cottages to accommodate 50 
patients of the class best suited to be drafted 
at the beginning. I mean such pauper 
patients as have retained largely their 
physical health, have improved in their 
minds, have no home to return to, but have 
not mental capacity and steadiness of pur­
pose to make their way in the world. If 
the system proposed be the right one, and 
the proposition made be correct and capable 
of demonstration, some progress in two im­
portant questions may have been made. 
Local peculiarities always modify to a cer­
tain extent every system. But it may be 
said that the foremost people almost every- 
where favor the large cottage system 
situated upon extensive farms, under suit­
able medical management, for the chronic 
insane. To this important subject we beg 
to invite your early careful consideration.

The great event of last week was the 
exposure of the conspiracy for overthrow­
ing the Mowat Government in Ontario 
by purchasing half a dezen of their sup­
porters, and the arrest of some of the 
conspirators’ agents. Everything indi­
cates that the plot was conceived and 
hatched at Ottawa. The hand of the 
cunning schemer Sir John is seen in every 
move; Sir John directed the opposition 
to Mowat at the general elections, raised 
the money so lavishly used, and sent his 
own trusty agents to expend it. When 
bribery, misrepresentation, and appeals 
to sectarian prejudices failed to do more 
than reduce Mowat’s majority, Sir John 
issued orders that the elections be con- 
tested in the courts wherever the least 
evidence of a violation of the law by a 
Liberal candidate or his friends could be 
discovered. The money necessary for 
this expensive operation went from Ot- 
rawa, where, it is said, a number of con­
tractors, called together and addressed by 
Sir John, subscribed $70,000 at sight. 
The Tories boasted that they would be so 
successful in the courts, and at the elec- 
ions to be afterwards held, that Mowat 
rould be placed in a minority. Again 
hey were disappointed. Scarcely was it 
evident that Mowat still had a majority 
when the Mail began to say that of those 
on whom Mowat relied, five or more 
would not support him. This it repeated 
frequently. What it meant every one 
knows now. The conspiracy dates really 
from that period.

An attempt has been made to persuade 
the public that the conspiracy originated 
with an American named Kirkland, who 
wished to have changes made in the land 
laws that would give him the timber on a 
tract of land on the Pigeon river—west of 
Lake Superior, and adjoining the United 
States boundary—which be bought. It 
is true that he was in Toronto seeking 
such a change, and that he talked of 
spending $10,000 to bring it about, and 
that he eagerly co-operated with the 
agents of Sir John A, Macdonald in the 
hope that if there were a change of Gov­
ernment he would obtain what he sought. 
It appears to’ be true also that they ex 
pected him to contribute the $10,000. 
But this he did not do, as he could not 
get the money from his partner in Michi­
gan. It was impossible to shield the 
Tory leaders by thus asserting that Kirk­
land was the chief conspirator, because to 
give that any appearance of probability it 
was necessary to satisfy the public that 
he knew how clever a briber Big Pash

Mr. Weldon, was brought down to Par­
liament the other day. It shows the num­
ber of seizures made at each port of entry 
in the Dominion during the fiscal year 
ending 30th June last, and also during 
the six months ending 31st December 
last ; the amount of fines exacted in each 
port, and the manner in which the fines 
were disposed of, giving the names of the 
seizing officers, and the amounts received 
by them.

During the 12 months ending in June 
598 seizures were made, and the fines ex­
acted foot up a total of $19,606.78. Of 
this sum the officers received, or there 
was remitted,to the smugglers, $7.854.71. 
During the succeeding six months the 
seizures numbered 370 ; the fines amount­
ed to $5,895.22 ; and the officers' fees and 
remittals amounted to $1,072 27.

It does not appear from the returns 
that there is any well defined-rule for re­
warding the officers instrumental in mak­
ing the seizures, the amounts paid in 
some cases being excessively large in pro­
portion to the fines exacted, and in others 
very small. In Montreal, for instance, 
where there were 76 seizures during the 
12 months, the fines amounted to $3, 
899.78 ; and the sums paid the officers to 
$1,500 or nearly 50 per cent, of the whole 
amount of fines collected. In St. John, 
on the other hand, where there were 25 
seizures and $380 collected in fines, only 
$33 were distributed among the officers, 
on less than 10 per cent. The sum of 
$1000 was realized by two seizures in 
Fredericton, but the officers appear to 
have received no part of this. There 
were seizures at Chatham, Grand Falls, 
Moncton and St. Andrews, but no fines 
were collected.

Seizures were made as follows in the 
various ports in this Province during the 
six months ending December : Campo 
Bello, 1; Fredericton, 1; Grand Falls, 
1; Moncton, 8; St. George, 4; St. 
John, 13 ; St. Stephen, 25 ; Woodstock, 
6. The fines collected were : at Moncton, 
$140 ; St. George, $600 ; St. John, 
$1,404.80.

The City of St. John, with its 13 seiz­
ures, paid nearly as much in penalties as 
the whole Province of Ontario, in which 
there were 130 seizures and fines amount­
ing only to some $1800. In the Province 
of Quebec there were 108 seizures, and 
only $15.25 collocted in fines.

Special agents Grose, Simpson and 
Wolf appear to have been the largest 
sharers in the amounts paid to officers. 
The former heads the list with some 
$567.

In New Brunswick Special Agent P. J. 
O'Keefe received $33.33 in connection 
with the heavy seizures in St. John, and 
$8.33 for some other cases, in which he 
was concerned with the other special 
agents. The other St. John officers who
