On the latter date the bark 
was struck by a tremendous hurricane, 
which carried away her two lower top­
sails. upper main-topsail, and three 
lower staysails, bre.vking the lower 
maintopsail yard and main yard; al*-o 
springing the foreyard and lower fore- 
topsail yard. The sea sn'uc* »“• 
Ralph on the starboard side, breaking 
twenty stanchions, starting coveniTJt 
board, smashing two boats, besides do­
ing considerable other damage to the 
deck. The waves also broke the wind 
mill pnmp. Captain Handle then pat 
the vessel before the wind and arrived 
at St. Michael’s, in Ihe Azores, on the 
J5th October.

Henry Kroger, a German farmer 
in the Edmonton district, has beaten 
all agricultural recorda by growing 
two hundred and seven bushels of oats 
on one acre of land.

The greatest domestic undertaking of 
the late Czar’s reign is the Siberian rail­
way. This tremendous work, when com­
pleted, will bring Calais into railway 
communication with the eastern extremity 
of Asia. The work is rspldly progressin 
the labor being chiefly performed by 
soldiers and convicts.

Percy R Neale, formerly inspector of 
mounted police, who waa arrested in 
England for stealing customs funds,was 
on Thursday last brought before Judge 
Richardson and sentenced to seven 
years. He was brought to Winnipeg 
on Friday en route to 8tony Mountain 
penitentiary.

Charles W. Gonid, senior member of 
the firm of Gonid & Harlings, lumber 
manufacturers, attempted to drive 
across the railroad track in Hancock 
street, Bangor, Maine, at 8.30 a. m, 
Friday last when hie carriage was 
struck by a freight train. The carriage 
was smashed and Gould’s right should­
er crushed to a jelly. He died soon 
after the amputation of his arm. His 
age was 65.

A bomb exploded at midnight on Sun­
day in front of No. 1 Tlllney Street, W est 
London. Reginald Britt,son of Lord Esher 
lives In the house. The door was shat­
tered and windows blown to pieces. 
The windows for a dozen numbers up the 
street were smashed, and the occupante 
fled panic stricken to the streets. No­
body was wounded. As No. 6 is the 
house of Justice Hawkins, who sentenced 
Walsall and the other anarchiste it is sur­
mised that the bomb was set by the 
anarchists, who mistook Britt’s house for 
that of Judgo Hawkins.

Sir Terrence O'Brien governor of New­
foundland, returned to St. John’s on 
Thursday last, after a seven weeks’ visit 
to England, where he went for consulta­
tion with the British government regartj- 
ing the condition of the colony and the 
difficulties arising from the election trials. 
It is understood that he has the assurance 
of every support from the British govern­
ment in his endeavors to bring about re­
forms in the government and the punish­
ment of those who have violated the laws. 
He will absolutely refuse to dissolve the 
legislature, as such action would remove 
the disqualification of those members who 
were convicted of illegal practices and 
would enable them to re-enter poll ties. 
The Governor met with a most enthusias­
tic reception on landing, being greeted by 
cordial cheers from thousands of citizens.

A despatch from Bowmenville, Ont., 
dated the 4th inet, says : W P Prow­
ers, the well known undertaker here 
and a leading man in civic circles, 
went in England in August for the 
benefit of hie healh. Some dsye ago, 
realizing that he was going to die, he 
cabled his brother-in-law here to eend 
Mr Dennett, their foreman undertaker, 
home to Devonshire with embalming 
instrumenta and the necessary fluid. 
Oa Friday a more pressing cable was 
received, enjoining the foreman to start 
at once and also bring one of the firm’s 
metal lined coffins. Yesterday Den­
nett left Montreal by the Vancouver 
with the required appliances, as well 
as a coffin. Mr Prowers, of course, was 
a supporter of the national policy and 
desired to be buried in a home made 
coffin.

General Eliakin Parker Scammon, at 
one time United States Consul at Char­
lottetown, a veteran of the Seminole and 
Mexican Ware and the War of the 
Rebellion, ie reported to be dying of 
esneer at the home of hie married 
daughter, Mrs- N. 8. Jones, in Audubon 
Park, Washington Heights. His mind 
is still active and he is still engaged in 
preparing a large work on the civil 
war. General Scammon was born at 
Whitefield, M., in 1816, was graduated 
from West Point in 1837, wss in the 
•x-mmoie troubles in Florida in 1839, 
and ,was on General Scott’s eta if in the 
seige of Vera Cruz in the Mexican War. 
He was engaged in many of the hardest 
fights of the civil war, and subsequent­
ly was professor of mathematics and 
history in So ton Hall College, in New 
Jersey.
