St. Tromas, Dik., Jan. 26th, 1886.

Wihen 1ewewing wy subscription, I
th sucht | wouia send you a few items
which wmay be of interest ta some of your
readenrs.

Up to the Grst of this month we were
contt ually praising the weather. Since
that date we have hac such weather as
Dakota wots credit for at this time of
year, the wmercury ranging fiom O to 38
deviees below. The snow is about 10
11,0168 N AI-AVErage. ;

Mu:uy of my neighbors are drawing
water for their stock, from one-half to
oneam v Turee or frur havesuuk wells
about 85 feet deep. In one of thewm the
water is 80 salt that the stock did pot
drink 1t treely at tirst ; in two others the
water swells bad, coming off blue olay,
aud 1n u1 e well the water is good.

Stock is increasing very fast here,
esucciully horses. If I could tell you
the nuber of horsea brought here and
sold during the past two ur three years,
it would appear almost incredible  And
still th: y come, sume from Ilinvis, Towa,
aud scuthern Minnesota, and souw from
OQutario,  According to reports there will
bo » yreater number of horses bronght
here for sale mext spring thau ever
betore

Scientilic farmiug has no show here.
We haven't time to manure the land. We
prepare for spring by ploughing once all
we cun the previous fall—even what is
ploughed in the Iatter part of July and
August is considered ready for crop the
foliowing spring.  To keep the laud feom
Kettinz exhausted, we are going £> sam-
(L lougliiug onee) vne-third
or one fourth of our land every year,
Must farmers here have bought as many
horses us they could, (wenerally ou credit);
then if they have not enough land they
rent or work some on shares, and they
are geaerally coming out all right.

Tae elevator men are very anxious to
sccure Lhe wheat this year. When one
began to lend money o fratmers on the
security of the wheat delivered at the
olevatur, to enable them wo hold for
higher prices, all the others follow d anit
A good doal of whent is stored ia th s
way, the farmers paying 8 per cent. for
the woney, aud vne cent per bushel per
menth for storagze, &c., and getting the
market price less teu cents. In deliver-
iug our wheat this year we had no rush,
as there are tive elevaturs at St. Thomas,
and no doubt counsiderable wheat is yot
ia the granaries of the farmers.

To give y u an idea of the business
doue at 3t. Thomas, I asked the mer-
chant with whom I deal what the amount
of his busiuess was, and he replied that
he had (last October) $35,000 on his
buoks, and he gives credit only irom

Apnl til' October or N..vemher. He is
one of five general merchanta. 8t
Thomas is now incurporated, This 18

not 80 bad for a town three and a haif
years old.

Regarding taxes, we built a school
huuse last fall, 16x24, costing $282, which
we aro paying for with last year's rate
and this year’s rate which is 17 mills on
the $  Our total rate in this achool dis
tiw ., Is i@ vy ansessinent,
Bor 10U wciua 01 laud, sIX horkes, two
cows and ‘arn macaiuery, ix $1,00. Our
townshiap is 6x12 milea.  ‘The otlices are
three supervisors (or councillors), » clerk,
twnJ P.’s, two counstables, a treasurer,
(who receives the money, the township
rate, from the county treasurer), several
cverseers of hichways, and ponndkeep-
ers. We have no culiector—we seud our
taxes to the county treasurer.

We have sold bonds at par, bearing 10
per cent., and running five aud ten yenrs,
to pav for a grader aud ditcher, which
cost $1,000. We have graded 11 wiles
of road with it the past season. Three
men and 12 horses nre required to work
it. Wao expect great results from it, as
every farmec who wants to make a ditch
can have it by providiug the hocses, &c.
Nearly half a iile of road can be graded
inaday Tuwgrading about two teams
are necesrary to harrow and level the
yrada, As our soil i8 almost free from
stones, it works beautifully here. Al-
most every township near us has bought
one,

What with the sins of John A. and his
government, and some of your school
ofticials, you have made it interesting to
your readers during the past year We
are not <o particular here—at least in
acho il matters. Qur teacher is one of
the schoul hoard (the district clerk).
He intended to resign, but, as the county
superintendent said it wasn't necesasry,
heléi:du't do so.
