Liverpool, Sept. 2.—The Donat'd Line 

to-day issued an official statement to the 
effect that it would be obliged to follow 
the example of its competitors and re­
duce its eastward Atlantic fares. Tills 
action had been expected, as otherwise, 
with all the lines running from the con­
tinent to channel ports accepting lower 
rates, much of the Liverpool traffic 
might have been diverted. The situation 
is regarded as serious. The most inter­
esting question is, will the Cunard Line 
competitors make further reductions.

Will Affect Canadian Traffic.
There is little doubt that while the 

rate cutting at present is limited to the 
American eastward traffic, eventually it 
will affect the Canadian trade. The Am­
erican lines have been fostering Cana­
dian traffic via New York and Boston 
and it appears that the Canadian lines 
will be constrained to reduce their rates 
or else to lose business to the American 
steamers.

GOLD OUTPUT UNDER $3,000,006.

Commissioner Mclnnes. now the re­
presentative in the north for the 
Guggenheim interests, returned from 
Dawson to-day with news that the 
output of the Klondike this year 
would not be over $3,000,000. This 
was due to the abnormally small sup­
ply of water foç the hydraulics, the 
large concerns being practically out 
of business.

Montreal, Sept. 3.—The sensational de­
velopment in connection with the Quebec 
bridge disaster is the telegram in which 
Theodore Cooper, of New York, who ie 
consulting engineer of the bridge com­
pany, announced that he had previously 
sent a telegram ordering the workmen off 
the bridge. Last night Hon. S. N. Par­
ent, president of the Bridge Co. made 

statement to the effect that no such 
telegram had been received and that Mr. 
Cooper had never sent such a message.

Telegram Sent To Headquarter,.
In-this Mr. Parent was In error. 4» 

a matter of fact Mr. Cooper did send 
this telegram, but it was -sent to the 
chief of the Phoenix Co., at Phoenit- 
ville. Pa., and not to the engineer in 
charge at thy bridge as it was taken for 
granted it had been. The telegram was 
sent- on Thursday and read practically

“Do not place any more load on Que­
lle bridge at present. Better look into 
it at once.”

This message reached Phoenixville on 
Thursday afternoon, the day of the tra­
gedy. John S. Deans, the Company's 
chief engineer, was out and the tele 
gram remained on his desk until five 
«r’cfoct when he returned.

DistOeeed Bridge As It Fell.
A few minutes later, N. R. McClure, 

the engineer who made the inspection of 
the bridge for. Mr. Cooper and upon 
whose report the telegram sent by Mr. 
Cooper was based, arrived at Mr. Dean’s 
office with full information ae to the 
meaning of the telegram. Strangely 
enough it was at the very moment when 
Mr. Dean and Mr. MeClnre were dis­
cussing t6e matter that 
lapsed.

Telegram 24 Hour» Too Late.
Had it held out for 24 hours later, _

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PAID $375,000 FOR COAL LANDS.
Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 3.—A syndi­

cate of English capitalists, headed by 
Mr. R. A. Alley, of the Alley Steam­
ship Company, operating steamers 
between Vancouver and New Zea­
land, has just acquired 365 acres of 
coal lands, adjoining the Dunsmuir 
coal mines at Wellington, four miles 
fro:n Nanaimo, Vancouver Island, 
fhc vendors were the West Welling­
ton Colliery Company, of which Al­
derman Heaps of this city is a lead­
ing shareholder, and the considera­
tion was $375,000 cash.

the ownership will be vested in a 
company with a capital of £106,000 as 
soon as the legal formalities are com­
plied with. Besides supplying the 
Alley steamers with coal for fuel pur­
poses thé colliery will sell its surplus 
produet in the open piarket. The 
quantity of coal consumed in the 
round trip between here and New 
Zealand varies from 2.500 to 3.000 
tons.

The coal lands are now being thor­
oughly prospected with diamond 
drills. In addition the new "Owners, 
since securing the option, have sunk 
a shaft forty feet on an eleven-foot 
seam of bituminous coal. From the 
drifts extending from the bottom of 
this working the small temporary 
plant recently installed is hoisting 
100 tons of coal dally.

Forty men are employed and the 
working force will soon be largely in­
creased. It is expected that thé out­
put will reach 1,000 tons daily with­
in the next twelve months.

The development work is in charge 
of Mr, Borland, an engineer who was 
recently engaged in Scotland. Mr 
Bo-land has been instructed to pre 
pare plqns for a complete and up-to- 
date plant and to make" the mine pro­
ductive as soon as possible.

