Westminister, the headquarters of the 
Wesleyan Methcaiists.

Rev. P. L. Wiseman, President of 
Conference, in accepting the portrait, 
said they wished to express their ap- 
prcieation of the gracious act of the 
King in sitting for a portrait that he 
knew was to haiig on the wall of that 
building. A George was on the throne 
when Methodism began its course, and 
it was a fitting thing that the first 
King to allow a portrait to be placed 
on the walls of a Methodist building 
should be a George..
