though ii vtiiy young town, having 
been founded only about 1,100 year* 
ago, It has grown with wonderful 
speed and now has over 000,000 peo­
ple, speaking somewhat less than 
that number of languages and dia­
lects,

This shows what modern hustle and 
enterprise will do. There are cities 
in Egypt which are 1,000 years older 
than Cairo. But their commercial 
clubs loafed on the job. They pooh- 
poohed at reform and the health de­
partment and now they are nothing 
but elaborate holes in the ground. 
When workmen dig down into the 
earth in the outskirts of Cairo, to in­
sert the foundation for a new mos­
que, they often come upon the re­
mains, of cities which were great 
tourists centres once, but had been 
forgotten by the oldest inhabitants be­
fore the reverse gear was thrown in 
on the calendar 1914 years ago.

Cairo sits on the hills and in the 
valley by the Nile and consists of 
two parts: old and new Cairo. In 
the new section, street cars and 
moving ictures abound, while mod- ] 
ern hotels take the tourist, who 
come to absorb Egypt’s celebrated 
winter climate, and separate him 
from his wealth as successfully as 
could be done by any Florida tavern. 
The society of the world drifts 
through this part of Cairo during the 
winter, while thousands of tourists 
put up here while they are inspecting 
the pyramids, the sphinx and other 
notable public works in the suburbs.

The old section of Cairo was built 
500 to 1,000 years ago and has been 
cleaned several times since. It con­
sists of mosques, harems and ba­
zaars, in equal proportions, jammed 
so tightly together that they have 
to use glove powder to get a fat 
camel through the streets. These 
are the celebrated streets of Cairo, 
but they â’ré much more respectable 
than the limitations so often seen in 
this Country.

Cairo is a large'railroad center and 
is connected by camel with all point, 
in tfie Sahara Desert.

Trunk of 
Aviator’s Body

Washed Ashore on the New Jersey
Coast—Identified by Paper Vest that
Wgs Worn by the Airman.
New York, January 5.—The waves 

yesterday washed to shore at Edge- 
mere, .Long Island, a man's trunk— 
armless, legless and headless. It was 
washing back and forth with the ebb 
and tide of the waves when an Ital­
ian laborer saw it. On October 13, 
1913, Aviator Albert J. Jewel started 
to fly from Hampstead Plains, L. !.. to 
partake in an aviation meet on Staten 
Island.

The man's trunk that the Italian 
laborer found pounding on the beach 
was all that is left of Jewel.

The police have declined so far to 
believe that a positive identification 
has been made.

But the body was Jewel's to the best 
belief of his uncle, William H. Carey ; 
Ills widow, Mrs, Jewel, and G, H, 
Lapointe, a friend who know him well, 
There whs nothing on the trunk save 
one side of a woollen undershirt and 
a paper vest,

It Is the paper vest that seems to 
Identify the body almost beyond 
doubt, for it is the make that all avia 
tors wear when they are flying where 
the temperature is below freezing.

Furthermore, the stitching very 
close together in the vest, quite cor 
responds to the one which Lapointe 
saw Jewel put on eariy in the morn­
ing of Oct. 13.

What happened to Jewel will nev 
er be known. But the terrible fact 
that his trunk floated at last to shore 
with neither arms nor legs nor head 
indicates clearly enough that there 
was a frightful accident to his ma­
chine* before it fell or that man-eat­
ing sharks pounced upon him some­
where out in the Atlantic.
