ALLIED PROSPECTS NEVER
BRIGHTER.
LONDON, To-day.

The opening of the present week
finds the prospects of the Allies per-
haps brighter than at any previous
period of the war, according to the
view held here, and the position® held
by the Central Powers is more dis-
couraging. General Brusiloff’s strik-
ing victories present the German
General Staff with the problem of
how to reinforce the eastern front,
since General Von Lingingen, who
was sent by the Germans to the aid
of the shattered Austrians, has now
been’ completely thrust back from the
ILutsk salient; but the same problem
is presented on the western front
where, says an unofficial correspond-
ent, the ceaseless battle seems stead-
ily to gain in intensity. Doubtless
the constant arrival of fresh German
troops and guns, he adds, has every-
thing to do with this result. The ene-
my shows an increasing ‘tendency to
counter attacks. These counter at-
tacks have failed to stem the steady
Allied advance, although at the pre-
sent moment the fighting in  the
Somme is mainly devoted to securing
the mastery of small strategi¢ posi-
tions, which will be keys to further
progress. .There is yet no sign of
the Germans making any effective
counter offensive. The .Russians’ re-
markable victories reveal a most in-
teresting situation. Theé army of the
German General, Count Von Bothmer
holding the Stripa near Lemberg on

the Tarmopol railroads was a few
weeks ago being outflanked. Gener-
al Letchitsky’'s passing further en-

abled Von Bothmer to hold "out the
threatened positions.. General Sak-
Laroff then devoted himself to en-
veloping Von Bothmer’s forces in the
north with what success is seen in his
double victory west of Lutsk and
Brody. Thus outflanked north and
south, it is considered impossible that
Von Bothmer can longer delay extri-
cating himself from his precarious
pesition, even if he can now do so
without serious lossés. The Russians
at Brody are at present nearer Lem-
berg than Von Bothmer’s forces,
which are estimated with Lemberg’s
defences. ' Although the country be-
tween . Brody and Lemberg is very
difficult, it becomes a question whe-
ther the evacuation of both Kovel and
Lemberg will not soon become neces-
gary.
