Previous to 9 AM,
SI NK BY EXPLOSION.

TOKIO, Jan. 14.
The battle cruiser Tsukuba was 

sunk in the Harbor of Yoko Suka this 
morning through an explosion in her 
magazine. One hundred and fifty- 
three members of the crew were kill­
ed, 175 injured, many of them seri­
ously. Numerous members of the 
ship’s company were rescued from the 
water. Most of the officers of the 
cruiser were ashore. The cause of 
the explosion is not known;

TOWN OF VADENI CAPTURED.
BERLIN, Jan. 14.

The capture by the Teutonic forces 
of the town of Vadeni, six mile's south 
west of the important Roumanian 
trade centre of Calatz, on the Dan­
ube, is reported in .the official state­
ment issued at the army headquar­
ters this evening.

The Aftonbladet of Stockholm, as 

quoted by the Copenhagen corres­
pondent of the Exchange Telegraph 
Co., says: A German destroyer yes­
terday captured in Swedish territorial 
waters the Danish steamer Thyra, of 
Copenhagen.

ROUMANIANS DRIVE BACK ENEMY
PETROGRAD, Jan. 14.

The Roumanians in the region of 
the River Kassino, in Moldavia, after 
a violent battle yesterday with the 
Austro-German troops, succeeded in 
throwing the Teutons back and occu­
pying their trenches, says a Russian 

£ official issued to-day. North of the 
Slanic River the invaders forced back 
the Russians from a height.

RUTHLESS SUB. CAMPAIGN.
THE HAGUE, Jan. 14.

The Berliner Grease Zeitung edi­
torially urges the immediate opening 
of a ruthless submarine campaign by 
Germany as a reply to the Entente 
peace demands, and says owing to 
German hesitancy in the use of Zep­
pelins against England the British 
had sufficient^ time to find means to 
f.iil the Zeppelin attacks. It draws 
a parallel that unless the submarine 
warfare is undertaken without delay, 
(lie British will likewise find some 
new shield against the U-boats.

NO TRUTH IN REPORT.
LONDON, Jan. 14.

According to an Amsterdam de­
spatch, the Berlin Government issued 
the following official statement: One 
of our submarines on Dec. 28th sunk 
a British transport in the English 
Channel. The transport was steam­
ing with dark red lights and measur­
ed about 9,000 tons. She was con­
voyed by destroyers.

TEUTONIC ALLIES MAKE FURTHER 
PROGRESS.

NEW YORK, Jan. 14.
Under fierce attacks, the Teutonic 

Allies have made further progress 
against the Russians along the Ser- 
eth, southwest of Galatz, capturing 
the village of Kotumikhali and also 
the town of Vadeni on the railroad 
between Braila and Galatz, six miles 
from Galatz. Petrograd reports the 
repulse of the Austro-Germans at 
various other points in Roumania, not­
ably north of the Zloniki River, south 
of the Dituz River and in the region 
of Radulesci to the east of Fokshani. 
On the Northern Russian front in the 
vicinity of Riga the Germans deliver­
ed heavy attacks against the Rus­
sians east of Kalnzem, hut were re­
pulsed. On the other fronts the usual 
artillery engagements and small op­
erations by patrol and reconnoitering 
parties, continue.

STOPPED IN NORTH SEA.
LONDON, Jan. 14.

The captain of the Swedish steamer 
Inborg, declares he was stopped in 
the North Sea by a German submarine 
and compelled to throw overboard 
700 sacks of mail for the Entente 
Allies into the sea, or else have liis 
ship taken prisoner to Germany.

RUSSIAN FORCES WITHDRAWING.

LOOKING AHEAD.
LONDON, Jan. 14.

It is estimated that between six and 
eight millions of persons now em­
ployed by the Government and repre­
senting half the wage-earning pop­
ulation of the United Kingdom, will 
have to be discharged ât the end of 
the war. According to a report of the 
committee on labor problems after 
the war, all of these workers will not 
be discharged simultaneously, but it 
is probable that within two months 
after peace has been declared some 
two or three million workers will be 
turned off. Regarding the Army de­
mobilization the committee calculates 
the rates of disbandment cannot ex­
ceed five thousand daily, at which 
rate six months would be occupied in 
demobilizing less than one million of 
the huge army.

Shipping men refuse to discuss them, 
and as a practical suggestion would 
be quite impossible during the war, 
they say, while after the war there 
will be a revulsion of feeling against 
interference with individual action 
tolerated in the present national cris­
is.

to deprive the German people of ades 
quate economic opportunities outside 
their frontier. Probably the best 
thing would be to create an Ottoman 
Empire and in Africa an internation­
al domain open on equal terms to 
Germany as to all countries, includ­
ing in its course the United States. 
This is a big question. In this matter 
British statesmanship ought to be the 
foremost councils of wisdom and mod­
eration when the main aims of the 
war are attained, if at the same time 
there is a change in the system and 
the heart of Germany itself.

MORE COMMENT.
LONDON, Jan. 14

The OIjserver, commenting on the 
Allies’ reply to President Wilson, says 
the effect on opinion in the United 
States is already profound, and will 
become still deeper as more time and 
thought can be given the issues now 
raised. The United States will not 
try to stop the clock of progress to­
wards wider liberty and equality of 
Europe; the United States never can 
be asked to resist the claim of France 
to Alsace-Lorraine, or support the 
war caste of Germany to keep the 
Italians, the Poles, the Czechs, the 
Slovacs, the Serbs or the Roumanians 
under foreign yoke; to Sbet the 
Turks on this side of the Bosphorus 
or aid in the bloody tyranny beyond 
it. No, not in this time of great de­
liverance. Referring to the silence 
of the Entente note in connection with 
the German Colonies, the Observer 
says, South Africa, Australia and New 
Zealand are free communities, each 
with its own Monroe Doctrine. They 
will neVer allow the German menace 
to re-appear in their neighbourhoed. 
Not one single inch of Colonial terri­
tory will Germany ever get back un­
til guarantees for her future good be­
haviour are as absolute as human con­
trivance can provide. Consistently 
with this condition there is no desire
