Town Council.
The Council met on Monday night. 

All the members present ; the Mayor in 
the chair. The minutes were read aùd 
confirmed.

The Mayor read a communication from 
the Secretary of the Medical Board, asking 
that the Association, which will meet 
here on the 10th of June, might have the 
use of the Council Chamber, and further 
what charge would be made for the same. 
On motion of Dr. Herod, seconded by Mr. 
Mitchell, the use of the Council Chamber 
was granted free of charge.

Mr. Thomson read a petition from Geo. 
Grafftey, praying that the Council would 
consider a matter relative to some taxes 
he had paid. He had bought a lot from 
John McDonald on which there had been 
arrears of taxes from 1804, and when the 
latter went to the County Treasurer before 
the bargain was concluded he was told 
that the total amount was $100. The 
petitioner having purchased the lot after 
the foregoing bill was settled, a further 
demand of over $12 was made upon him. 
—Referred.

Mr. Mitchell read a petition from Mr. 
Tho8. Holliday, asking permission to lay 
down pipes from a spring to his brewery, 
—Granted.

Mr. Mitchell read a petition from Mark 
Tovell, praying that the petition of Wm. 
Heather for closing up a certain road be 
not granted. Mr. Thomson read a peti-

Mr. McCurry presented the report of 
the Special Railway Committee, which 
showed that they had met with all the 
success they anticipated in the work 
which had been given them to do. The 
report was adopted.

Part of a report of the Road and Bridge 
Committee which had been laid over from 
the 16th of March was brought up, read 
and adopted.

The Council went into Committee of 
the Whole on the By-law for the remune­
ration of Municipal officers for the current 
year, Mr. Massie in the chair. The 
blanks were filled up as follows : Market 
Clerk $400, Chief Constable $500, Town 
Clerk and Treasurer $650, Assistant Con­
stable and Town Officer $300, Assessors 
$200 each, Auditors $15 each; Returning 
Officers $4 per day, Geo. Smith, commis­
sion on statute labor and dog tax ten per. 
cent, on the ordinary assessment two per 
cent.; Selectors of jurors $12 each, salary 
of Inspector of Licenses and houses of 
entertainment $50, Caretaker of Market 
House and Drill Shed, and lamplighter 
(one person) $450. The committee rose 
and the Council resumed, when the By­
law was read a third time, passed, and 
numbered 169.

Mr. Thomson moved, seconded by Dr. 
Herod, that ten per cent, be added to the 
salaries of the following officers : Market 
Clerk, Chief Constable, Town Clerk, As­
sistant Constable and Market House Care­
taker.—Carried.

The Council adjourned.

The By-law for the establishment and 
government of a Fire Company was read 
a third time, passed and numbered 168.

Mr. Thomson presented the report of 
the Finance Committee which was as 
follows :

The Committee on Finance and Assess­
ment beg leave to report, that in regard 
to the- communication of Mr. Nicho1 
Kingsmill, asking that the taxes paid bj 
Mr. J. J. Kingsmill to the Sheriff for 
arrears be refunded him, your commit­
tee find that Mr. K. paid said taxes under 
protest, the receipt of wli’ch your commit­
tee now present. They find that Mr. K. 
stands in the same position as Dr. Clarke, 
and the Ven. Archdeacon Palmer’s taxes. 
Your committee would recommend that 
the matter in dispute be referred to Fi­
nance Committee for settlement feeling 
satisfied that by allowing said case to go 
into Court would but entail expenses on 
the corporation.—Adopted.

Mr. Mitchell presented the report of 
the lload and Bridge Committee. They 
recommended that the petition of Wm. 
Heather for leave to fill up a gully be­
tween his house and the Eramosa Road 
be granted, on condition of his giving 
Mark Tovell as good a road as he has at 
present, the work to be subject to the 
approval of the committee.—Adopted.

