■With the American Army in TranCc 
Oct, 27.—(By Associated Press) — XnV 
erican troops are in the first jine 
trenches on the French front,

There has been intermittent artillery 
fighting since.

The helmeted infantry marched in 
without the -knowledge of the enemy’ 
on the same night through rain and 
mud. The French soldiers in the 
trenches welcomed them enthusiastic, 
ally-

The nearest enemy trench is several 
hundred yards away. The sector is j 
one of the quietest on the front, it I 
has not been taken over, being under 
the control of troops under the direc­
tion of the French.

The Americans have shelled German 
gun positions and troops, the enemy 
sending back shell for shell. The first 
shell case will be sent to President 
Wilson.

First Official Statement
Following is the first official state­

ment issued from the American head- 
quarters :

“In continuation of their training as 
a nucleus for instruction later, a con­
tingent of some battalions of our first 
contingents, in association with the 
veteran French battalions, are in the 
first line trenches of a quiet sector on . 
the French front. They are supported 
by some batteries of our artillery, in 
association with veteran French bat­
teries!

“The sector remains normal. Our 
men have adapted themselves to actual 
trench conditions in- the most satisfac­
tory manner.”
