The 
presidential party took up their station 
in the blue parlor with the President 
and Mrs. Roosevelt immediately along­
side the entrance, ready to grasp the 
hands of callers as they were an­
nounced.

THE DIPLOMATIC CORPS.
As dean of the diplomatic corps, the
