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COMRADES WOUNDED |
AS BATTLE RAGED .

Former London Boy Describes
Last Ypres Fight.

BURIED UNDER PARAPET

Sandbags Fell Over On Pte.
Fallaize, Sending Him To
British Hospital.

Graphic in its very terseness and
replete with startling incidents is a let-
ter describing part of .the last great
battle of Ypres received by Harry Fal-
lazie, 668 Queen’s avenue, from his
brother, Pte. C. A, Fallazie, of the 42nd
Battalion (Toronto), who was wounded
in the great fight and whose chum was
instantly killed beside him. >te. Fal-
lazie igs a former Londoner. His letter,
written from a war hospital in London,
England, follows:

“l guess you have heard of my
little misfortune, or perhaps It was
more luck than anything else, as |
got off far better than my chum and
some of the other boys.

“You have read of Ypres In the
papers. It was one of the largest
cities of Belgium, but it is nothing
but ruins now. There isn’t a solid
building left, only frames, It Is an
awful sight., Our company was in
the front-line trenches for six days,
and the enemy sheiled us like hall-
stones every day. We could do noth-
ing but stick to the parapets and
say our prayers,

“On the last day we were in the
trenches they shelled us more than
ever. They knew we were going out
so they were glving it to us for all
they were worth, because they hate
the Canadlans. We lost a terrible
lot of men. My chum had his head
blown off as he was sitting close to
me on the firing board,

“There were three more boys sit-
ting beside us, and two of them were
killed. The third was seriously
wounded. I got off with being
knocked over when the parapet fell
in, carrying me down with it. Sand
bags hit me on the head and the
back, leaving me with concusslon,
and as you see, | am back in Eng-
land in hospital.

“l am progressing nicely, and |
guecs it won’t be long before | go
back to the front again, | am feel-
ing pretty weak yet, and can’t sit
up long.”
