Chief among the mental causes for 

disease is fear. Fear Is mankind's 
worst foe. Consideration of some of 
the many things of which people are 
afraid will convince you of this fact. 
They are afraid of food, of climate, of 
germs, of criticism, of failure, of pov­
erty, of disease, of death. Many other 
phases of fear, too numerous to men­
tion, are familiar to all of us. And 
it may be said that sometimes we just 
fear "fear."

Christian Science removes fear by 
first removing the ignorance which 
causes fear.
