Associated Press Despatch.
Chicago, April 18.—Eight firemen 

were known to have been killed, and 
a score of other firemen and other 
persons were buried beneath the 
falling walls of a burning box factory 
on the west side tonight.

The names of three of the eight 
firemen known to have perished are:

Captain John Brennan. Mike De­
vine and Irancis Levy. Henry 
Deohring, James Carroll and Robert 
Davy, three other firemen, are un­
accounted for. Two spectators are 
missing.

A dozen firemen were standing on 
the fire escape between the second 
and third floors when the roof of the 
stone building crashed in, carrying 
down two floors beneath. The wall

Debentures issued in 1894, when the 
city granted a bonus of $100,000 to the 
Grand Trunk Railway, have just ex­
pired, and City Auditor Henry B. 
Ashplant reports that the debentures 
in question, gathered in after 30 years, 
from all parts of the world, are now 
reposing again on the shelf at the city 
hall.

This debenture issue is a good illus- 
tration, the auditor stated ,of what the 
citizens actually pay for their deben­
tures. It is not so much the amount 
the people borrow, he explains, but 
what they nay back.

Pursuant with instructions from the city council, City Treasurer James 
Bell has requested from the street 
railway corporation the right to use 
money paid the city at the first of 
the year as the first installment upon the 1923 paving bill, $5,641.94.
The city is asking the company for 
the use of money without prejudice 
to either party in the dispute as to 
how the company shall meet its pay­
ing bill, now that the provincial 
legislature has ruled that the 1923 
resolution, allowing ten annual pay­
ments, cannot be allowed.

"We agree that you may use and 
cash the checks for $5.062.60 and

to the claim of the corporation of the 
city of London that the whole amount 
paid by the said corporation for pav­
ing the track allowances of the Lon­
don Street Railway on Stanley, Bris­
coe. and Richmond streets is now 
payable in full, and without preju­
dice to our claim that we are not 
bound to pay the whole of the said 
amount now, but only in equal an­
nual installments spread over a per­
iod of ten years from the 31st day of 
December, A.D., 1923.”

OFFERED FRIDAY First Company To Answer the 
Alarm Wiped Out—Nine 

of Dead Are Firemen.Baptist Young People Gather in 
Maitland Street Church 

For Service. PLA UNG PARADE

Chicago, April 19.—Nine firemen 

and one unidentified civilian are 
known to have been killed, several 
others are injured so badly they may 
die, and a dozen firemen and specta­
tors suffered minor hurts when a 
four-story stone building, housing a 
west side box factory, collapsed last 
night while scores of firemen were 
battling the flames. The ruins are 
being searched for other bodies, and 
Fire Chief Buckley, who made the 
announcement that eight are dead, 
said that several other bodies pos­
sibly may be found in the ruins. 
Hook and ladder truck No. 12, com­
posed of five men, the first to re­
spond to the alarm, was reported to 
have been entirely wiped out by the 
accident.

Two firemen were rescued alive 
from the building while the Rev. E. 
A. Jones of the Holy Family Church, 
donned a fire helmet and plunged 
into the burning structure in an effort 
to to give spiritual consolation to 
those imprisoned. • One fireman 
pinned under a lot of stone directed 
breaking to pieces of the massand was 
finally freed before flames reached 
him. Firemen, who were unable to 
determine the cause of the fire, de­
clared that frequent gas explosions' 
interrupted the work of rescue, the 
gas escaping from mains entering 
the building. More than a dozen 
firemen rendered unconscious by the 
explosion, were rescued by their 
companions.

The city auditor explains this as 
follows: In 1894 the $100,000 debentures 
were issued at 4 per cent for 30 years. 
The latter expense totaled $120,000 for 
the 30 years, making the actual expen­
diture for the ratepayers $220,000, and 
not $100,000.

The grant was made to the railroad, 
the auditor relates, following a fire at 
the carshops, and as an inducement for 
the company, as near as can be recol­
lected, not to move the shops to Strat­
ford when they rebuilt.

INSPIRING SESSIONSbeen
placed on the front of the building 
was wrecked when the building col­
lapsed, and a dozen more firemen and 
spectators who had crowded through 
police lines were struck by bricks 
and stones. Some of these were be­
lieved to have been killed or injured 
so badly they may die.

Battalion Chief Kerwin, in charge 
of the tiremen in the building when it 
collapsed, said the fire started on the 
fourth floor from an unknown cause, 
and that his men were on the third 
floor working to confine the flames to 
the floor above them. He saw the 
roof start to buckle, and ordered all 
men out of the building.

Some of them stepped onto an 
adjoining building, but several 
elected to go down the fire escape. 
The battalion chief said he believed 
a gas pocket had formed, as the 
wall was pushed out when the roof 
collapsed. Some of the firemen, he 
said, were thrown clear of the falling 
wall by the force of the explosion, 
but he estimated that about half a 
dozen had fallen back into the blaz­
ing building. Battalion Chief Kerr, 
at first reported missing, was later 
located in a hospital with a fractured 
skull and both legs broken.

The ruins are being searched for 
other bodies, and Fire Chief Buckley, 
who made the announcement that 
eight are dead, said that several 
other bodies possibly may be found 
in the ruins. Hook and ladded truck 
No. 12 composed of five men, the first 
to respond to the alarm was reported 
to have been entirely wiped out by 
the accident.
