ANOTHER SPANISH CRISIS.
" Madrid, Dec. 31.—Rumors of a cabi­
net crisis increases. Senor Sagasta, 
former premier, who has finally brok­
en silence, declares that a change of 
ministry is inevitable on account of 
the differences in the cabinet itself, as 
well as in the ranks of its supporters.

CHINESE INDEMNITY QUESTION.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 31.—There have 
been no negotiations regarding the ar­
bitration of the China indemnities be­
tween the United States and Russia, 
which first proposed arbitration, and 
the raising of this question, it is un­
derstood, will not be regarded as 
timely until the negotiations in Pekin 
have proceeded further. It is believ­
ed, however, that Russia is still in­
clined to support the arbitration pro­
posal.
BOUGHT THE CARRARA QUARRY.

London, Dec. 31.—It is stated that 
Senator Proctor, of Vermont, has 
bought the famous Carrara quarries 
of Italy, thus securing, with his Ver­
mont holdings, control of the bulk of 
the world’s output of statuary and 
building marble. The sum paid was 
about $10,000,000.

NOTES BY CABLE.
The anti-ministerial press of Paris 

makes much capital out of the Pope’s 
letter, received by Cardinal Richard, 
Archbishop of Paris, -expressing- sor­
row at the dangers threatening reli­
gious orders in France. The Gaulois 
says it foresees a rupture between 
the Vatican and the Elysee, and de­
clares that the ministerialists are de­
lighted with the prospect. La Ré­
publique expresses the fear that Ger­
many and Austria will be Oble to re­
place French influence in the far east 
if the law of associations is passed.

Save the limitless tomb of oblivion.”
