The Chief Justice remarked that after 
hearing what the Chief of Police had to 
say, he was not at all sure that the par­
ents deserved the consideration the 
Court had just expressed for them. It 
might be hard for parents to place their 
children under discipline, but unless 
they did so the results were apt to be 
bad". Roskamp and Medina had gone a 
step further than the others. It

It may be mentioned that the Chief 
Justice made hie remarks for the benefit 
of the five other lads as well as the pris­
oners.
