Washington, April 21.—An unexpected
delay has occurred in the negotiations
towards an Alaska boundary modus vi-
vendi which makes the future of the pro-
posal quite problematical. Extended
conferences on the subject were held to-
day, the result being far from encourag-
ing.

The principal difficulty arises from
dealing with Ottawa as well as London,
this dual negotidtion cuusing great delay
and complications.

At the outset the United States pro-
osed a modus with a temporary
line along certain peaks.

ITALY’S FRIENDSHIP.

Voiced by King H_u;bert on Board a
British Battleship.

Sasseri, Island of Sardinia, April 22.—
After the King and Queen of Italy, on
board the Savoia, had reviewed the
fleets, - the ceremony taking place at
Arnoi, the northeast coast of the island
they boarded the British battleship Ma-
jestic, the crews of the whole fleet cheer-
ing and each ship thundering a salute.
A luncheon followed. Replying to a
toast offered by Admiral Rawson, ng
Humbert said he recalled his previous
visits to British fleets, forming memories
so grateful and flattering to himself and
to the Italian navy. He also spoke of
the numerous instances of sympathy
shown by the British dynasty, nation
and navy. “It is,” he continued, “these
traditional memories of long standing
which explain how your wish to see the
British and Italian flags floating side by
side in the interest of peace, is always
met on our side with the same senti-
ments of deep and sincere friendship.”
After complimenting Admiral Rawson
on his “superb squadron,” King Hum-
bert concluded his remarks by saying:
“I drink to the health of the much loved
Queen of England, to the prosperity of
the British nation, and to the glory of its
navy.”

Madrid, April 22.—At to-day’s cabinet

EVERLASTING PEACE
NOT ANY NEARER.

Even the Czar Has Lost His
lllusion—Conference
Results.

By Associated Press,

London, April 22.—Acording to advices
from excelelnt authority, not even the
most . sanguine of those concerned now
expect any substan;ia.l progress to be
made at the coming peace congress to-
wards either disarmament or even a sus-
pension of armaments.

The Czar himself and his entourage
are reported to have lost their illusions
on the subject and it is said that the pro-
ceedings treating of military and naval
questio:_:s_‘ will be confined ‘to the merést
generalities.  None of the decisions will
be binding, and even in the matter of in-
ternatxonal. arbitration, if anything is
agreed to, it will not be absolutely obli-
gatory.

The British newspapers this week have
warmly taken up the question of Em-
peror William’s choice of Professor von
Stengel as German delegate to the con-
ference: It is pointed out, that, judging
from his writings, he is a declared ad-
vocate of war, and not of peace. There-
fore the papers here confess themselves
as bemg nonplussed at his selection and
declare it is hardly possible the German
Emperor can desire the success of the
conference if he maintains his nomina-
tion.

Extracts from Prof. won Stengel’s
pamphlet, “Derewige Friede” (Everlast-
ing Peace)) have been produced. Some

of his references to America are decided-
ly interesting.
