J. R. Rucker, business 
asrer for the medical syndicate, and the 
Japanese office boy, fled at the first 
shot and escaped. Akey was shot three 
times in the right eye, in the mouth end 
just below the heart, Susklnd was shot 
in the head and abdomen. Anderson shot 
himself once, through thé brain.
