Pure limo wator, even 
though pretty closely corked, soon 
deteriorates by carbonic acid in the 
air, which unites with the lime and 
settles as an insoluble carbonate. To 
have it always ready and good, and 
at no cost, put into a tall pint or 
quart glass bottle, of any kind, a gill 
or 80 of good lime just slaked with 
wator. Then fill the bottle nearly 
full of rain or other pure water, and 
let it stand quietly, corking well. 
The lime will settle, leaving clear 
limo water at the top. Pour off gently 
as wanted, adding more water as 
needed. Some carbonic acid will 
enter, but the carbonate will settle, 
often upon the sides of the bottle 
and freshly saturated water remain.
