_ here, a small part of this district is covered
by rocks of the Devonian and. lower carbo-
niferona periods. The eoil lying on the fel-
#itio rocks and crystaling slates is usually

" thin_and. poor;.the valleys-of streams and | Macken

shorea of rivers frequently, however, form an
excoptiun sod better land than one would ex-
pect to-fiad ia frequently met with. Rocks,
after earboniferous period, occupy about one-
third -of the area of the Province, they are
usually of the millstone grit division, though
in ‘the  Grand Lake district. and in some
other parts, the middle carboniferous rocks
cover an area of a hundred or more square
miles. In Kings, York, Northumberland,
and some other counties, there are exposures
of lower: carboniferous rocks; as these usu-

. ally abound with carbonate of lime and gyp-
 sum, the soil covering them is generally of
excellent quality.

North of the millstone grit we also meet &
parrow belt of lower earboniferous rocke,
which extend across the Province to the
mouth of the Nepisiquit ; this again is said to
rest upon rocks of lower silurian age, which
in their turn repese on what is usually con-
sidered to be intrusive granite ; the southern
side of this is- covered by boulders derived
from its comprising s district about ten miles
wide by one hundred in length ; forming a
country worthless for sgricultural purposes,
but whieh nevertheless supports the highest
growth of sprace to be found in the Province.
North of the granite we find, at least in some
places, a narrow belt of lower silurian rocks,
while there are also several exposures of lower
carboniferous ones. Upper silurian rocks ex-
tend from below Woodstdck to a point & num-

. ber of miles north of the Grand Falls. The
slates, copstituting a large portion of these
are friable and essily decomposed ; they are
also rich in lime and form afertile soil. The
excellent farming distncts of Jacksonville,
Contreville, &e., are situated on these rocks,
which cross thie St. John sud Rastigouche
rivers, ganstituting by far the largest tract of
good farming land in New Brunswick, the
greater part of- it is still cevered by the ori-

- Thé ave two kinds of alfuvium in the Pro-
vince, the freshwater and the marine, both
exceedingly fertile. The first of these, com-
posed of the particles of rocks detached by
the frost, heat, and moisture which cause
tapid disintegration, are carried downwards
by the rains, and transported by the floods in
early spring, glong the valleys and river sides
where being‘deposited, they form the fertile
intervales that border nearly every river in
New. Brunswick. The marine allavigme are
¢rried inwards by the rapid tides of the Bay
of Fundy, and spread along its estusries,
where in the course of time, they become
grass-bearing marshes, and being rescued
from the sea by embankments, finslly pro-
duce clover and wheat, These *dyked
marshes” as they are termed, possess extra-
ordinary and enduring fertility, and exist ex-
tensively in the Counties of ‘Westmorland
snd Albert, near the head of the Bay of
Fundy, where the tides rise to the height of
fifty feet and upwards.

Prof. J. W. F. Johnson, F. R. 8, says of
some of these formations:—The coal mea-
sures, the clay statee, the level silurian rocks,
the granites and the traps are not generally
speaking of a kind to give rise to soils of a
fertile character, and these formations cover
a large portion of the Province. The upper
silurian and red sandstone formations on
the other hand, promise much agricultaral
capability, and soils prolific in ‘corn, and they
also extend over a very considerable area.

The License Aot Inspector.

The Inspector appointed by the Board of
Commissioners under the Liquor License Act
of 1888 holds a very impertant and responsi-
ble position ; his powers are large, and upon
bim, to a very great extent, depends the
successful administration of the law. He is
the secretary-treasurer of the Board and all
moneys payable to the Board pass through
his hands ; he has power, for the purpose of
preventing or detecting any violations of the
provisions of the Act, to emter any place
where liquors are sold, or are reputed to be
sold, and make search for illegally kept liquors
as he may see fit ; if admitance be refused,
he may, on oath, procure a warrant to force
s entrance and seize and remove any liquor
0 illegally beld ; on conviction of the offan-
der before & magistrate, he may, under order
from the magistrate, destroy any part of the
whole of the liguor so illegally kept ; snd he
shall prosecute whenever he bas reason to be-
liove that the Act bas been violated. Nothing
in the Act is intended to 1mpair any of the
provisions of ths Canada Temperance Act;
the Board of Commissioners and Inspsctor
are empowered to exercise all the duties
prescribed, as above set forth, for preventing
the sale, or disposal of, or traffic in liquor
contrary to the Act of 1878 in counties where
it is in force ; and the several provisions of
the Licenss Agt shall have full force and

