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Now thut the pnnkhmont of Riel has

become a historical fact, as The World all
along predioted it would, certain reﬂootlom
arise in minds ‘which have followed the
ocage throughout without party bias, That
the unhappy man richly merited the fate
that has overtaken him jis not open to
debate, The only reasonable palliative
that could be offered by his friends for his
condugt was his alleged insanity, which they
never discavered nntil after he had out-
raged every law binding upon a good
citizen, If Riel was sane enough to plan
a rebellion that had for its purpose the
establishment of a church and a kingdom,
in which he was to fill the dual role of
high priest and king—if he was sane
enough to sway and lead, not only the
Moetis but the dissatisfiled white settlers of
the Saskatchewan—he was plenty sane
enough to bear the consequences of his
acts, Undonbtedly he was a crank, so
far as selfishness and vanity—egotism—
wen$, but there are such’'men walking
our streets to day without let or hin-
drance. It would be deemed an outrage to
lock them up, and it would be outrageous
to condong & crime committed by one of
them simply because he is a orank, If
anybody beside himeelf was to' blame for
the fate which overtook Riel, his friends
and admirers were. If the man was mad,
as they now allege, they were cmlpable in
fanning the flames of his madness by obe-
dlence and flattery,  He was not the first
man Jured to his ruin by the fond folly of
friends and the seduactive encouragement
of designing knaves with » purpose fo
serve,

While we say plainly thas those
French Canadians who have Iden~
tified  themselves with Riel and
his canmse advertise shemselyes as

_ unreasoning and unintelligent slaves of
prejudioe, as men mot fit to be entrusted
with any positien requiring breadth of
view and fitmness of touch, we can under-
stand and exopse thcm. when we can
neither understand por expuse those Eng-
lish speaking politicians who are trying to
ride into power on Riel's hearse, as they
upon a previous occasion stepped into It
over Scott’s body, The Globe’s man~
ner throughout this whole business
has been shockingly - indecent, and
its indecemcy has beem only too
closely copied by & number of its
lieutenants, - In eéxeorable rhyme, and
only less execrable prose, it appealed day
after day to the feelings of Orangeman
and habitant in turn, It made no
straightforward demand for either justice
or meroy, It contemplated = situation
full of pain te all good citizens with an
ill-concealed glee that was almost diaboli-
cal, and with » beartless disregard for
everything except party advantage that
was positively shocking. A party organ
that knows no higher ‘art than the con=
struction of a ‘policy out of the bones of
slaughtered volupteers and executed
criminals must in the long run prove
more -dangerous to ite friends than to its
enemies,

The subject is one that affords but very
little room for satisfagtory afterthought to
any Canadian who loves bis country, but
The World has at least the satisfaction of
knowing that it has refrained throughout
from appealing to the passions and preju-
dices of any portion, Profoundly ocon
vinced that justice demanded that the law
should take its course, The World said as
much without ambiguity, but without
unneceseary warmth. We have therefore
nothing to upsay upon the subject.

Nevertheless, as the ques-
tions have come to us we shall endeavor to
answer them to the best of our knowledge

As to soup: we have seen it eaten with
iron spoone, silver spoons and horn spoons,
and ooccasionally ont of a ladle. Some
drink it out of a bowl; but up at the resi-
dence of University college where the Dean
pays great attention to these matters, the
rule is thus laid down with mathematical
preoision in his little primer on the “Geo~
metrical aspects of Supping” :

In eating soup use a soup-spoon: hold it as
! near the end of the handle as possiblé with the
“shumb on top; fill the bowl by a sweep from
you and atthe far side; then carry it to the
mough. the bowl and handle being a continu-
ation of the right and horizontal line formed
. by the centre of the forearm : when the
mouth is peached gently tip the ' bowl of
the spoen toward you, always putting the lips
to the bowl where it ig widest and near whero
itjoins the handle. Yeou thusfill the bowl au
the euterside and tip' its contents into the
mouth on the inner. Nevér draw the contents
into the mouth by suction,

As there are no preserves, jellies, or pie
on the bill of fare at the residence, we have
uo light on the subject in the Dean’s
interesting book, Tarts were removed
from the curriculum some years ago.

At the ladies’ boarding schools, however,
where much attention is paid to the ameni-
ties of the table, pie is eaten in large
quantities and always with a fork, except
when some enterprising mies has smuoggled
one in from the cook or the bake shop.
Then it is despatohed in the secrecy of her
room with the assistance of her mates and
without the assistance of the fork, “A
spoon does not adapt itself to pie,” as St,
Jerome has it. As for tarts, if our corres-
pondent must eat them, let them be eaten
with discretion. It is an idle effort to
tackle preserves or jelly with a knife—a
dessert spoon has the sanction of the first
families,

Charitable Sisterhoods.
