The history and
constructiow’of that piece of pavement pro-
wide an opject lesson, that should not be lost
sight of /by Mr. Jennings and the council.
Again, is it certain that cedar blocks have
had- a fair trial bere? The actual blocks
whare the surface has remained level have
ghown -little sign of wear. Inequalities
must of course render the blocks at the edge
of depressions liable to abnormal abrasion.
But there should be no depressions, and where
they occur a peripateti crepairing cart should
be-on the spot next day. Why is the piece
of road at the corner of Torgnto and King-
streets still so good after twenty years or
more use! Simply because money was spent
on the foundation, as on the 'qid Roman
yoads of England. It might be well to try
the effect of laying cedar blocks on a per-
fectly constructed floor, instead of on a
loose sand-bed, before utferly discard-
ing them from business streets. To-
