his attempt to produce those products for a
market which sbould be reasonably well as-
sured to him, Well, sir, the protection on
these products to the farmer was increased
in 1880.90 the result of which has been as
follows:
An-Increased Market,

In 1888-89 the imports of these articles
smounted to 81,131,746 pounds, and in 1889-
90 to 83,112,701 pounds. Toben came the leg-
islation and in the succeeding year, 1890-91
the imports fell to 17,500,404 unds, and in
1892 to 12,000,000 vounds, and in 189293 to
699,000 pounds. T'uat is fn 1889-90 this coun-
try afforded a market for these products
from the United <Stat:s to the value
of $1,734225, but in 1802 under
tbe increased protection that had been
reduced to a market for only $452,312 worth.
Well, sir, if that shows, as it dves show, in-
disputably that the farmers bave been get-
ting the whole of the market of Canada,
that they bave risen to the height of the de-
mands for the consumption in this country
aud that they have been able to avail
themselves of this, their legitimate market,
on account of the protection given to these
products they have had just that much more
market for them, But snother cousequence
Las taken place—the production of those
articles has been stimulated. The fact that
the farmer finds a bome market for what be
produces gives bim the basisof a stock-in-
trade on which to work, snd be works on
that and enlarges it, and looks to the foreign
market fof the disposal of bis surplus pro-
duet,

Where the Farmer Has Galned,

The farmer bas benefited in two ways. He
bas bad the control of the market, which is
properly his own in this country, and he bas
displaced through the aid that protection has
given bim the products that formeriy came
iu from the United States, and in couse-
quence of that better position bhe has gone
iuto the cultivation of these products more
inzgely, and sent the surplus to Great Bri-
tain and o the United Stutes, notably Great
Britain, until last year the export reached
the very large sum of £40,235,000. In this
respect, the National Policy has benefited the
farmer. It hbas done more, It bhas
provided experimental farms at s very
geuerous cost from tbe treasury. Experi-
men's bave been made,bulletins issued. Com-
petent teachers have gone throughout tbe
country giving results of their operations
aud experiments, teaching the people in their
assemblies and iostit the el tsry
principles and the newest results of science
and the best busivess methods in the produc-
tion of their various producis, At a great
cost this bas been done, and further, ut a
great cost this country has for the last 14
years provided trausport for the farwers
products going out and for the articles they

which goes into every corner uf the country
and which for excellence and cbeapuess Is
uot surpassed by that of any other country
in the world,

These are two or three considerations
whieh, I think, make foy assertion good that
the farmers iuterests have pot been neglec:-
ed by the Goverument heretofore and sup-
port my assertion tbat 1o the revision of the
tariff bis iuterests will be found not to have
been neglrcted again, .

On tobaccos and on spirituous liquors we
have made no change whatever. I come
next to the item of agricuitural products,the
second class of the schedule, From the re-
marks which I have wmade it will be seen that
it is not the policy of the Government to des
crease in any material degree the protection
at present afforded to the agricuitural in-
terests of the country.

THEIR GOODS OUT OF BOND.

Phenomenal Clearances Yesterday by Mer-
chants on Account of the Expected

above the average.”

A wholesale grocer said that a good
many teas had been cleared in expectation
of a duty.

Mr, Whitney Points Ous That the Present
Plan of Numbered Hallot Papers is
Used to l‘gué«loully Intimidate Voters
Since a Man’s Vote Oan he Followed
Up on the Records,

In the Ontario Legislature yesterdsy Mr’
Whitney moved,seconded by Mr. Wi'lough-
by, an amendment Lo the following effect:
That in the opinion of the House, in order
to obtain a fres expression of the popular
will, the use of the naumbered ballot paper
shall be discontinued, and that the elections
of members of the Legislative Assembly
shall be made by secret balloz.

He believed that votes under the present
system had been traced, and it had
been stated in the House that in one
instance the returningeofficer had done so.

The secret ballot was ased in Dominion
elections in the other provinces in our
municipal elections, in many States of the
Union ~and in many parts of Europe, and
there was no valid and fair argument for
the existing practice here. And no mem-
ber of the House could honestly deny thav
the fact that a man’s vote could be followed
up on the records, was used constanily at
the polls in such & manner as practically
intimidate voters. It was no fair argu-
ment. merely to cite English precedent;
many other features of legislation which
would be considered abuses here, could be
similarly justified. With regard to person-
ation, the necessary proof did not require
that the tracing up of the balloy should be
possible,

Sir Oliver Mowat replied. He admitted
the advantages of secrecy, but argued that
‘the systems,of which that was a distinctive
feature, led to other abuses, such as ballot-
stuffing, while at the same time the
secrecy was not absolnte, A system afford-
ing serloct secrecy had not yet been de-
vised,

“Keep thy heart with all diligence, for out
of it are the issues of life.” *The only
object ot education is to develop human
nature. The heart is only a smull,8 oz.organ,
but it constitutes the centre of all human
thought and action.” The speaker strongly
favored anythingin the way of exciting,
but harmless, amusements for coliege boys.
He regreited the growth of what he termed
the “rocking-chair motion” smong Ameri-
cans, and condemned 1n strongest terms the
light, trashy, frivolous music that is intro-
