WATFORD NOMINATIONS

Largo, Harmonious Moating of Rate­
payer* Monday Night.

The nomination mec tic g in the Music 
Hall on Monday night was well attend­
ed and was one of the quietest and abort- 
eat in thehiatoryofthetown. Everything 
was harmoniouiand no one seemed to be 
in the least worried about - the manage­
ment of the affaire of the town and seem­
ed satisfied that the Connell of 1919 had 
done their beat. Mr. W. S. Fuller, town 
clerk, presided at the nomination end 
also at the after meeting and supplied 
many explanations that seemed necessary 
from the remarks of some of the nom­
inees.

At the expiration of the time set apart 
to receive nominations Mr. Fuller called 
upon Mr. D. Watt, secretary of the Board 
of Education to read a statement of 
school finances which showed the total 
receipts for public school purposes to be 
*4799.87 and the disbursements $4799,21, 
leaving a credit balance of sixty-six cents.
The High School account showed that 
$8110.67 had.been received and $7730 77- 
expended, leaving a cash balance of 
$363.80. Against this credit balance 
outstanding accounts passed but not yet 
paid amounted to $199.26.

Mr. C. W. Vail was then called on.
He stated that the cost of the schools was, 
like everything else, unvoidably in­
creasing. The Board had advertised for 
a teacher also a janitor and had to pay 
increased salary in each case. He wished 
to withdraw his name trom the list of 
nominees. —sj _/

Mr. E. D. Swift said the report read by 
the Secretary went into detail. The ex­
penditures had been kept down as much 
as possible. He referred to the Wire 
Works and thought every effort should 
tfe made to do everything possible for 
Jtne firm.

Reeve Johnston said that at previous 
nomination Mr. Fitzgerald stated that 
the 1918 council left a balance on hand 
of $2000, while the auditor’s report snow­
ed only $693.78, out of this there was an 
amount of $523 for coal purchased in 
1918 and other accounts to pay, which 
when deducted left a balance of only 
$57.41 instead of two thousand. At the 
present time all accounts were provided 
for and there was a balance on hand of 
$1756.04, and uncollected taxes $413.25, 
making a balance to start the year 1920 
of $2169.29 and no accounts due until 
Jan. 31st. The Council had to pay high­
er prices for all work done and the 
schools had cost more but he considered 
they should be keot as up-to-date as 
possible.
