“The practical result of the accept.
ance of this infamous doctrine would
be, of course, to make every election a
fizght not over the policy or principles
which should be carried out by the
Government, but a mere fight for office
— the voters counting for little as com-
pared with the oflice seekers, whose
selfish and conscienceless exertions
would be more than redoubled. It
would tend to degrade not only our
civil service but our whole political
life: it would disgust good men with
polities, would lead some inditterently
good men to lower levels, and it would
attract to politics a lot of the loose and
jile who are unable or unwilling to
make a living by honest, independent
work. The work of the Government
offices would be badly done, for the
employees would regard their oftices
merely as a reward for political services
whereby they had amply earned them,
and would not feel that they owed
any really good service for the salaries
paid them. Such a practice would cre-
ate an army of professional office-
holders on each side of politics who
weuld be a curse to the country."

In the United States this policy
of changing office holders is a recogniz-
ed principle, and Government employ~
ees are expected to contribute a cer-
tain per cent of their salary towarde
rasing an election fund.  The evils of
such a eystem are only too apparent,
and it is to be hoped it may
never hecome general in this country.
We are glad that an influential paper
like the Montreal Wiiness has taken up
the cudgels.

— Whatever the United States of
America may cleim in the way of
civilization and progress, they cannot
claim much credit for their treatmient
of the Indians that are under their
jurisdiction. The course pursued by

- our republican neighbors has received
the severe condemnation mot only of
the Canadian and English press, but
many of the leading Amerioan news-
papers have censured, in no measured
terms, the manner in which the Indian
question has been treated by Congress.
The system of management may bea
good one on paper and no doubt would
be effective if faithfully carried out;
but, however that may be, there is con
stant trouble emong United States
Indian authorities and their charges.
The latest piece of injustice is the tak
ing away the reservation in Dakota,
known as the Turtle Mountains, by the
Indian secretary of the Interior.
Squatters and claim-bunters rushed in
on the instant the decision of the
Department wes made known, and as a
patural congequence the Indians have
wurned off the intruders and are on
the war-path. Small blame to them,
we say. They ere fighting for their
homes and their rights. Why cannot
the United States take pattern from
us ? Our Indians are penceable, and to
a large extent, law-abiding, and it is
simply because their rights as the
original possessors of .the soil have
been to some extent regarded. The
Indian race is doomed, there can be no
doubt of that, and if left to -themselves
it iz only a malter of time when they
will become totally extinct. Such
being the case, it seems only fair that
they should at least have a corner set
apart for their exclusive habitation, in
the land where they were once the sole
possessors.

— The .following is taken from the
Michigan State Horticultural Society’s
Report for 1881, It is really refreshing
to run across an item that conlains so
much within so little space as we find
in this one from the well known Horti-
culturist M. G. Cowing—

Tree peddlers still perambulate this
region for the purpose of selling Rus-
gian apple trees which, according to
the representation, bear fruit every
year without regard to weather and in
every other respeoct are infinitely
better than ordinary varieties. Now,
the truth is, of all the varieties ever
brought -to this' country only two or
three, Yellow Transparent, Tetofski,
and Duchess of Oldenburg—have prov-
ed sufficiently valuable to warrant their
general introduction into our orchards;
and these in no respeot are superior to
many of our native varieties. It is
probable that we have nol a first-class
winter apple of Russian origin. Several
vears-ago the Department of Agricul-
ture received a large lot of apple grafts
from Russia, which are distributed
throughout the country. If any of
these grafts have produced fruit of ex-
traordinary merit, the fact has not been
generally published.

Russian apples, tree roses, high bush
strawberries, Utah hybrid cherries and
cotton wood sprouts, labeled * Souve-
nir du Congress Pears,’” belong toa
class of fruits and flowers which yield
more pleasure in the pursuit than in
the possession, and the trafic in such
trash will cease when planters generally
read some first-class journal devoted to
horticulture and the valuable _reports
of our State Horticultural Society.

