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Death of Sir A. G. Archibald.

Sir Adams George Archibald, K. C. M.
G., died at Truro on"Wednesday afternoon
in these venty-ninth year of his age. The
deceased was born at Truro; he was edu-
cated at Pictou Academy and was admit-
ted to the bar of Nova Scotia in 1839. In
1851 he entered political life as the repre-
sentative of Colchester in the House of
Assembly, and when the county was di-
vided into two ridings he was returned by
South Colchester. He was Solicitor-Gen-
eral in the Liberal government of Howe
and Young in 1856-7, and again he was
Attorney-General from 1860 to 1863 in
a Liberal government. In 1864 he was
a delegate to the Charlottetown confer-
ence to arrange the terms of confedera-
tion; he was also a delegate to the
Quebec conference and to the final con-
ference in London. After the union of
the provinces was completed Mr. Archi-
bald entered the new federal government as
Secretary of State for the Provinces, but at
the general election of Sept. 18th, 1867, he
wis defeated by the late A. W. McLelan.
In 1869 Sir Adams was. elected to the Com-
mons for Colchester. In 1870 he was ap-
pointed Lieut.-Governor of Manitoba,
which position he resigned in May, 1873.
He was next appointed Judge of Equity
and a few weeks later Lieut.-Governor of
Nova Scotia, In 1888 he was again elect-
ed to the Commons by Colchester and held
the seat till the general election of 1891,
when he finally retired from public life.
Sir Adams married in 1843 Elizabeth A.,
daughter of thelate Rev. John Buuryeat, of
Truro, by whom he leaves three daughters,
one married to Bishop Jones, of Newfound-
land, another to F. D. Laurie, and the third
to an Anglican clergyman in England. He
had one son who was killed by the acciden-
tal discharge of a gun when a young man.
