A fowl house is a necessity, for the suc­
cessful poultry raiser never depends upon 
trees, bushes, fences, or what not as roosting 
places for the fowls. While the precarious 

pleàsant to the fowls in fine 
ther, they are not good for many reasons in 
any weather in spring, winter or falL 

The fowl house should be divided into 
apartments, one for sleeping, one for eating 
and day use, and a third for nesting places.

Roosting perches should be very nearly 
two inches wide, and smoothly finished for 

of the fowls’ feet and safety of one’s

To those who are in deep mounting it may 
be useful to know how to renovate crape.

I learned how from a fashionable New 
York dressmaker, who, in turn, got her in­
formation on the subject from an equally 
successful dyer and cleaner.

Go to the kitchen, have the clothes boiler 
two-thirds full of boiling water, throw in 
five or ten cents’ worth of gum arabic, place 
a new sheet of heavy brown wrapping paper, 
doubled, over the top, arrange your crape on 
this, and await results. The fire in the 
range must be brisk, so that the water will 
boil steadily while you are at work. Feel 
the crape and in a few minutes you will find 
it moist and sticky. Now, with your two 
hands, press out the creases, smoothing here 
and arranging there, so that all parts get an 
equal steaming and all turned in and rum­
pled places are renewed. If your paper be too 
thick, try it single and take another piece 
when it becomes wet. I have succeeded 
best with it doubled, tripled and sometimes 
quardrupled. But it depends.

Barn Drainage.

Many ills arise from the wet condition of 
the barns and barnyards in spring. Foot 
rot in sheep, distemper in horses and cattle, 
with coughs in pigs, all come from too much 
tilth and mud in the barnyards and pig pens. 
While it is not best to drain the liquid mi- 

away, which should be absorbed by 
absorbent material, yet the surround­

ings should be so arranged as to prevent as 
much water as possible from reaching the 
places where the animals resort.

—The orchard needs manuring. Barn­
yard, and especially hog manure, when ap­
plied in spring, often causes a quick growth 
of sappy, soft wood, which is liable to win­
ter-kill. Waste from factories, phosphates, 
and all materials, which supply mineral ele­
ments, are preferable, as making firmer 
wood, without supplying food for bacteria.
