Five Crosses of the grave-yard continued burning
btmore than an hour after the Benediction had
boncluded

When . the Psalms, the Litanies of the Saints,
wd >the 'Preface were chaunted, the old and
olemn tones-of the Gregorian Psalmody, beard

ing Vespers were chaunted, and night prayers
recited by the Bishop, who preached from the cis.
iPsalin, 5 verse. Ile also preached at the High
Mass, and after the Bencdiction of the Cemetery.

The discourses consisted of explanations of the
various ceremonies, and expositions of differont.
points of Catholic belief, such as, the Real Pre-
sence, the Mediatorship of Chuist, tho infinite
atonement of the Sacrifice of the Cross, the nature,
character, and fonctions of Christ’s priesthood, the
Sacrifice of the Mass, the doctrine of a middle
state, and prayers for the dead, exclusive salva-
tion, &c.

Oa Thureday, High Mass coram Episcopo was
celcbrated by the Rev. Edmond Doyle, alter
which the Bishop delivered an exhortation to
those who were to be confirmed, and preached onr
the Tofallibility of the Chureh of Christ, and the
consequent obligatidn upon all mankind to listen
to her divine teaching. The Sacrament of Confir-
mation was then administered to about 40 persons,
some of whom were converts. Messrs. Stiever-
man, Mogan, Kearney, and Smith, came with the
Catholiz choir from Lunenburg, which added
greatly to the effect of the solemnities.
