% The people that sat In darkness saw grest
light,” This was said of Onrlet, and He sald
.te His Church in thenext chapter :  ¢* You
are the light of the world,” Hiy light shinea
In the Ohurch. There Is no armor eatside to
realat temptatlon as there is In the Church,
There is no smafety for a man out of tie
Ohurcb, as the devil seeks by obseesion or
pessession to extend his ronle over such.
When you hear » man eay he beleugs to ne
church you may weep for him ; for he is In
ocontinual dapger from the splritual powers
of evil that surround him. The worst
featare of spiritusl darkneas lv, it cannot see
light when It appears. Where does my
friend of no churob stand? He stands alone
among all oreated things offering defiance to

- his Oreator’awill, He soerns Ged’s powers,
he rejeots His commands, he refuses the
graces vff+red bim in the Churoh, he rejsota

. the light fl»wiog from Chriat, Ob, blizd and
Insensate belug, do you oet konow thwt your

Bufore him there
waa & Patriarchial Priesthood, and an alter,
and altsr him Obrist Is a priest forever
nocording to the erder of Melohisedeo, It Is
mecenssry to come out of toe darknems ict)
the lighs, The Kathers teach thet out of the
Oharch there s no salvation, St, Oyprianin
the middlaof the third century, ssys in his
book on the unlty of the Church : **‘He oan-
not have God for his Father, who bas not the
Churoh fer his mother.” St. Augustine, who
wrote at the end ef the feurth and the
beglaning of the fifth century, says : “Who-
soever s separated from thia Cathellio Ohurch
shall not have life, but the anger of God re-
malos apon bim.” (Ad., Part., Faot,, Dan,,
o, 141). St Gregory the Great at the end of
the slxth ce. tury, saye : “The H:ly Cathclic
Ohuycn teaches that out of her communien no
~one oan he saved.” (Llb., Mor., 14). Itls
of faftb, however, that Protestants who are
baptized, who lead & good life, love God and
thelr neighbor,and are blamelensly ignorant of
the just olalms of the Cashelin religion to be
the only true religion (which Iroalled belng in
gcod faith) and who belleved that thereis
one God In 1three divine Persons;
dhat God will duly reward the good
and punlsh the wioked ; that Jesus Obrlet
fa the Son of God, made man, who re-
deemed us, and In whom we must trust
for onr nalvation ; and provide they ther.

Our Savlour in His prayer for Hia disol-
ples, aaid (St. John, 17): ¢/ thas they may
ba one, as thou Father in Me, and I in
Thee, that they also may be one Inus." I
Io them and thou in Me, that they may be
perfect In one.”

The most remarkable unity {8 fn Chriet
belng the soul and the mystical body of the
Oburch, we belng the members. Ons cannet
be a OChristlan withont belng a member of
Chriat's bedy, the Church.

ONENESS OF THE CHURCH.

A irlend durlng tho week sald: "1 go
direct to Obrist; He is the Rock. I may
not fiad the Church, but Chrlet I can always
find.” Thia artitls and two others before Is
to show that Okrist is the Charch, If you go
to Ohrlst yeun mmt ge to the Cnurch ; if you
coms to the Church you cume to Chrlat.
Coriss and His bride are on», and thia re-
latien must exfat forever, Frem the Church
the graces of the Holy Splrit must flow that
oan make ns “ holy as He is holy.”

It Is our dauty to become a imember of the
Oburch and sabmit to its teaching becanse
Christ has Institutad It,

Wae are not to follow our own opinlens ; we
must ceme to Chrlt througb the Uhurch he.
cauee He Is the Churoh. ¢ He that extreth
not by the door Into ths sheeplfold, but
olimbeth 1n snother way, the ssme is a thiel
and a robber.” (St. Jobn 10-1). *‘As many
of you as have been baptized la Christ have
put on Ohrlst.” (Gel, 3-27), To be cne with
Corist we must enter the Cburoh.

When Carist founded a Church It must
have been In the divine mind that we shoanld
come t1» Him threugh that Churoh, else what
use in founding 1t ?

