OMMISSION D'HYGIENE ET DE STATISTIQUES

Compte rendu de U'assemblée du 23 mai
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Report of meeting held the 23rd of May.

'Present: Ald. Dagenais ,chairman, David, Gallery, Ma-
rin and TLévesque.

1.—On motion of Alderman Gallery, it was

¢ Resql«ved: That another report be made to Council urg-
ing that an appropriation of $10,000 for the construction
Of't%:t least one underground lavatory be granted this Com-
mittee.

2. — Resoed : That this Committee recommend to
the Finance Committee the payment of the account of Mr.
1. A. Lafond for extra work in connection with the medi-
cal inspection of schools, for the months of January to
May instant, inclusive, at $16.66 per month. Total $83.30.

3. —Submitted extract of minutes from the Finance
Committee concerning extra charges likely to be sent in
by the Alexandra and St. Paul’s hospitals, for the care of
patients affected with contagious diseases, and asking
that a monthly statement be sent to the said Committee of
the extra amounts to which the hosvitals are entitled ac-
cording to their contracts with the City.

Submitted report of Dr. J. E. Laberge stating that the
Finance Committee reproached the Department with ex-
ceeding the number of 25 patients to be sent to each hos-
pital, and asking for instructions in the matter.

Resolved: That Dr. J. BE. Laberge continue to send pa-
tients to the Alexandra and St. Paul’'s hospitals as here-
tofore, but that when it can be done with safety to public
health, patients be isolated at home; and that this Com-
mittee believe it to be their duty to pass the present reso-
lution.

4—Dr. J. B. Laberge reported that the repairs to the
House of Refuge had been satisfactorily carried out.

43 —Resolved: That, in view of the reportsof the Samita
ry Engineer now before the meeting ,reports be made to
Council recommending that, ih the interests of public
health, public sewers be laid in the following streets in
accordance with the provisions of Art. 544 of 62 viet.,
Chap. 58:

6th Avenue from the north line of Masson St. to a point
170 feet northwards:

Valois St., from Ontario to Ste. Catherine streets and in
Stadacona St., from Nicolet St., to the Hastern City limits;

Balmoral St., from the height of land northwards to
Ontario street.

5.—Resolwed: That in view of the report of the sanita-
ry engineer now before the meeting, the said officer be
authorized to have the valve of the Gallery bath placed
inside the basin.

6.—Resolved: That a report be made to Councli asking
for an appropriation of $200 for the purchase of raincoats
and rubber boots for the inspectors mentioned in Dr. Mc-
Carrey’s report now before the meeting.

7—Resolved: That in view of the report of Mr. Duro-
cher, superintendent of sanitary Police, now before the
meeting, the said officer be authorized to have the roof
of the stable at the small-pox hospital repaired, at the
price of $3.75 per square, to the extent of 4 or 5 squares.

8 —Submitted requisitien from br. J. E. Laberge, for
the purchase of books, and a report from the Medical Offi-
cer of Health 7¢ need for a special appropriation for t}le
payment of the service of notices upon proprietors resid-
ing outside the City limits, in cases of infractions of the
ganita'y by-laws.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council asking for
an appropriation of $250 for contingencies to meet t].ne
cost of the said service of notices, the purchase of the said
bhooks and other incidental expenses.

9.—The Medical Officor of Health submitted~repqrt
against disinfector E. Bernard for irregular conduct.
