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of neutralization or the obligation of the High Contracting 
Parties under the present Treaty. 

ARTICLE V. 

The present Treaty shall be ratified by His Britannic' 
Majesty, and by the President of the United States, by and with 
the advice and consent of the Senate thereof ; and the ratifica-
tions shall be exchanged at Washington or at London at the 
earliest possible time within six months from the date hereof. 

In faith whereof the respective Plenipotentiaries have 
signed this Treaty and thereunto affixed their seals. 

Done in duplicate at Washington, the 18th day of Novem-
ber, in the year of Our Lord one thousand nine hundred and 
one.
