Ireland and Canada for Air Services between the two countries which was
signed at Dublin on the 8th August, 19471, and to the exchange of Notes of
the 9th July, 19512, modifying the Annex to the Agreement.

It is noted that the Government of Ireland has ceased, as from the 2nd May;
1957, to require aircraft flying over the territory of Ireland to land at Shanno?
Airport and the Government of Ireland proposes accordingly that Paragraph
of the Annex to the Agreement as modified should be deleted.

I have the honour to inform you the proposal that Paragraph 3 of the
Annex to the Agreement be deleted is acceptable to my Government and that
your Note dated 23 December 1957 and this reply will constitute confirmatio?
of an agreed modification of the Annex, within the meaning of Article
of the Agreement.
