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Within the same time limit, any voter shown on
one of the lists of his constituency can claim the . '
deletion or addition of an individual unduly registered
or omitted.

The same right belongs to the Chaokhouengs,
Prefects, police court magistrates, Presidents of tribunals
Chaomuongs, Naikongs, Tassengs and Phobanss :

The third party making a claim should attach to
his application a certificate from the Phoban of his
village attesting his status as a vote registered on the
electoral roll.

In case of dispute, the said third party con-
cerned can inform the Provincial Inferior Court which
will urgently pass judgment without court feesj; this
Judgment will be final.
