
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THEGOVERNMENT 0F THE PEOPLE'S DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC 0FALGERIA CONCERNING CINEMATOGRAPHIC RELATIONS

The Government of Canada and the Government of the People's Democratjc
Republic of Algeria,

Conscious that co-production can contribute to the further expansion of thecinematographic industries of both countries as well as to the development of culturaland economic exchanges between the two countries;

Determined to foster the further development of cinematographic co-operationbetween Canada and Algeria for the benefit of their peoples as well as their respec-tive industries;

Convinced that this co-operation will contribute to the enhancement of theeconomic and cultural relations between their two countries;

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

1. For the purposes of this agreement, the term "cinematographic production"includes cinematographic productions of any length or technical medium, includingfiction, animated productions and documentarjes, produced in accordance with theprovisions pertaining to the cinematographic industry in each country, for primarydistribution to theatres in both countries.

2. Cinematographic co-productions qualified under the present Agreement areby right fully entitled to the benefits resulting from the provisions concerning thecinematographic industry which are in force or from those which may be decreedin each country.

3. These benefits accrue solely to the producer of the country that grants them.

4. Cinemnatographic productions to be co-produced by producers of the twocountries must be approved, after consultation between the competent: authoritiesof both countries:

in Canada: the Minister of Communications or, if he so authorizes, the CanadianFilm Development Corporation ("Telefilm Canada").

In Algeria: the Minister of Culture and Tourism of, if lie so authorizes, the"l'Office national de commercialisation de l'industrie
cinématographique" ("ONCIC").
