
GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR DEVELOPMENT CO-OPERATIONBETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVERN-MENT 0F THE RWANDESE REPUBLIC

The Government of Canada and the Government of the Rwandese Republic(hereinafter called "the Rwandese Government") wishing to strengthen the existingcordial relations between the two countries and their peoples and to define the condi-tions of implementation of a development co-operation programn between the twocountries in conformity with the objectives of economic and social development ofthe Rwandese Republic have agreed to the following:

ARTICLE 1

The Government of Canada and the Rwandese Government shaîl promote theimplementation of a programn of development co-operation between the two coun-tries, which may include:

(a) the sending to Rwanda of technical missions in order to survey, to analyse,
to assess and to evaluate development projects;

(b) the award of scholarships to citizens of Rwanda for studies and profesion-nal training in Canada, in Rwanda or in a third country;
(c) the assignment in Rwanda of cooperants, advisers and specialists fromCanada;

(d) the provision of equipment, materials, goods and services required for theexecution of co-operation projects in Rwanda;
(e) the elaboration of studies and projects designed to contribute to the eco-nomic and social development of Rwanda; or
(f) any other form of co-operation which may be mutually agreed upon.

ARTICLE Il
(a) In order to achieve the objectives of this Agreement, the Government ofCanada and the Rwandese Government may conclude subsidiary arrange-ments pertaining to co-operation projects involving one or more of the pro-gram components mentioned in Article 1.
(b) Subsidiary arrangements shaîl make specific reference to this Agreement.
(c) Unless otherwise provided, subsidiary arrangements involving grants by theGovernment of Canada, shaîl be considered as administrative arrange-

ments.
