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of the International Labour Office. One of these copies shall be deposited in
the archives of the International Labour Office and the other shall be com-
municated to the Secretary-General of the United Nations for registration in
accordance with Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations. The
Director-General shall communicate a certified copy of the Instrument to
each of the Members of the International Labour Organisation.

Article 5

1. The formal ratifications or acceptances of this Instrument of Amend-
ment shall be communicated to the Director-General of the International
Labour Office, who shall notify the Members of the Organisation of the
receipt thereof.

2. This Instrument of Amendment will come into force in accordance with
the provisions of article 36 of the Constitution of the Organisation.

3. On the coming into force of this Instrument, the Director-General of the
International Labour Office shall so notify all the Members of the Internation-
al Labour Organisation and the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

The foregoing is the authentic text of the Instrument for the amendment
of the Constitution of the International Labour Organisation duly adopted by
the General Conference of the International Labour Organisation during its
Fifty-seventh Session which was held at Geneva and declared closed the
twenty-seventh day of June 1972.

The English and French versions of the text of this Instrument of Amend-
ment are equally authoritative.
