
(2) Article Il, paragraph (3) of the Extradition Treaty is deleted.

(3) Article Il, paragraph (4) of the Extradition Treaty becomes Article Il, paragraph (3).

(4) Article M1 paragraph (5) of the Extradition.Treaty becomes Article Il, paragraph (4)
and is amended to read as follows:

"(4) Ini determining what is an extraditable offence, the fact that an
offence is described differently by the law of the Contracting
Parties shall be irrelevant."

(5) The Sohedule to, the Extradition Treaty is hereby deîeted:
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Article III, paragraph, (2) of the Extradition Treaty is amended to, read as follows:

"(2) For fixe puxpose of this treaty the following offences shahl be deenxed
flot to bc offences within the. meaning of paragraph (1) sub-
paragraph (a):

(a) an offence for wbich both Contracting Parties have the obligation pursuant
ta a mnultilateral international agreement to extradite the. person sought or
ta submit thxe cas to their competent authorities for decision as to
prosecution;

(b) murder, manslaughter, mnaliciously woundmng, or inflicting grievous bodily
harmi;

(c) idnapping, abduction, or any forra of unlawful dMention, ineluding
taking a hostage;

(d) placing or using an explosive, incendîary or destructive device capable of
endangering life, or of causing grimvons bodily harm, or ofcausmng
substantial property damage
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Article VI paragraph (2) offtxe Extradition Treaty is amended ta read as follows:,

"(2) Extradition may be refused if final judgemnent bas been rendered in
a tixird state in respect of the offenc for which thec person's
extradition is requested and,

(a) the judgnent resulted in thic pcrson!s acquittai; or

(b) thic tern ofinxprisonment or other deprivation of liberty ta wbich the.
person was sentenccd bas been conxpletely enforced or lias bcen the.
subject of a pardon or an axnnesty. f
