:ahich will be held in Ottawa startinq on May 7, 1 .985 .

The Fxperts Meeting is part of the ongoing
process of the Conference on Security and Cooneration
in ','urooe (CSCT) in which 33 Furopean countries, the
;'nited States and Canada have, since the sic :ning of
the "elsinki Final Act in 1975, sought to strengthen
their cooperation and build confidence in the
security, economic and humanitarian areas . The
:?ecision to hold the Ottawa -neeting was taken a t

in 1983, as the result of a Canadian
initiative . It will be the first CSCE meeting
exclusively devoted to human rights, and the first
held in North Arnerica .

The nttaw4 meetinq will last six weeks and
will be held in the ~,overnment Conference Centre . It
is to be orecer?ed b y a nrenaratory meeting which wi l l
detf-rnine the agenda, beginnin3 on April 23 .
