
we should give it even mare support, than, we
woùld ardinarily.

I make a plea, therefare, that there nat be
any attempt made ta talk out this bill an
graunds which relate ta another matter en-
tirely. It is in a sense pure accident that it
went through the éther place first; it could
have gone thraugh this house first, and if we
had agreed ta the principle af the bill it
would have passed this chamber and then
gone ta the allher place and, I assume, would
have passed there as it has already. Indeed,
should-there be any filibuster on this bill, any
extended discussion 'slmply ta talk it aUt, I
would point out the following.

.Mr. R. Gardon L. Fairweather <Royal): Mr.
Speaker, I will be very brief. I amn interested
in the concept, and I think this house should
support the concept, that universities and
cofleges are nat provincial things in the area
of their cancern. Universities are, by the
very nature of their establishment, things
of the warld, and I belleve that any attempt
ta pramate that aspect of their cancern should
have the wholehearted endorsemnent of this
house. I was very interested in the hon. mem-
ber for Northumberland (Miss Jewett), wha
is sponsoring the bill, saying that we i this
house are anxiaus ta help the universities. I
would think that as well as speaking in this
house she would be taking same steps ta see
that the treasury benches have paid some
heed ta her plea, because the Canadian uni-
versities foundation has had a lang-standing
appeal ta the Prime Minister (Mr. Pearson)
and ta the Minister af Finance (Mr. Gardon)
for increased grants bath capital and aperat-
ing. That is an aside, Mr.. Speaker, and I
amn sure it will be deait with i a budget that
wiil came befare us very soan.

I have listened for an anticipated objec-
tion, of which the hon. member for North-
umiberland has given the hause notice, from.
the han. member for Lapainte (Mr. Grégaire).
I cannot imagine a mare cynical way ta at-
tack another place or another part o! par-
liament than ta hold up this type of bill,
if this is ta be the case. I hear no denial sa
I arn going ta go an with this aspect of my
remarks. If the hon. member far Lapointe
finds abjection in the éther place or ta the

ring ta aur Intentions.
