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wonder when the people of Ontario, who
seem to take stock in that cry will cease
to believe it. They are the only people in,
the Dominion who do so except a few in

Npw ruswokandi mniogh.v fpw ini Oilà-hpr,
J believe the great West is free of such
foolishness.

The Liberal party established a naval
policy on behaif of the British Empire
as well as on the behaif of Canada,
while the Tory party have a half-and-half
kind of a poliey in the shape of a contribu-
tion af $35,OO,OO,-which meant nothing;
there was no principle in the proposition
and nothing of guidance for the future.
The policy of the Liberal party remains on
the statute-book in the Naval Service Act
whereby- the British Empire was to have
ail the aid that Canada couid give.

When the CAonservative party, led by Sir
John Macdonald introduced the National
Policy in 1878, the country was ini distress,
there was a great upheaval in the entirefLnan-
cial warld, and unfortunately'at that tie
one of the beat governments that Canada
ever had, under Mackenzie, had ta bear the
blame for that condition of things, and it
went ta the wall on those two cries; dis-
tress in the country and protection, as a
cure. Sir John -Macdonald, an unbeliever
in protection, inaugurated bis policy for
the purpose of getting into power, and
when hie got in hie found hie had ta go fur-
ther than hie ever dreamed of. His first
raising of the tariff was comparatively easy,
but hie found that the manufacturers were
exacting, and as they contributed large
sums of money for election purposes, the
Government had to accede to their de-
mands and raise the tariff from session
ta session until iA became so oppressive
that the country -was returning ta the con-
dition of things which. existed in Mac-
kenzie's time. There was no work, there
was no wealth in the country, the popula-
tion was being drained by the hundreds of
thousands ta seek a living in the United
States. The farmers have their farms mort-
gaged up ta the handie. What a pity the
late Sir Richard Cartwright is-nat here ta-
day ta gîve us his views on this question.
He gathered the dàta and the statistics re-
garding the mortgages on the farms ai the
Ontario farmers, which amounted ta hun-
dreds ai millions. In Quebec it was the
same way, and in Prince Edward Island,
whîch I lave dearly, where I spent many a
plea-sant day, I know that in 1896 the fair-
mers were poor, were practically paupers.