It is understood That the diamond 
drill borings have already disclosed 
the existence of other valuable coal 
seams in the large area acquired by 
the syndicate.

LABOR DEMONSTRATION WAS A 
MARKED SUCCESS.

Even the weether-man, who has 
been a rather uncertain personage 
this year, favored the representatives 
of organized labor on their annual 
mustering of forces yesterday. The 
weather conditions were ideal, balmy 
airs and radiant sunshine lending 
their own attraction to the holiday.

Before the hour of the parade Jas­
per avenue was lined—in places rai­
sed, with people out .to see the union 
boys march past. Hundreds of wom­
en looked with pride at their union-, 
held husbands and sweethearts. The 
small folk were out in their best coats 
and pinafores, eyeing the parade with 
all the child heart’s delight in shows, 
and marching ih strong force close to 
the band, whose lively tunes have 
perennial charm for the little men.

Led by Band.
Led by the imposing Grand Mar­

shal, the Citizens’ Band, wearing 
white coats and jaunty peaked caps, 
opened the procession, pigging airy 
marching tunes selected to put the 
holiday crowds in festive mood.

In rapid succession and with a 
goodly showing of numbers came the 
cigar-makers’ union, the blacksmiths’ 
union and the federal laborers’ union. 
The blacksmiths, a stalwart lot of 
men wearing leather aprons, were 
cheered more than once as they 
swung along with muscular grace. 
Then came the sheet-metal workers, 
the lathers and plasterers, the white- 
coated latter force “bringing out in- 
teréstedtoomment from the bystanders 
who seemed surprised that tiiete were 
so many workmen of this body in 
town.

Carpenters’ Fine Showing.
The Amalgamated Society of Car-, 

penters and the local union of Car­
penters taken in all gave an array of 
sturdy, brisk-moving workmen who 
looked quite capable of coping with 
the record building year that Edmon­
ton is now boasting of.

The Electrical Workers had the 
finest float in the parade. It was made 
up in the civic yards, and would have 
done credit to any of the largest cities 
in the East. A great deal of care had 
evidently been expehded upon it, 
while undoubted taste was visible in 
its arrangement. On the lo.ng irqck 
two high poles had been erected with 
caales strung between, from which 
an arc light depended, flanked by 
lèverai handsome smaller lights.

Fine Civic Electric Float.
Two electricians sat on# the cross- 

trees high up on the poles busily 
engaged on their assumed labor. Froin 
time to time an electric bell, worked 
by a switch on the ' forward pole 
and a storage battery, clanged out a 
signal that cnliyened the somewhat 
quiet crowds and streets. The poles, 
the truck and long, projecting pieces 
of wood were draped in red, white 
and blue bunting. Small flags were 
everywhere in evidence, the Union 
Jack and the Stars arid Stripeis ward­
ing the wind with their vivid colors 
at the end of the cross-pieces. On 
the sides of the float, picked out in 
small electric lamps were the mono- 
;ram letters of the union—I. U. E. 
W. Behind the float marched about 
30 men of the union.

The building laborers’ union liko 
the carpenters and plastirerg were 
out in great numbers, walking along 
with jaunty Step' that indicated the 
holiday mood of the men.

Men Who Set up News.
The Typographical Union wore 

their blue ribbons proudly, à serious- 
faced body of men, *ho seemed to 
realize that the events of the world 
might as well not happen, for all the 
interest there would be in them, it 
their workers the world over did not 
set up the stories, in cold type and 
thën scatter them broadcast to the 
world.

The plumbers’ union did not make 
a great showing as far as numbers 
went, but they made as in other cities 
a splendid showing individually—a 
group of well-groomed, well-set-up 
men who carried themselves with an 
air that said plainly as words—“We 
are a quite important factor in every­
day life; don’t ÿour purses tell you 
so?”

The barbers and tailors excited 
about as much interest as any other 
union among the men in the crowds. 
Those men had a great deal to do 
with the sartorial turnout of the aver­
age man, and the men in the crowd 
paid particular attention tô them pas­
sing.

The car-repairers in blue denim 
sui‘s marched briskly along, proudly 
aware of the importance of all railway 
workers in a new country.

Anything connected ' with Edmon­
ton as a city makes a fine showing on 
parade, and the fire department’s 
turn-out, like the civic electricians’ 
float, was fine.

Fine Fire Department.
First came Fire Chief Davidson and 

assistant behind a handsome dappled 
gray coach horse, and behind were 
the hose wagon, the ladder truck 
wagon and a mammoth engine—all 
shining to the last degree in their 
handsome metal finishings; all man­
ned, too, by agile firemen resplen­
dent in their new uniforms. Follow­
ing these were the business floats. 