Dr. Herod presentad the report of the 
Market house Committee. They recom­
mend that the petition of Chief Constable 
Kelly for the removal of the stairs at the 
entrance to the Police Magistrate’s office 
be granted, as by so doing the petition­
er’s request would not only becomplied 
with, but the Council would also have 
another room adjoining the present com­
mittee room, and the cost would be the 
very same. As regards the petition of 
Alex. Creichton and others for the setting 
apart of a small room for the use of the 
produce dealers in the Market Clerk’s 
office, they could not recommend that it 
be granted, as the office is too small for 
the amount of business done, and the only 
way the Committee could comply with 
the prayer of the petitioners would be by 
adding a separate room, as the Committee 
feel the absolute necessity there is this 
year of not only the Market House, but 
every committee, curtailing their expen­
ses ns much as possible in view of the 
large outlay that must necessarily be in­
curred by the Fire & Water Committee, 
and also of the loss the Corporation will 
sustain in refunding non-resident taxes 
already collected, certain parties havine 
taken advantage,of legal technicalities to 
avoid paying the same. But next year 
the erection of the building will be one 
of the first acts of the Market House 
Committee. As regards the petition of 
R. Jackson, Esq., President ofthe Mutual 
Fire Insurance Company, asking for a re­
newal of liis lease for a term of five 
years, and that a door be built up, the 
Committee recommend him as a yearly 
tenant, with a clause in the agreement 
that three months’ notice from either 
party may terminate the lease. They 
cannot recopimeud that the door be stoned 
up, but will take into consideration the 
advisability of doing something to make 
the room more comfortable befo. ~ uhe ap­
proach of cold weather. Adopted.

Mr. McCurry presented the report of 
the Railway Committee. They recom­
mend to the Council the consideration of 
an early application to Parliament to be 
relieved of the amount of the Railway 
debt, on the ground that the same was 
incurred in furthering railway extension, 
not for local purposes only, but in the 
general railway interest. Adopted.

Mr. Chadwick presented the report of 
the Tree Planting Committee as follows :

The Tree Planting Committee beg 
leave to report, that in accordance with 
resolution passed at last meeting, they 
have had Nelson Crescent surveyed. 
They find that the buildings of Geo. 
Smith and N. Tovel encroach upon the 
Crescent, and recommend that a rack 
rent be charged therefor. They also re­
commend that a stone monument be 
placed at the centre point of the Crescent. 
They find that the cost of fencing and 
planting Nelson Crescent will be $100, 
and recommend that the same be pro­
ceeded with as soon as $50 have been 
deposited with the Town Treasurer by 
the petitioners. They further recommend 
that the planting of the Waterloo Road

Despatches to the Erening Mercury.

The Laval University have procured 
from Europe a reflecting telescope, the 

Mr. Nicho! j mirror of which is of silvered glass beau- 
tifully cut and polished, and 16± inches 
in diameter. Its magnifying power is 
840, and focal length about 10 feet. It 
is to bo placed upon a platform above the 
roof of the institution.

More Emigrants.—Six hundred cmi- 
grants passed through on the Great 
Western Railway on Saturday. They 
were fine, licaltby looking people, chiefly 
Swedes and Norwegians, and with the 
exception of a few families who intend­
ed to settle in Canada, were en route 
for the United States.—Hamilton Times.

Toronto Grey & Bruce Railway.—The 
Orangeville Sun says:—A delegation 
from the Directors of this railway, con­
sisting of Messrs. Laidlaw, Gordon and 
Manning, addressed meetings in favour 
of the project at Charleston, Mono» 
Centro, and Whittington during the pre­
sent week, at which resolusions pledging 
largo municipal support to the road were 
unamiously carried. By-Jaws are to be 
submitted to the municipalities interest­
ed in the construction of the road, during 
the next month.

Parliament will be dissolved in autumn 
and a general election be held, perhaps 
when the new Reform Bill comes into 
operation.

Sad Accident.—On Monday last Mr. 
Francis McClcan met with a sad ac­
cident, which it is feared, may terminate 
fatally. He had been working at Mr. 
Maxwell’s, near Alton, and was in the 
mow throwing down hay, and previous 
to hia coming down ho threw down the 
fork from him, and turned round to drop 
down, and came right on the fork, vhich 
was standing upright in the hay below, 
the shaft of which entered his body, 
penetrating the abdominal cavity some 
7 or 8 inches. Dr. Riddall is in attend­
ance on the unfortunate man, who still 
lives, and although the chances of hia 
recovery arc few, yet the Dr. is not with­
out some hopes of him.