.effect in every such County, except tn so far

as such provisions relate to granting licenscs
for the sale of b'?uorby retail,

Engineer Taylor’s Dismissal.

The City Oouncil, have for the present,
got out of the difficuity at the Water Works
engine house, but in & very unpopular way.
The Water Committee investigated the
charges preferred by Macintyre, against Tay-
lor, and found them frivolous charges. They
could mot recommend any particular course
to the Council, to whom they referred the
matter back. The Council then without any
definite information that Mr, Taylor was in-
competent, or had done anything wrong, dis-
missed bhim from his position, although it
was asserted by those who were in a position
to know, that Mr. Taylor can, and has dis-
charzed his duties in a most satisfactory man-
ner. We admit the Council were placed in
a diffienlt position, but we cannot see how in
justice they reached the conclusion they did.

The Mayor in giving the casting vote, ex-
plained that he did so from precedent ; that
Mr. Macintyre, as the principal and first ap-
pointed, should bave the first consideration,
but we bardly think these grounds tenable
under the circumstances. Both Macintyre
and Taylor were responsible, we understand,
for the difficulties between them, and there-
fore both came before the Council on an
equal footing. 1f Macintyre had been able
to prove to the Committee any insubordins-
tion or neglect of duty on Taylor's part, then
the Mayor's principle might have held good,
but both men being to blame, we contend en-
tirely altered the cirgumstances and placed
them, as we have said, on an equal footing
before the Conncil when their names came
to be voted on for the position of Engineer,
The testimony on the spot, was that both
men are competent to discharge the duties
of Engineer, and in this regard too, their
claims were equal.

The financial question mnext, perhape,
should have had consideration in influencing
the vote of the Oouncil, especially as our
new rulers went into office to carefully guard
the civic finances and economize wherever
economy would not trench upon the efficiency
of the public service. Macintyre’s offer to
the Council was to discharge the duties of
principal Eogineer and provide an assistant
for $1,400 per snnumn ; Taylor was willing
to undertake the same for $1,200. Here
then the Oouncil could bave effected an an-
pual saviog of $200 without impairing the
efficiency of the service.

Bat there were other reasons why Mr.
Taylor should have had the preference under
the circamstances. He has long been identi-
fied with the fire service of the city, and on
very many occasions has rendered good eer-
vice. He is a citizen, has paid taxes, and
conducted himself honorably, during his

whole life; We do not take much stock in
sentimental reasons in such mattere, but un-
der the circumstances all other things being
equal, we say these considerations too.
should have weight in guiding the Council
to a conclusion of the difficulty that present-
ed itself to them.

However, the Council will bave an oppor-
tunity on the Ist of May to consider the
question again, and we feel quite sure that
the force of public opinion which is very
strongly in Taylor's favor, will compel them
80 do him justice. We haye nothing sgainst
Mr. Macintyre, who we doubt not is a worthy
man, but as a matter of right, we have felt it

.| our duty to espouse Mr. Taylor's cause, for

the reason that we consider that he as a
citizen, and a man, has been very shabbily
treated.

The late Major Rainsford-Hannay.

We find in the Kircadbrightshire Adver-
tiser of Jan, 25th, the following reference to
the death of this distinguished gentleman,
who was a son of the late Thomas, Bartlett,
and Bradshaw Raineford. and nephew of
Mrs. Wetmore, mother of Judge Wetmore
and Mre, Winslow, mother of Mr. E. Byron
Winslow, of this city.