N. B.—Representatives of reliable
and responsible nursery firms are not
tree peddlers.

— The army worm is near this town
—being in fact in the Messenger
Marsh—and also jreported in a wheat
field and in the marshes on the south
side of the river between Paradise and
here. Considerable damage has been
done to the hay crop of the marshes,
a large quantity in the vicinity of
Round Hill being destroyed, and we
hear a rumor of one farmer in Lower
Granville : who lost nearly thirty acres
of grass. Where these worms came
from and how they reached here no
one knows. They appear in the most
unexpected localities, and farmers are
becoming very much -troubled about
their crops. The worms eat the heads
off the. stalk, leaving the remainder
standing which, if not cut immediately,
becomaes so stiff and wiry as to defy the
scythe. Various plans have been adopt-
ed to check the progress of the worms,
but the most effective is to dig a long
wide ditch with perpendicular sides
right in the path of the worms, and as
they fall in burn them up with straw
and brush or other combustibles; tar
is often used with good effect. Our
farmers should make the most strenu-
ous exertions to rid the country of
these pests this year if possible, other-
wise the lookout will be blue for next
season.

— Mr. John A. Brown has purchased
the Morton Mill property a% Lawrence-
town, and begun a general milling
business, including thrashing and stave
machines, rotary saw and grist mill,
intending to add whatever machinery
may be required. The threshing ma-
chine will be ready for operations in
about a fortnight and the grist mill to
be in running order for this season’s
work, which is already ordered from
the Brantford Waterous Co., Ontario.

We wish the greatest success to all
such enterprises. One man offered
$20 when the purchase was made, and
has since sent word that the cash or
work was ready. Several others have
since oftered equal or larger amounts.

We are informed that it is entirely a
mistake as regards the salmon passing
over this dam. Our informant says
that he and several other persons have
frequently seen them passing over the
rolling dam that is where the plank
dam slopes each way, which is higher
than the first way. In fact the last
three or four years about the fishway it
is considerable lower than before.

Mr. Brown informs us that he in-

tends repairing the dam this week, and
wishes the proper authorities to look
after the fish way.

— We have not heard anything fur-
ther in reference to the potato bug as
far as this County is concerned, but as
it is reported in various places in this
Province and Now Brunswick, we may
expect a general visit. Those who use
Puria Green or London Purple must
not forget that these substances are
poisonous and 1o be careful that in us-
ing them on the vines that none of it
gets on fruits, lettuce, salad, etc. The St.
John News has the following which may
be of service next year if not thisj:—

Paris green, London purple, or what-
ever agent is used for the destruction
of the vermin, should be applied to the
plants as soon as they are from four to
six inches out of the ground. The
general way has been, to wait till there
is a large branching plant covered with
clusters of the bugs, before going Lo
the drug store and procuring the poi:
son, wheress, by the method indicated
above, the pest braod are destroyed,
and afterwards, by moderate care, they
can be kept under. The writer went
over a ten aore field last summer,which
had been treated in :this manner and
the bugs were very scarce, and the
plants healthy, while only a few farms
away nothing but bare stalks could be
seen, Prompt aoction early in the sea-
son save time, trouble, poison, and
(what is of the most importaunce), pos
tatoes. Try it.

We hope that our request that all
information that any of our farmer
friends may be in possession of anent
the potato bug, either through reading
or experience, may be communicated
to us for general information.

It Beats Electricity.

NEW INVENTIONS TO UTILIZE THR BUN'S RAYS
TESTED AT WASHINGTON — THE PATENT
OFFICE BESIEGED BY APPLIOANTS.

Wasniaron, July 19.—A despatch to
the Chicago Herald says:—A fashionable
crazo bas seized hold of the citizens of the
District which bids fair to spread as. wide-
ly througbout the county as did the blue
glass ‘¢ fad'’ of several years ago. The
person primarily responsible for what pros
mises to be au infliction on the community
is a resident of the city and an inventor,
but the Washington Post has contributed
iargely toward popularizing that gentle.
man's discovery, and in converting the
young and the aged of both sexes and all
colours into experimenters, A few
ago it appears the Patent Offico
papers to a Mr. William Calver for a dis-
covery which, if it possesses all the merits
the patentee and the Post claim for it, will
be hailed with gratitude by both busy
mannfacturers and toiling housewives.
The invention is ro less than the produc-
tion of intense heat by peculiar arrange-
ment of mirrors. Meanwhile, ag the ordi-
nary looking-glase is common to every
dwelling, and the testing of Mr. Calver's
claim can go on without expense, the
city seems determined to judge of his
virtug of the discovery, In the Smith-
sonian grounds, near the Capital, and on
many of the avenues the tust has been
made by those who have bhad theiwr curi-
osity aroused concerning tho strength of
the sun's rays. In the negro quarter even
bits of broken mirror can bo seen gleam-
ing in the dusky bands of colored urchins,
who mischievously turn the focus full in
the face of thé passersby. What the
results of all these experiments may have
been bas not transpired, but it is evident
that society of all grades has caught a now
fangled idea which will, if it does nothing
else, afford it some amusement.