Thiok yeu the Saviedr would command us
to ** hear the Churoh” It the Splrlt of Truth
could not maske her Infallible? Think you
the Saviour would say « ** He that belleveth
not shall be condemned,” If the Oburch cenld
err? (St. Pater, I, 25) sayx : ¢ The word %f
the Lord endureth forever, and thlis ls the
word which hath been preached unte you,”
Whoen our Saviour mald : ‘* He that will net
hear the Church let hlm be to thee as the
heathen and the publican,” thimk you he
meant that we were to have any oplnton in
the matter? He lrt:nded that we should
obey.

Thus we must belong to the Churoh toe be
saved, He sald (John 10-16) : *“ Thera ahell
be one fold and onme shepherd.” He sald
(Matt. 14.35): ‘*Heaven and earth will
pass away,. bot my words shall not pass
away.” Tnas the Church stands forever,

Thus the Churoh made perfect by divine
power Is.deserving ot all love and all obe-
dienoe, because Obrist ie in ber and rhe In
Him. The Church is a grand reality and
worthy of the highest human cenalderation,
Like the divins Sop, 1t {« partly bumsn and
partly divine, and, like the Inoarnation, 1t la
Incomprebensible to mere humsan reasening.
All that we knew of its rupernatural slde has
been revealed, ke all « ther dogmas of eternal
truth, by Christ and His Apeatles. St
Panl o' lled 1t **the plilar acd the gronpd of
truth,”

My friend, religlon Is » maiter of faith, and
not of opinlon. Cnly revilstion oan bind the
oonacienoces of men, becauss it comes with
the anthority of God. Opinlons of men have
always differed, even en the mott simple pro-
positions. What eimpleton would trust his
salvation to the opinfena of men? When
Gnd gives n command it ls to be sbeyed.
When OChrist sald a few days before His
death, In His prayer for unity (St. John
10 16), speaking of ene fold and ether rheep,
Hos said: *' They shall hear My volce,”
Did He not mean His voloe speaking through
the Church? lsthere any reom for oaviling
here ?

THE CHURCH OF THE APOSTLES.

There is but one Christlan Churoh exlating
pow that can trace her hlitory and suocession
to the days of the Apoatles ; that can com-
pare her liturgy with thas of St. James at
Jerusalem, or St, Mark, at Alexandris.
There ls but one Charoh that practices the
Christianity taosght by the Fathors of the
firat centuries. This Onnrch Is her own
witness and antedates all the existing forms
of Chrlatian bellef by many centurles. Like
the ark in the floed, she was slone In her
osreer of hope and salvation to men. Singly
ahe ttood the snocessive persect tions of Nero,
Demitian, Trsjan, Adrian, Avoninus Pius,
Marcue, Arellur, Ssverns, Msximus, Dsolus,
Gallus Velusianus, Valertan, Droclesian, and
Maximian, Singly she arore after the firat
twelve prosecutions from the catacombs un-
der Conatantine to a higher and wider mis-
slon in bekalf cf Coristianity.

1f you ask why 1 have written this I will
anewer : t1:t he who conveit: ene from his
errors shall cover a muliitude of eloa.  (See
St. James, v, 26).

DEATH OF A NOBLE VETERAN.

James Page, One of Nelien's Galiant Tars—
The Oldest Man in the British Empire,
or Probably in the World.

Died at Dunbar, in the Township of
Willlsmaburg, County of Dandas, Prevtnce
of Oantarie, on the 10ih day ef May, 1890,
James Page, aged 123, & vative ef Susacx,
Eogland, burled at North Willlamsburg.

 Look Thou upon me and have mercy on
me, for I am alone and poer."'—Pa, 24,

*“Bat 1 have pit my trust ln Thee, O
Lord, I said Thou art my God.”"—Pas. 30.