The Campbell Floats.
The tradesmen’s floats were few, the 

palm eaffily .being carried on by the 
C. W. Campbell Company. The show­
ing made by this firm of bakers and 
fruiterers wa. exceptionally good and 
with its fine colors made a pleasing 
end to the procession. It consisted— 
first of a huge hay-wagon whose tall 
rack was festooned with gay bunting 
and rows upon rows of Chinese lan­
terns and .small banners. Here and 
there small sheaves o'} grain ti<?d to 
the rack made an appropriate summer 
decoration. '

This was followed by a small ex- 
p "3s wagon, also finely decorated, 
and containing a couple of huge wed­
ding cal es that quite overtopped in 
size the pretty golden-haired child 
wbo sat between them. A delivery 
wagon belonging to the same firm and 
a massive railway delivery truck pil­
ed up with a Wealth of golden bana­
nas completed the display made by 
this enterprising firm.

Tradeemen’e Displays.
The Edmonton Dairy and the Sas­

katchewan Coal Company had deco­
rated delivery wagons oat in line to 
keep people in mind of their houses. 
The. First Class Meat Market and Ed­
monton Steam Laundry were at so 
there in fine visible evidence of their 
existence.

Stratheona beer had a fine adver-1 
tisement in its float, which consisted 
of a huge hogshead swathed in bdnds 
of red, white and blue bunting. Some 
of the employees stood near with an 
occasional bottle of beer to give away.

Two humorous displays were the 
Cadillac automobile with its inscrip­
tion that “Everybody worked' but 
Sister Ann; She drives a Cadillac”— 
and the float put in by Larose & 
Bell. This Horse Exchange was rep­
resented by a very tiny pony drawing 
a very small cart in which two very 
juvenile folk sat.

Here and there through the parade 
the mounted assistants Of the marshal 
rode lending variety to the scene.

Before over (wo thousand spectat­
ors that almost completely filled the 
large grand stand and h host of others 
that lined ttfe fences at the exhibition 
grounds yesterday afternoon the Lab­
or day sports were pulled off with 
the most beautiful weather conditions 
and a combination of other favorable 
circumstances that tended to make 
the day a red-letter one in the history 
of Edmonton labor unionism.

From the call of the football match 
in the forenoon till the last event of 
the day at the grounds everything 
passed off without. a hitch and re­
flected great credit on all who were 
connected with the management. The 
most interesting events of the after­
noon were the pony and hose races, 
the relay race, the Victoria Cross 
race and the tug of war. The last, 
involving as it did eight of the differ­
ent unions ,was perhaps the most ex 
citing event of the day, and the win­
ners received hearty applause.

In the forenoon the football and 
lacrosse matches were watched by a 
fairly large number of spectators but 
the big crowds did not coine till the 
afternoon.

INVESTIGATING BRIDGE HORROR
Quebec, Sept. 2.—President Parent, 

of the Quebec bridge company, -has 
spent most of the last two days at 
the wreck, and to-day was joined by 
Messrs. Holgatc and Kerry, of Mont­
real, who have been appointed by the 
Dominion government to undertake 
the inquiry, while Mr. Galbraith, of 
Toronto, the third member of the 
board, is expected to arrive to-mor­
row. Parent stated that as a result 
of the examination, the officials are 
convinced the accident w a s caused by 
the superstructure of the bridge, as 
it was apparent that the masonry was 
in perfect condition. Indeed, it was 
extraordinary that the piers and abut­
ments could have held together with­
out fault in face of so terrific a catas­
trophe. Although careful watch has 
been kept, both at the bridge and in 
the river below, no more bodies have 
been recovered, and it is believed that 
most oi the sixty-one missing are still 
pinned under the wreckage, two hun­
dred feet below the surface of the 
river.

William Wilson, of Montreal, fath­
er of Albert Alexander Wilson, who 
was killed, arrived in the city in search 
of information regarding his son’s 
death. Wilson stated that his son 
had been working on the bridge for 
the past eight months with another 
young man from Montreal. Some 
time ago the other man became alarm­
ed at the way in which bridge was 
going, and had urged young Wilson 
to leave it, and . seek safer employ­
ment, Young Wilson had desired to 
hold out until Labor Day and then 
return to Montreal. The other work­
man refused and returned safe to 
Montreal, while Wilson was killed a 
few days before he hart decided to 
leave.