Mathematical.—An Eramosa correspon­
dent sends us a “ new military problem,’’ 
which he thinks will exercise the ingenuity 
of the readers of the Mercury, who have 
mathematical tastes.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
London, May 4—-There was a very fall 

house at the opening of the session of the 
House of Commons to-night. The Prince 
of Wales and Prince Christian of Schles­
wig-Holstein were among the distinguish­
ed visitors present. Great interest was 
manifested in the proceedings, and much 
excitement was apparent among mem­
bers. The Premier and Mr Gladstone 
were loudly cheered as they entered and 
took their seats, after some unimportant 
business had been transacted,

Mr Disraeli rose and was greeted with 
cheers from the Ministerial benches. He 
reviewed the course of the Tory adminis­
tration, which at its outset was without a 
majority of supporters in the House, and 
spoke of its uniform success, so entire in­
deed that even its opponents acknowledg­
ed it, and on two occasions when Lord 
Derby expressed a wish to resign, had 
urged him to remain in office. Financi­
ally ; its record was faultless. In foreign 
affairs Lord Stanley had raised the pres­
tige of the nation vastly, preserving peace 
not merely with the continent, but with 
the great Republic of the West. In Ire­
land the Ministry had triumphed at every 
point, while at the same time conciliating 
the people ;and in Abyssinia a great deed 
of arms and for humanity had done cre­
dit not only to the officers and soldiers 
engaged, but also to the ministry who 
planned it. On Thursday last on a vote 
upon the first of a series of resolutions, 
the ministry encountered a new and sud­
den question, which threatened confusion 
to Ireland, and ultimately the overthrow 
of the English Church, the effect of which 
would be the absorption of all sects in the 
Church of Rome. To this measure he 
could not assent, and he had asked of the 
House time to advise with the Queen on 
the new attitude of affairs. Her Majesty 
had heard his statement, and had not 
only declined his tendered resignation, 
but had urged him not to to dissolve Par­
liament in the present anomalous circum­
stances, until an appeal could be made to 
the new constituencies, and this he hoped 
to do with the aid of the House. He de­
precated the urgency with which Mr 
Gladstone had pressed the resolves, and 
hoped that a suspension of the orders of 
the day would not be pressed now, as he 
was ready to give some other Govern­
ment the right to carry on the discussion, 
if debate there must be.

Mr. Gladstone said the Premier’s praise 
of the Tories was not only in bad taste, 
but untrue—especially the portion re­
specting finance. Lord Derby, he re­
marked, was not asked to stay in office 
in 1859. Mr. Gladstone doubted whether 
the eulogium passed liy the Premier was 
a challenge to the Opposition, or a sop to 
the Tories to persuade them to remain in 
office. He laughed at the cry of danger 
to the Established Church of England, 
and at that of the Church of Rome absorb­
ing all the other sects. He said it was 
unprecedented that a Ministry which had 
been beaten by sixty-five majority should 
talk of dissolving Parliament. It might 
be right to elect a new Parliament to set­
tle the question of the Irish Church ; but 
its first duty, when chosen, would bo to 
settle the Ministry itself. The Premier’s 
course was unconstitutional. The House 
was hostile to the Ministry, and yet he 
wanted to govern the country till the fall 
—the fate of Ireland and other great 
questions to remain in the meantime in 
suspense. The duty of the Liberals was 
clearly to follow up the resolves with a 
suspensory Bill, thus clearing the way of 
the new Parliament. They must go on. 
(Cheers). They had no bargain to make. 
The Premier had said nothing that would 
change the course of tho Ministry. He 
(Mr. Gladstone) would therfore not urge 
the suspension of the orders to-night, if 
Ministers would allow the earliest possi­
ble day for the consideration of the re­
solves. If they passed the House, a bill 
should follow, suspending the appoint­
ments in the Irish Church. The next 
step then after would be for the Ministry 
to take.