“It is'with deep regret that we announce
this morning the death of: Msjor Rainsford-
Hannay, which event took place at his resi-
dence, Kirkdale Ilonse, on Monday evening,
sbout ten o'clock. He was in his usual
health till within a few days ago, when he
took suddenly ill, and medical advice was
summoned. On Saturday he underwent an
operation, which was considered sucreseful,
and hopes were then entertained of his re-
covery, but unfaverable symptoms speedily
supervened, to which he in a short time suc-
cumbed. Major Raineford-Hannay succeed-
od to the entailed estate of Kirkdale on the
death of his brother William, and was in the
East India Company’s service for twenty-
five years. His father was a Oaptain in the
British army, and after the battle of Water-
loo, Napoleon being sent to St. Helena, he
was in charge of the military on the island,
and several of the family were born there.

was a Oommissioner of Supply, a
Justice of the Peace, and a member of the
Police Committee of the Stewartry, and also
[ the chair of Kirkmabreck School
Board. He took an active iuterest in all
matters connected with the county, more
particularly in the Oreebridge district. De-
ceased was a rare type of the real old Eng-
lish gentleman, of commanding mien and
noble presence, condescending, kind, and
coartaous to his dependents, in whose wel-
fare he took a warm intereet. He had a gen-
tle manner aad s genial disposition, was an
affable and considerate landlord, revered, be-
loved and respected by his tenants, and all
with whom bhe came in contact.

One
of his daughters is married to Dr. Cameron
Lees, of St. Giles’ Cathedral, Edinburgh, and
the second daughter is resident at Kirkdale.,
The remains of deceased were interred to-
dav in the family tomb, in the quiet, retired,
picturesque. and ancient cburchyard of Kirk-
dale, near the grave of King Galdus, on the
farm of Oairnholly, when many a sigh will
be heaved and many a tear shed by the
dwellers in and around the beautiful vale of
Kirkdale, for one whose like * we ne’er may
see again,”

A Canal to Unite two Seas.

According to the Miktarsche Nachrichten,
the works for the conetruction of & canal
which will unite the Baltic with the North
Sea are on the point of being taken in band.
The canal will commencs st a point between
Bruosbuttel and 8t. -Margarethen, on the
Elbe, will pass Rindeburg, and end at the
Bay of Kiel, near Haltenau, south of the
grest fortifications of Friedrichfort, The
length will ba 97 kilometres ; the canal will
bave a depth of nine metres at low water,
and be 100 metres wide. The largest ship
will be able to paes at all hours of the tide in
both directions. The canal being entirely
under the control of Germary, her men-of-
war will be able to avoid the perilous pass-
age of the Belt, which Denmark is at present
able to impede by ber coast batteries and by
torpedoes. When the Baltic is frozen over
the ships can be utilized in the North Sca.
Merchants vessels will gladly avail them-
seives of the canal io order to avoid the long
tour round the Kattegat, and the dues paid
by them are expected to cover the cost of
lb; construction of the canal.— London Stand-
ard.

An Eoglish paper says that penal servitude
is, as now carried out in England, a very
dreadful punishment indeed. From th
the convict is carried away in the prison van,
and on his arrival at the jail the heavy gates
are shut too, with a horrible sound, bekind
him. He ie thrust into a narrow cell, there
to remain without companionship for nine
months. Scarcely ever hearing a human
voice,save the warder's fed on coarse food,
his fate is sealed for thirty-six weeks, and
after that he will probably be sent to another
establishment where the discipline is less
severe. The nine months solitary confine-
ment of a five years’ convict is hard te bear.
About five feet from the floor is a peep-hole.
The warden can look in at any moment, and
the dread of this constant supervision induces
in sensitive prisoners nervous anxiety. in
such cases the most severe part of the punish-
ment inflicted on them. The porg:d of
solitary confinement at an end, they are
allowed to work in gangs, under a strict and
purposely vexatious discipline.