Mr. Calver, the gentleman who has so
distinguished himsclf, is a brother of Dr.
Calver, at 207 A street, North-west. Dr.
Cglver was born in England, but came to
this country when very young. For a
number of years he resided in New York.
He has been a citizen of the District for
upwards of ten years, and has during that
time been abset much in Arizona, looking
after his mining property. He has been
looking for a long time for some method
of working mines and reducing the ore by
a more cheap process than that in rogue.
By a happy chance, cqually as gingular as
that which befel Newton, he stumbled on
his discovery. The whole invention
simply consists of an arrangement where-
by the rays of the sun are rcflected from
any number of mirrors upon a common
focus. Happening to direct the light from
two ordinary looking glasses upon the
same surface ho noticed that the resultant
heat was about doubled. He proceeded
with his experiments, and succceded in
reducing wood to ashes and metal to a
liquid state by simply concentrating upon
them the reflected light of the sun from
twenty small mirrors with flat surfaces.
The princlple is an unexplainable one. 1t
has never hitherto been suspected that
lapping one ray of sunlight upon another
increased the heat. The model, patented
by Mr. Calver consists of a number of
small looking giasses, arranged in rows
upon a frame so fixed that they can be
converged upon any one point. A work-
ing model, of which he has a number, was
exbibited ‘to a reporter in the yard
in the rear of his resideace. Forty
innocent, guileloss looking, fifteen cent
framed mirrors, easch 3% inches by 5§ inch-
es, were arranged upon a frame propped
up liko an artist's easel, and bearing a
striking resemblance  thercto. Facing
the easel was the fragment of what was
once a barn door, also propped up, and
partly covered with a worn and faded
sheet of zinc that bore unmistakable evi-
dences of haring been burned through in
several places. It was but the work of a
minute to converge the forty mirrors upon
a space three and three-quarter inches by
five and . three-quarter iuches upon the
barn door, and then the revelations began,
As each mirror cast its quota of sunlight
upon the common store, the parallegram
of light grew whiter and more dazzling,
until at last it looked like a patch of
electrio light. But little patience was
required to await results., Tn less than
thirty seconds a thin, curling puff of smoke
gave evidence of the progress of the expe-
riment. In a minute the board was burst~
iog out in flames. The focus was then
shifted upon the zinc. Ina few moments
it began to turn color, and then shrink as
if anxious to get away where it was cooler,
and then in lcss than three minutes the
entire surface covered by tho focus was
literally melting, drop by drop. To melt
zine requires a temperature of over- 200
degrees of Fahrenheit.

The most wonderful feature about the
whole thing is the Lrilliancy of the light.
Each mirror adds not only heat, but light.
The forty mirrors produnced a light more
brilliant than an ordinary electric light,
A hand, beld so as to intercept the focus,
becomes as white as driven snow.
white handkerchief defies ordinary sight,
and conveys but an impression” of. beauti-
ful, impossible whiteness. 1t is as “hard
to look at as the sun itself.