I claim the indulgence of your readers to
give a condensed blographical skitoh of the
deceased. Dauring the last thirty years I
have been on very Intimate rel.t'ona with
Mr. Page, I pald hlm frequent vielts and
was about ten years a close nwighbour to him,
I always took great delight in lstening t3
his patriotio descriptien-of the remlnfscences

five years ago 1 stren;ly nrged him so make
spplication to the Dake of Cambridge Com-
mander-in-Chicf for a pension., . I undertook
it for him with good prospects of succesa hut
we were doomed to dissppeintment aa Mr,
Page’s discharge was unfortunst:ly burped
and therefore we had relzotantly t2 abandon

the wundertaking. I always consldered
the British Government never recegoiz-
ed bhis ment or gave himjoecice,
Ho was a poor man and Igoored but
he was a brave and gallant eoldier, Tnere is

gonerally a discrimimation ef favenr.tism in
favour of the rich In such oases while a peor
man of superler merit Is abaolutely for-
gotter. He was with Nelsen in all the naval
engsgemente, In Bony's war, Copenhager,
Trafalgar, &c. T aecertalned from the deceas-
ei that he was thirty-five yeara of age at the
battle of Copenhagen, which was fought on
the second day April 1802, Conscquently he
would be 123 yearas of age lait mennth.
He oftin  informsd me 'of weeing the
Priooce ef Denmark coming en board of
Nelson's flagshlp and the surrender of the
Danlsh fleet which was taken captive to Eag-
land. He drew a rough map for me of the
flos t'ng timber rafta in » semicironlar form
which surrounded the oity and were heavily
manned and supplled with the best of
urtillery. 1 alwayes believed In poor Jimmy's
veracity and teok In his luold desariptiona of
she cannonadicg In all its minateand appal-
Ing Incidente. [ recelved facts from him
whioh were never recorded In histery. He
often told me that those land lobbers never
gave a full trothfal history aa they wore not
at the soene of battle and never fired a shot,
this wan certalnly plausible and logical. He
was present and saaw Benaparte go en beard
the Belleyophon amidat the joyfal aoclama-
tions of the sallors wherecelved extra 1ations
of ram for a jabilatien. He also Informed
me that Captaln Maltland was aubsequertly
conrtmartialled fer treason for belng In the
estimation of the cfficers too lentent and
oeurteous te ' Bony.” This Inever saw re-
corded Ju history and felt dablous, bus some
time sftsrwards 1 saw a statement of the
same factain one of the Dnllin magsz'nes
which confirmed Jamie's amertion. Oaptan
Maltiand was trisd snd hencurably acquitted,
his defence was that he was brooght upa
gontieman and soldier, that he olaimed he
had no superier ia loyalty to his king and
counsry, and that be extended the conrtesy
and respoot of a gentleman te brave Beny In
bis dowfall and misfertunes. T

Jamle Page was well and favorably knewn
and highly esteemed by yonnf snd eld in shis
country. He lived for a locg time near
Beuok's HI{ and 'was very oemforiably
altuased to my knewledge. He was genercus,
obaritable and hoapltable, His house was
open to the widow, orphan, wayfarer and
stranger. He had large sympathios and were
practioally fulfiiled, He was every inch a
man of military ambition, and well worthy
of premotion, He had no education; thia
waa & harrler to hia anccess, buk he wsa poa-
ronsed of a clear and brilliant understanding.
In the treublesome times of 1837, when she
toosin of war sounded, ha ssarted, loit hia
wife alome, and walked $e¢ Prescett, got on
board of a gunboat and served his country to
the cemsation of hoatilitles,

He was marrisd twioe bnt never had a
family, There sre old men In thls county
who were little bogs when Mr. Page was an
old, old man. Ha was supperted by the
Dotncll for a number of yearaand reaided
with Mr. and Mre. Baoon, Dunbar, where he
died. They were kind and generous to him
In every respect, Mrs. Bacon deserves great
oredit for her patience and genererity to him.
The good people of Danbsr, Willlamaburg
and Winohesser, and all who knew him in
Dandas always.manifested the kindestrespect
te him for whioh shey are to be complimented.