Mr. Robert Lowe said after Ministers 
had nullified the will of the House, they 
had the audacity to ask for the control for 
months to come of the Goverdment. Such 
a course was unconstitutional, and it was 
absurd for an executive and a legislature 
distrusting each other to maintain a show 
of harmony until next year.

Mr. John Bright said the Premier's 
statement would amaze the country 
He asked the House to reverse the 
usage of the constitution that he might 
keep an office got by arts not the most 
worthy, and held by the adopting of dog­
mas he bitterly denounced. Mr. Bright 
showed the inconsistencies of the Tories, 
noted the variation of opinions among 
the members of the Cabinet, and said 
that an adverse vote was no disgrace to a 
Ministry, but to hold office after such a 
vote was; there was no reason why the 
constitutional practice should bo dis­
pensed with in favour of Mr. Disraeli, 
who knew well enough that no Irish or 
Scotch Reform Bill not of a nature 
to suit the Irish and Scotch Liberals 
could pass the House. Reform tho Irish 
Church and Ireland will be at peace. 
These things are possible for a Ministry 
in accord with tho House.

Mr. Disraeli said the Liberals had a 
right to pass a vote of want of confidence 
and asked why they had not done so ? He 
then fixed tho 7th of May for the debate 
on the Irish Church question.

The House then took up tho budget 
and considered the resolution to make 
the income tax G pence in tho pound 
sterling.

In the House of Lords a statement was 
made by members of the ministry of a 
similiar tenor to that in the Commons.

. Ottawa, May 4th.
Mr. Blake presented the final report of 

the Montreal East Election Committee. " 
The committee found that the sitting 
member, Sir G. E. Cartier, was duly 
elected.

Mr. Jones, (Greenville), moved a resol­
ution, seconded by Mr. Scatcherd, declar­
ing it for the interest of the Dominion 
that the number of His Excellency’s Ad­
visers to whose offices salaries will be at­
tached shall not,at any time,exceed nine. 
He regretted that some one of greater 
parliamentary experience had not moved 
in this matter ; but no one having done 
so, he was determined he would not al­
low the extravagance of the present Gov­
ernment in this particular to pass un­
noticed. The motion was lost on a divi-

Mr. Oliver moved for Committee of the 
Whole for Friday next to consider a re­
solution declaring it expedient to alter 
the provision made under 105th sec. Brit­
ish North American Act 1867, and to fix 
the salary of his Excellency the Gover­
nor-General at $35,000 per annum.

Mr. Dufresne moved, in amendment, to 
strike ont $35,000 and insert $32,000.

Mr. Oliver said he had put in the sum 
of $35,000 in order to meet the views of 
gentlemen on both sides of the House.

Sir John A. Macdonald regretted this 
motion by his hon. friend opposite, and 
the motion in amendment, he must say 
he regretted exceedingly that this ques­
tion had been brought up. He thought 
it would have shown a wise discretion to 
have left it fixed in the British America 
Act. It would have been more ,for the 
credit of Canada to have done so. For­
merly, the Sovereign paid the salaries of 
colonial governors out of Crown revenues 
of the colonies belonging to the sovereign. 
When these advenues were given up to 
Canada, it was on condition that the Col­
ony should pay the governor’s salary,and 
this not by an annual vote, but by a per­
manent enactment. In 1841, Canada, 
which had then a much smaller popula­
tion than now, fixed the salary in accord­
ance with the Union Act at £7,777 cur­
rency. I .looking at the large increase to 
her population which had since taken 
place, and the present and prospective ad­
dition of other provinces to the old Pro­
vince of Canada, he did not think $50,: 
000 was too much.

Hon. Mr. Holton inquired whether the 
clause in the Union Act,-with reference to 
the Governor’s salary, was the work of 
our own delegates, or was inserted there.’ 
in compliance with the expressed desire 
of the British Government.

Sir J. A. Macdonald said he thought 
that the hon. member for Chateaguay 
should recommend 1ns hon. friend from 
Oxford to withdraw his motion.