The possibilities of Mr. Calver's inven-
tion are boundless. With a combined
square surface of twenty feet of mirrors,
lead melts quicker than thought, wood
bursts into a flame and is gone into ashes,
and iron melts in less than 20 minutes,
Each mirror adds so much to the heat and
light, and Mr: Calver has found by actual
experiment tbat a comparatively small
collection of mirrors, each one foot square,
will melt all known metals in a very few
moments. Hu has produced over 4,000
degrees of heat with his mirrors. By cal-
culation it is shown that 1,000 mirrors,
cach a foot square, will melt iron and st el
with the rapidity almost of thought.

throngh a cheesa. Mr. Calver's forty
mirrors boil water in less than no time.
An egg placed in the water is done hard
quicker than by fire. Meat and vegetables
are cooked in ten or fifteen minutes. A
half hour's sunshine any time between
9 a. m,and 7 p. m. in the summer will do
the cooking for an ordinary sized family
for & week if necessary. By the mirrors
engines can be run, wells dug, mines
worked, ore melted and refined, every
kind of cooking performed, and; in short,
there is no variety of industry in which
thoy cannot successfully compete with
mule power, stream or electricity.

There aro many curious things in con-
nection with Mr. Calver's discovery. More

winter than in summer, strange as it may
appear, for the earth is then over 3,000,000
wiles nearer the sun, Tbree thousand
degrees Fahrenheit decomposes water, and
this heat can be readily produced with the
largo mirrors, 1,000 of which, one foot
gquare, will run the largest engine in the
world, In the West the process of con-
centrating the sun’s rays will be of im-
mense benefit, Statistics show that thero
are over a million square miles of torri-
tory in the.United States where there is,
on an average, but one cloudy day in tho
month. All the rest are clear.
The heat produced by a thousand-foot-
square mirrors will do more work in fif-
teen minates than can be ordinarily done
a day, and a day’s steady work will out-
strip & week’s progress by other methods.
The heart mirrors will make ice as easily
as they will melt stecl, A fow large
sized ones will operate a machine large
enough to usher lnto existence 100 tons of
jce n day. It is the intention of the in-
ventor to vigorously protect his patent,
and to shortly begin the manufacture of
his mirror furnaces.

— A melancholy drowning accident
took place at Fredericton on Saturday
afternoon last, by which two ladies,
Mrs. John Babbitt and Miss Maggie
Chestnut, lost their lives. The latter
lady it appears started to go in bathing
with a young daughter ot Hon. A. F.
Randolph. They waded out some dis-
tance into the the river, when suddenly
they stepped off a shelving rock and
sank,—on rising to the surface Miss
Randolph came up so near to the rock
that she managed to scramble out of
danger, but Miss Chestnut rose too far
away to reach the rock again, as she
was unable to swim. Mrs. Babbitt, who
had been sitting on the bank watching
them, did not realize the danger the
girls were in at first; but as soon as she
did so, plunged iu to tbe rescue of Miss
Chestnut, and being unable to swim,
after a few minutes’ struggling they
both sank.

The little girl, immediately on reachs
ing the shore started for assistance,
and gave the alarm to a man who could
do nothing except go for further assis-
tance, a8 he could not swim. A num-
ber of men soon arrived from Spring-
hill and prepared with boats and grap
pling irons to recover the bodies. After
an hour's searching the body of Mrs.
Babbitt was recovered near where she
went down, the water not being more
than nine feet in depth at the spot,
and was immediately taken to a house
near, and every pos-ible means used to
resuscitate the vital spark but without
avail. The body of Miss Chestnut was
pot recovered until next morning,
when it was found floating past a raft
of logs. Naturally stout, her body was
swollen terribly.

Mrs. Babbitt was the youngest
daughter ot the late Wm. Turnbull, of
Bear River, Digby Co, N. S, and
would have been thirty-eight years old
next September.  She was married to
Mr. Babbitt, jeweler, eight years ago
and leaves two children, Isabell, seven
years of age, and Harold Randolph,
five years old.  She was a sister of w.
W. Turnball, C. G. Turnbull, Mrs. C. E.
Burnham and Mrs. Fales, of St. John,
and of Mrs. A. F. Randolph,Mrs. Judge
Steadman and Mrs. Henry Chestnut of
Fredericton.

Mrs. Babbitt was a highly esteemed
lady, and especially beloved by her
near friends,

Miss Chestnut was the only daughter
of Mr. Henry Chestnut, hardware mer-
chant, The sad affair has called forth
much sympathy for the bereaved huss
band, parents and relatives of the de-
ceased ladies,
